CANDIDATE GUIDANCE NOTES

You will be required to answer a series of questions on the correct and safe use of this machine, before a practical assessment takes place.

During the practical assessment you will be required to operate the machine under the direction of the Assessor.

The operations that you will be required to carry out will include:

1) Wearing of the correct clothing and equipment and pre-start check of machine and site

2) Carrying out routine maintenance

3) Fuelling or connecting power to the machine

4) Test starting the machine

5) Operating the hedge trimmer

6) Carrying out cleaning of the machine

7) Inspection of the machine after use

8) Leaving work area tidy

At the start of the practical assessment the Assessor will give instructions as to what operations you are required to carry out.  The Assessor will not give guidance or advice and the control of the machine and the operating procedures adopted will be totally at your discretion unless the Assessor considers that your actions could endanger yourself or others, in which case the assessment will be terminated immediately.

If you are unsure of any actions that the Assessor requires you to carry out, ask him or her to explain again what is required.  The objective is to assess your operating ability.
