Every Parish household was subsequently leafleted with the 
PC's proposals, asking for a Yes/NO response.The final returns showed 143 in favour of the Switch-Off Scheme 
and 25 against. Wiltshire Council has been informed of the results and it is expected that the conversion work will 
be implemented in due course.
