Mr.Cole addressed the meeting, together with a pre-prepared survey of statistics, and pointed out that he was 
seriously concerned that the Environmental Agency's flood risk assessment of his property, 16 High Street,which he 
felt was at variance with the statistical data published by the Agency. The figures shown in the  flood map 
published in 2004 and those recorded in 2010 reveal dramatic changes in potential flood risks and he is not 
satisfied with the EA's explanation for their increased assessment of the flood risk of the property from low 
potentiial to the highest risk category. Mr. Cole has challenged the EA's data and is yet to receive a reply. A full 
copy of Mr. Cole's report is attached to these minutes.
