The Environment Agency has advised that there is a risk that the overgrowth could
impede the flood flow in the event of a period of heavy rainfall, thereby increasing the risks of flooding upstream
from the obstruction.

7. Chestnut Leaf Disease.

Mr. Brayne reported that there was a widespread leaf disease affecting horse chesnut trees nationwide and from
his research the only long term remedy was to collect and burn the leaves or put them in airtight bags to make
compost.After a discussion it was agreed that publicity should be given to the issue in the Ashton Gifford
Community News with a view to involving the village community in a mass leaves collection. It was further resolved
that the Cranborne Chase should be involved with any initiative.
