Matters raised – for discussion only

Mr David Stratton requested an increase in the donation from the Parish Council towards grounds maintenance, as fuel costs had risen so steeply this past year.

The Chairman thanked Mrs Judy Munro for her continued work as Editor of the Parish Magazine. 

Farm thefts were discussed as recently a farm gate had been stolen in Monkton Deverill, and Pertwood Partners had also experienced a number of thefts.  Keysley Farm had also noted intruders.  Mr Stratton advised that consideration will be given by the police to restarting Farmwatch.  Mr Lee requested that vigilance be shown and that numbers be taken of any suspicious vehicles in the area, although the Deverills are considered a low-crime district.
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Mr Lee informed the meeting that PCSO (Police Community Support Officer) Ian Owen had been active recently in developing a plan through the Warminster Town and Villages NTG (Neighbourhood Tasking Group).  A survey to be carried out in Monkton Deverill will be instrumental in driving this plan.

Mr Greenwood expressed concern over increased vehicle use of the B3095 if the proposed new housing in Mere comes about.  He informed the meeting that a petition is being organised against this building plan. 

Mr Stratton asked if the Parish Council had been contacted by West Wiltshire District Council regarding housing plans for the next 20 years.  He advised that affordable housing, plans for Mere and housebuilding in this area should all be co-ordinated.  The clerk will contact WWDC to check this.
