If everything goes smoothly, the new benefice will come into being on 1st January 2008. To mark this event, the Bishop of Ramsbury will be joining us for a Benefice   Service at 10.30 am on Sunday 20th January at the church of St. Peter and St. Paul, Longbridge Deverill. Please put the date in your 2008 diaries NOW! I hope that as many of you as possible will want to share that occasion as a mark of mutual commitment, and I look forward to seeing you all there.

2008 promises to be an interesting year. Doubtless challenges lie ahead, but I have great confidence that they will be met with wisdom and enthusiasm. Some forthcoming events will be welcomed, e.g. our deacon, Diana Britten, will be made priest in June 2008. Other events will be less welcome, e.g. the retirement of Rev. Richard Yates in October 2008, although that will of course be a time of thanksgiving for Richard’s faithful ministry to us over the years.

I think that the inauguration of the new benefice is an ideal opportunity to remind ourselves about the ministry, which we are called to share together. We together are responsible for making new disciples, to share in the ministry of Word and Sacrament, and of caring for the community and for creation. As we explore ways of working together, inevitably there will be changes from time to time. The most immediately noticeable change is that there will be some   adjustment to our pattern of services, not so much in terms of reductions, but in the times of services. From January 2008, the 1662 Holy Communion Service at Temple, Corsley, will take place on the fourth, not the first Sunday of each month. Service times will have to be adjusted to enable one member of the clergy to take both main communion services each Sunday when necessary. So I make this request. Please be patient and understanding over the next few months as the new times are finalised.  I realise they may not be ideal for    everyone, but in the words of the Archdeacon, I hope we are able to find a   pattern everyone can live with.

In the meantime, I wish you all a Joyful Christmas and Happy and Fulfilling New Year.

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Salisbury Diocesan Synod Update

A green light has been given to plans for a host of mission initiatives to take place in the Diocese, after members of Diocesan Synod voted overwhelmingly in favour of the proposals at November’s meeting in Amesbury.

Members welcomed the presentation by Bishop Tim and Bishop Stephen on the learning church and the five marks of mission. A DVD was shown to highlight the broad range of mission initiatives that are currently taking place in our Diocese and which have already received funding from the Aldhelm Mission fund. Bishop Tim said, “This Synod is all about Good News. There is lots of wonderful potential to move the Gospel forward in exciting ways. It is about taking Church out into the community. It is about us understanding what God’s mission is and joining in.” On becoming a learning church Bishop Stephen explained that already over 100 people are on courses being run by our new Learning for Discipleship and Mission initiative. He added, “It’s about going deep in order to be able to reach out”.

Following some debate, members voted in favour of the motions to welcome the diocesan vision and strategy based on the five marks of mission. The strategy includes ‘being mature Christian disciples’ and ‘leaving our places of safety’ (full version at www.salisbury.anglican.org). The five marks of mission summarised are to tell, teach, tend, transform and treasure. Members were also happy to encourage deaneries in drawing up mission action plans.

The Archdeacon of Wilts the Ven John Wraw then introduced a strategy for the deployment of ministers, both lay and ordained. During his presentation he said, “There’s lots of places where the Church of England has not been good at reaching. This is an opportunity for us to take a risk on how we might invest in God’s mission. We have real money to put there.” Synod members then approved plans for Bishop’s Council to invest £500,000 from reserves in pioneer ministry. 

A motion was also passed requesting the Aldhelm Mission Fund to support the new forms of ministry by accepting bids from parishes and deaneries, making requests based on the criteria set out in the Strategic Plan.

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Traffic Issues - White Line Plan on B3095 
I am now able to update you on the outcome of the White Line Survey. A total 37 individuals took part with the overwhelming majority stating that they did not wish to have white lines - 27 against centre white lines and 10 for lines.

Armed with the results of the survey a white line meeting was held on 1st November at Kingston Deverill Village Hall. In attendance were Upper Deverill Parish Councillors, members of the Traffic Sub Group, the Longbridge Deverill Parish Council (LDPC) Chairman and 2 representatives from Wiltshire County Council (WCC). The purpose of the meeting was to put our wishes to the WCC representatives and for them to provide additional safety considerations. The result was the production of a white line marking plan for the B3095 from Hill Deverill to Mere as follows:

· Approx seven centre hazard white lines leading to the give way road 
markings at the B3095 and A350 junction.

· A 30 mph roundel road marking on the approach to Hill Deverill (HD) from 
Brixton Deverill (BD). (To be confirmed by the LDPC.)

· No centre white lines between HD and BD. (To be confirmed by the LDPC.)

· A 30 mph roundel road marking on the approach to BD from HD.

· Four centre hazard white lines on both approaches to the BD bridge, road-side boundary solid lines either side of the bridge to emphasis narrowness.

· No centre white lines between BD and Monkton Deverill (MD).

· A 30 mph roundel road marking on the approach to BD from MD.

· A 30 mph roundel road marking on the approach to MD from BD.

· Fifteen centre hazard white lines marking the bend on the south end of MD, 
by Monkton Green.

· No centre white lines between MD and Kingston Deverill (KD).

The WCC decided to put white lines and cats eyes from KD to Mere; Upper Deverills Parish Council was unable to influence this decision but the addition of cats eyes will improve driving safety over Mere Down. 

The plan will be implemented any time now but is dependent on the B3095 being dry and free from grit, salt and mud. Thank you to all who participated in the White Line Survey; if you require further clarification please contact me.

Speed Checks
Wiltshire Road Safety Partnership (WRSP) has agreed to conduct random speed checks in KD, MD, and BD on a frequent basis over the next 3 months. After this period they will review the results and determine whether there is a continuing requirement for the checks. These will supplement the checks being conducted by our local Neighbourhood Police Team Manager Phil Bridges. 

In addition WRSP will place the three village speed check sites onto their website which will be downloaded onto the in-car SatNav-based radar systems used by some drivers to warn them as they approach speed check areas.      Hopefully this and the speed checks will have an impact upon speeding drivers.

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Festive Fire Safety Tips 

Wiltshire Fire & Rescue Service (FRS) would like to wish you and your family a Safe and Happy Christmas so we are urging people to be fire safe during the festive season and protect their loved ones young and old. Government figures reveal there are approximately seven more deaths from accidental house fires during Christmas than the equivalent period for any other time of year in England. Children and the elderly are particularly vulnerable to accidental fires in the home, which is why we are reminding people to take extra care over the festive season. Christmas is a time for having fun with family and friends,   however it is also a time when extra fire hazards are introduced to the home such as fairy lights, candles and decorations. Many of us will be putting up our Christmas decorations at home, so we’re urging people to follow our simple fire safety tips to keep everyone safe to enjoy the festivities.

On the 1st day of Christmas - Check your Christmas tree lights conform to the British Standard (BS EN 60598). Always use an RCD on outdoor electrical equipment (this safety device instantly switches off the power if there is a fault).

On the 2nd day of Christmas - Arrange a home Fire Risk check. Fire officers from Wiltshire Fire & Rescue Service can come to your home to check for any fire risks and install free working smoke alarms on each level of your home.  Call free on 0800 389 7849 to request a check.

On the 3rd day of Christmas - Practice a fire escape plan. Make sure your family and visitors know what to do in an emergency, especially children. 

On the 4th day of Christmas - Decorations can burn easily. Don’t attach them to lights or heaters and ensure that any elderly relatives or neighbours   follow the same advice.

On the 5th day of Christmas - Switch off electrical appliances when not in use, taking special care with Christmas lights. Always switch off and unplug Christmas lights before you go to bed.

On the 6th day of Christmas - Celebrate safely this Christmas and New Year. The risk of accidents is greater after alcohol is consumed.

On the 7th day of Christmas - Most fires start in the kitchen - never leave cooking unattended.

On the 8th day of Christmas - Give your elderly relatives and neighbours a life-saving Christmas gift. Make sure that they have a working smoke alarm. If they are hard of hearing, vibrating alarms are available from FRS.  

On the 9th day of Christmas - Completely extinguish cigarettes. 

On the 10th day of Christmas - Check the battery in your smoke alarm and use Christmas as a reminder to clean it and remove dust.

On the 11th day of Christmas - Never place candles near your Christmas tree or furnishings. 

On the 12th day of Christmas - Check on elderly relatives and neighbours - make sure they are fire safe.
