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The Rector writes:

Twice in the past week, I have been taken aback by statistics I have read.  They appeared in very different situations, but had a significant impact.  The first was the statement that people with bank accounts are among the richest 8% of the world's population.  The second, on a similar theme, was this: 'I am a working class woman from the UK, two pay packets away from disaster, like so many.  I did not think I was in the richest 10% of the world.' (quoted in a letter from Christian Aid).  My thinking about how fortunate my situation is has as its background the situation in Haiti, following the recent earthquake, and the regular updates about the situation of fragile peace in Sudan, and in particular our Benefice support of the secondary school in Juba.

I have been very aware, during the recent bad weather, of the way our communities have pulled together to help and look out for the vulnerable.  All sorts of kindnesses have been offered and accepted.  There has been a very real sense of care and concern.  It isn't always easy to extend that care beyond our immediate circles, but with the season of Lent beginning in the middle of February (17th), it is an ideal time to look again at what we might be able to do to help those not so fortunate as we are - those who do not find themselves in the most affluent 10% of the world's population.

Christian Aid produces a useful resource to help in this challenge.  It is called 'Count your Blessings'.  It takes account of the days of Lent and offers a daily challenge, thought or action to highlight much of what we take for granted.  Do pick up a 'Count your Blessings' leaflet from one of the churches.  It makes interesting reading if nothing else.  But hopefully you may allow yourself to be challenged, to count your blessings and in so doing, help those in the poorest places in the world.

May your journey through Lent be richly blessed.

Upper Deverills Parish Council - A303 closure reminder
Just a reminder that the A303 will be closed for night time work from 18th January – 14th February, between 7.30 pm – 6.00 am, and totally closed from 15th February – 15th March 2010.

Experience has shown that overnight closures have lead to an increase in traffic on the B3095 (Longbridge Deverill to Mere road) and we expect this situation to continue during the next two closure periods.  So far the traffic situation has by and large been manageable but the full closure period (15th February – 15th March) will be the real test.  A number of HGVs have been ignoring the temporary 7.5t weight restriction that is in force when the A303 is closed.  To try and prevent this, InterRoute (the contractor) have been approached and asked to make the signage at both the Mere and Longbridge Deverill ends of the B3095 more obvious.  If this fails, InterRoute have also been asked to place illuminated trailer signs to reinforce the restriction.  In addition the police have been asked to put on additional patrols along the B3095, particularly during the full closure of the A303.

As always, your feed back is important so if you witness drivers breaking the law, dangerous situations, or damage to either the road, road side or property, then please either contact the police on 0845 408 7000 and ask for the Warminster East Rural Team (if it is an emergency dial 999), myself or other Councillors.

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Recipe of the Month

Root vegetable, garlic and barley soup, with herb oil

Serves 4

This can be considered as a base recipe for any winter soup using a little oil, onion and garlic, and then by adding some stock and some grains, like pearl barley, whole spelt, wheat or oats and some seasonal vegetables.  The result is a warming, nourishing soup for the winter.  The grains are low-GI, meaning they release energy throughout the day and keep the appetite steady.

For the base recipe

3tbsp extra-virgin olive oil

1 medium onion, finely chopped

2-4 garlic cloves, crushed, skinned and chopped

200g pearl barley (or oat, spelt or durum wheat grains)

1.5 litres boiling water, turkey or chicken stock (if you use water, add 2 extra tbsp of olive oil or butter to boost the flavour)

Additional ingredients

As little or as much as you like of:

Carrots, celeriac, turnip and parsnip, cut into small strips or diced

Shredded cabbage leaves (Savoy, cavolo nero, outer spring greens)

Finely chopped celery, leek, diced potato or sweet potato, courgettes, squash

Canned butter beans, cannellini beans, borlotti beans, puy lentils, or frozen petit pois (drained)

For the herb oil

4 tbsp extra-virgin olive oil

1 tbsp each of parsley and basil

2 tbsp water

Method

1. Heat the oil in a large pot and gently fry the chopped onion until it begins to take on some colour and smell sweet.  
2. Add the garlic and grains with any vegetables you are using: shredded cabbage, celery and other fresh vegetables (not the canned beans or peas yet).  Cook for a minute or two then add the hot stock or water to the pot.

3. Simmer for 10 to 15 minutes, until the grains are just tender.  
4. Add the canned beans or peas, if using.  Bring back to the boil, taste for seasoning and add salt if necessary, then pepper.

5. To make herb oil: put oil and herbs in a pestle and mortar, or processor, and blend.  Add the water, stir it all to emulsify, season with salt.  
6. Serve the soup boiling hot with the oil zig-zagged over it.

Local History - Norse Traditions in the Deverill Valley

At Hill Deverill Sir Henry Coker, a lord of the manor who had an evil reputation, died in 1736.  He was alleged to haunt with his spectral hounds the grounds of Manor Farm beside the Wylye to the south-east of the village.  This ghostly hunt, also said to have been seen at the tumulus known as Guns Church on Pertwood Down between the A350 and Pertwood Wood, may be a survival from Norse mythology of Woden’s hunt which persisted for long in English folklore.  Woden, also know as Odin, was the supreme Norse god, the god of war who was believed to lead his phantom host across the sky.  The Anglo-Saxon Chronicle for 1127 records how ‘after February 6th many people saw and heard a whole pack of huntsmen in full cry’.  The Old English people continued to regard Woden as the leader of a wild hunt of lost souls.  The Vikings had been very active in this area and other Norse traditions seem to have lingered here.  As recently as Victorian times fair haired people at Hill Deverill were called ‘Daners’.

Extensive earthworks south-west of Hill Deverill suggest that there has been some resettlement and that the village was formerly more closely related to its church, near Manor Farm, which has now become redundant and converted in to a dwelling.

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Nature Notes

What a difference a day makes! Yesterday when I went for a walk I was trudging through quite deep snow and having to watch out for ice.  Today there is a rapid thaw and now when walking it is slippery slush and deep muddy puddles, allowing the wildlife to get to the ground again.  The very cold temperatures and the snow made it impossible for birds like lapwing and golden plover to dig for grubs.  The large flocks of both these birds that I had been seeing before the snow have disappeared, probably relocating to the coast where it may be milder.  Hopefully they will return once the pastures have thawed out.  The weatherman mentioned the snow could return next week, it is still early in the winter, remember the snow of February last year!

The hard ground has not stopped the moles from digging.  I know that they have very strong front legs and long sharp claws for clawing away at the ground but it must have been quite difficult for them, but necessary to ventilate their tunnels.  The fresh soil on the surface is a great attraction for pheasants, blackbirds, robins and thrushes looking for any grubs, insects or worms that the mole has missed.  I usually complain about the mole in the garden but ‘his’ efforts have helped the poor birds.  I have been putting out a mixture of broken nuts, raisins, dried mealworms and suet on the patio wall and that has been attracting the blackbirds, robins, dunnocks and wrens.  The  sunflower hearts, seed and peanuts have been attracting lots of goldfinches, tits and four tree sparrows.  The big beech hedge surrounding our house is always a magnet for birds and must have been a warmer spot recently.  The south facing length would have warmed up during the day, the snow on the top acting as insulation trapping the heat in the hedge overnight.  Perhaps only a few degrees C but that would have made all the difference.  The same is true for the line of beech trees up on the farm, and the new hedges planted on the farm by Longleat, our landlord.  Even so, I am still amazed how a small bird like a wren can cope with such temperatures! The small birds and mammals are most at risk as their body mass to surface area ratio is the greatest, they find it most difficult to keep their inner core warm as they are so small.  Wrens will group together to keep warm, I have been watching them going into the house martin nests at the front of the house for the night.  Other birds that show similar behaviour are goldcrests and long-tailed tits.

The snow has been great for looking at tracks.  The fields at the back of the farm have been littered with footprints of badger, fox, deer and hare, though I have only actually seen deer.  Also, many game birds, the larger footprints of pheasant and the smaller ones of partridge.  It has been fun seeing which way the tracks go and the    fan-shaped impressions of wings in the snow showing where birds have taken off.     According to Simon King, on Snow Watch, small very round holes in the snow are breathing holes of voles living under the blanket of snow, meaning they are out of reach of predators such as kestrel and fox.  The kestrel will have suffered as it relies on sight to locate the vole, whereas the fox can listen, smell and dig.  Tawny owls will not have been as badly affected as they are primarily a woodland bird, the wood will be warmer and not so snow covered.  Buzzards, raven and red kite all take carrion of which there will be plenty as birds and mammals succumb to the weather extremes.  The dormouse and hedgehog have the best answer; hibernate and wait for spring!
