 Lent will soon be here! Shrove Tuesday and Ash Wednesday fall in the first week of February. Ash Wednesday is kept as a day of penitence and fasting, and services that day include a significant penitential element. 

Lent is a time, I like to think of it as ‘a God-given time’, to take stock of where we are with God. Originally, Lent was the season of intense preparation for candidates for baptism at Easter. It has retained something of this as it is still seen as a time of growth in the faith and, therefore, in renewed commitment. It is good to make a realistic assessment of where we stand with God and to acknowledge our faults and failings. But it is not all doom and gloom. Remember the story of the prodigal son. Once he comes to his senses and realises his mistakes, he returns to his father and his family home. It is the compassion of the father not the son’s change of heart that is at the heart of the Gospel.

So I encourage you to use the days of Lent to take stock, to be honest with yourself and with God, and to be aware of the needs of others, especially those less fortunate than you are.

Longbridge Deverill Post Office Downgrading
This is an update on the situation and a reminder of the 31st January deadline of the consultation period. The Upper Deverills and Sutton Veny Parish Councils have written to object to the closure. Warminster Town and West Wiltshire District Councils are also objecting formally. At the invitation of Warminster's Mayor, the Chairman and Clerk of the Longbridge Deverill and Crockerton Parish Council met with the London representatives of the Post Office on 9th January and had a useful discussion. The Post Office representatives were unaware, particularly, of the access problems and of the closure of Purely Organics. The Chairman was assured that a Post Office presence would be maintained in Longbridge Deverill; the exact form of it now obviously required rethinking and the Post Office will be doing that. Formally, this is where the situation rests as at mid January. Change will definitely happen; we will always (until the next review!?) have a Post Office in Longbridge of some sort; all else is speculation until the Post Office comes back with a new ‘proposal'. The 31st January deadline will be very close by the time you read this. Parish Guide - Where have you been?

The Sloop Inn, Bantham, Devon

This month’s ‘Where have you been?’ is another place in Devon. It is recommended by Mike and Barbara Beilby and their Labrador, Benson, from Kingston Deverill. The Sloop Inn at Bantham is a 14th century inn located in the South Hams on the south Devon coast with views of Burgh Island. The journey time from the Deverills is approximately two hours. They have stayed at the inn on more than one occasion but last visited it just after Christmas 2007. They   recommend it because of its location – marvellous walks, only 5 minutes from the beach, 15 minutes from the coastal path. A quiet, lovely spot where dogs are welcome at no extra charge, as far as they are aware. Also in February and March the Sloop is offering a special deal. You can stay there for only £15 per person per night, provided you eat your evening meal in the inn. I suggest that you check out the website (www.sloopatbantham.co.uk) for more details. The only bugbear they have identified is that parking can be a bit limited at times. They also stress that this is a local pub and is used as such, it is not a hotel. We have had a fairly dismal Christmas and are thinking of booking two or three nights there in March so that the two of us and the dog can give ourselves a boost after our various afflictions.

The Fouling of Land by Dogs Order 2007

Allowing your dog to foul is not an offence. Not clearing up after your dog is an offence. Please note that if your dog fouls on any road, footpath or land open to the public and you fail to remove it forthwith, you are liable to a fine of up to £1,000.
The Rainfall in this Parish in 2007
The rainfall totals for 2007 provide an interesting difference between the West to the East end of the Parish.
Manor Farm, Kingston Deverill recorded 47.55 inches of rain.

Manor Farm, Longbridge Deverill recorded 37.95 inches of rain.
I have collected the rainfall figures from a total of 5 different weather watching enthusiasts within or adjacent to the parish. The result shows an average 40.41 inches of rain fell during 2007. This is about 2 inches more than the long running annual    average. The past year has proved to be the wettest year since 2002.
If anyone else in the parish wishes to submit rainfall figures to me, I will be most grateful. Remember to try and read your rain gauge at the same time every day, site the gauge away from buildings and trees. Above all, chose your site where children or others cannot tamper with the gauge.
At the moment, I am told that the Wessex Water reservoirs are full and   hopefully the rain is soaking through the ground to recharge the aquifers. It is interesting to see water flow starting before Christmas in the winterbourne known as ‘The Cut’ at Chitterne, also the river Till at Shrewton has started to flow earlier than for many years.
It is worth keeping a watchful eye on the river Wylye as it flows through our Parish. The extraction of water from the aquifer at the Brixton Deverill Pumping   Station makes great demands on our water, and reduces the level of water in the river. At the time of writing, 12th January, although the river appears to be flowing quite well, it is much lower than it used to be when compared to a few years ago after similar quantities of rain. The demand on our water becomes greater each year, to provide for the ever growing towns such as Gillingham and others further west.

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Nature Notes

The wind and the rain woke me early this morning. We seem to be having more than our fair share of such weather. I thought the saying was “February fill dyke” not January! The weather has a tremendous affect on wildlife, stating the obvious perhaps but it’s true. For example a day of heavy rain and high winds can make it impossible for a kestrel to hunt. A night of similar weather is disastrous for barn owls whose feathers are adapted for silent flight and are not waterproof.

Last Saturday (12th January) was a beautiful day and came after an awful wet Friday. We drove up to London to visit my brother and his partner, and the wildlife was certainly making the most of the sunshine. We lost count of the number of kestrels that we saw hunting and buzzards either sitting watching the world or soaring on the thermals. Just before joining the M3, the field on the right was covered in rabbits; usually they’re out grazing en masse, early morning or late evening. I can only assume that after the previous days rain, the burrows were rather waterlogged and they were catching up on lost eating time.

Driving back later that evening it began to rain, again! I was therefore surprised to see a barn owl hunting ‘on the top’ between Chitterne and Knook. We did see a couple of mice rush across the road along here so perhaps the mouse population was particularly active and too attractive to worry about a bit of precipitation. Just as we dropped down the bends towards Knook, a hare ran across a way in front of us and stopped on the opposite side of the road dazzled in the headlights. We made sure that it jumped up into the bank to safety as there was a car approaching. It is always worth remembering that quite a bit of wildlife can be active under darkness, and to keep your eyes open for any movement in the banks. I often drive in the middle of the road, when conditions allow, in order to give myself more chance of avoiding any animal that should try to cross.

With wildlife you never know what you will see when you leave the confines of your house. We took some papers to the Save the Children Fund paper bank last week and had an unexpected super close-up view of a kingfisher hunting by the watercress beds. I do hope that it is careful with the A350.

The Big Garden Bird Watch, organised by the RSPB, takes place on the 26/27th January; if you should receive your magazine by then, you could take part. All you have to do is to record the species of birds visiting your garden and the highest number of each type you see altogether at one time. You just need to record the birds for an hour over the week-end. There are more details on the RSPB website and nearer the time there will be reports on the week-end event on the television and in the papers. Happy bird watching.

PS I still collect used stamps for the Wiltshire Wildlife Trust. They can be left at Longbridge Post Office with Dilys, or popped through our letterbox here at Broomclose Farm. Thank you.
