Broadband Working Party

[image: image20.wmf]There are some unsatisfactory issues concerning the broadband service for the Upper Deverills. The Parish Council Broadband Working Party mentioned previously in this magazine, has now met and formulated a plan of action and they would greatly value your cooperation in this matter. The aim of the Working Party is to seek to improve broadband in our area. To do this we must first establish the scope and size of the problem hence a questionnaire is being designed to help achieve this. This will arrive at your home with this Parish News. Please complete and return it within 10 days whether or not you presently have broadband. Once we have analysed the survey responses we shall publish a summary of the findings in the Parish News and also on the Deverills & Crockerton web site www.deverills.org.uk.

Meanwhile, for those of you using broadband you can check the speed BT forecast you should receive versus your actual download/upload speed. To see BT’s forecast type www.tinyurl.com/deverills into your browser and then type your telephone number into the box. You will receive an immediate forecast of the maximum speed for that line. Do not enter your post code as this appears less accurate. This is also a helpful test if you do not have broadband and are considering it. To see the speed you actually receive, type www.tinyurl.com/deverills-test into your browser. This takes you to an ‘independent’ website   ThinkBroadband.com. Highlight the start button and wait. To see the results you need to confirm that your ISP is the one predicted by highlighting the blue bar at the bottom saying, “I live in the UK and my ISP is selected above”. You do not need to complete the details on post code and phone number unless you wish to register. Registration does give access to useful information on how factors like distance, time of day and the state of wiring in your house affects broadband. To obtain a representative actual speed it is best to do this test several times on different days and times and calculate an average. Please make a note of the BT forecast speed and your actual speed results, as you will need these to complete our questionnaire. We look forward to receiving them.

Change of Use Permission for Agricultural Land
Have you purchased agricultural land in recent years and intend to or have incorporated it into your garden? If so, you may not be aware you need to apply for planning permission for change of use. Any agricultural land incorporated into a domestic garden and used, for example, for growing vegetables, flowers, shrubs, trees, etc, requires a change of use application; but if that land is used perhaps as a pony paddock or keeping a couple of sheep then it would be regarded as agricultural and no change of use application would be required. All enquiries and applications should be made to the Planning Department at West Wiltshire District Council.

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Traffic Issue Update

White Lines – Monkton Deverill

Residents in Monkton Deverill have expressed concern over the number of ‘near misses’ that have occurred at the bend in the centre of the village, and as a result have requested that hazard centre white lines be placed on the bend. By the time you read this newsletter the lines should be in place.

Proposed Weight Restriction

[image: image22.wmf]You may be aware that Wiltshire County Council (WCC) has adopted a Freight Route Network Scheme to inform Heavy Goods Vehicle (HGV) drivers of the most appropriate routes to use in Wiltshire. The network is still being developed and an assessment tool called Large Vehicles in Rural Areas (LVIRA) is being used to progress the plan. The plan affects the residents of both the Upper Deverills and Longbridge and Crockerton Parishes because it proposes that a 7.5t weight restriction is placed on the B3095 (Longbridge Deverill to Mere road), the Longbridge Deverill to Maiden Bradley road, the Kingston Deverill to Maiden Bradley road and the Hindon Road which leads from Monkton Deverill to the A350.

WCC will be sending out details of the proposed Freight Route Network Scheme for comment at the beginning of February. The plan will be published in local papers, placed on notices on affected routes and sent to Parish Councils. It is important that if you have a view you write to WCC directly (contact details will be given on the plan), or conversely you can pass your views onto your local Parish Councillors. WCC has given interested parties 21 days in which to     comment on the scheme.

This is an important issue because if the scheme is approved there is likely to be a reduction in the number of HGVs using the above roads, particularly the B3095. On the other hand there may be some who believe that HGV drivers should have the flexibility to choose which routes they wish. Indeed there is a very powerful freight lobby who will undoubtedly be robustly opposing the   imposition of any weight restrictions.

Closure of the A303 for Repair

The Highways Agency (HA) has now decided to delay the closure of the A303 because of the number of adverse comments it received concerning its closure plan. Nevertheless, the Upper Deverills Parish Council (UDPC) will be writing to the HA expressing their concern that when the A303 is closed/restricted for repair, the B3095 (and potentially the Hindon Road) will be used as unofficial diversion routes. This is because they are by far the shortest routes around the Chaddenwick Hill to Willoughby Hedge repair section. In addition, the HA’s original closure plan only offered a temporary 7.5t weight limit for the B3095 as ‘protection’ against overuse as a unofficial diversion route. The UDPC believe that this is not enough and are strongly recommending to the HA that instead they consider a series of graduated protection measures for the B3095, that would be triggered depending on the size of traffic flow through the valley.

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Rainfall 2008

The rainfall records for the catchment area around the parish reveals that the annual amount for 2008, taken from five different sites, averaged 42.58 inches. This is 2 inches more than last year and the wettest year since 2002. The usual difference between the west of the parish and the east is slightly more this year:

Kingston recorded 48.57 inches Longbridge recorded 39.31 inches

The wettest months were January and July, both of these months yielded over 5 inches of rain. The driest months were February, June and, would you believe it for some at the east end of the parish, December.

On 13th December in the north west corner of the parish one of our weather watches recorded 2.2 inches in 2 hours. At the same time in Longbridge we measured 1.3 inches. This very heavy rain obviously provided the cause of the flooding, which started at Kingston, where a number of houses were flooded at about 10.00 am. The flood continued down the valley to cause serous flooding in Brixton, and finally quite a scare in Hill and Longbridge Deverills at about 5.00 pm.  Prior to 13th December there had been a period of hard frost. The torrential rain falling on frozen ground created conditions for a faster run off than usual. However, we have endured heavier rain in the past without flooding occurring, we should treat this as a warning. This flooding should be a reminder to our two Parish Councils, the Environment Agency, and Wiltshire Council, which replaces West Wiltshire District Council on 1st April this year, to keep an eye on the state of the River Wylye within the parish, including the hatches and riverbanks.

Book Review - In Search of Fatima by Ghada Karmi

Anyone who wants to know more about the Palestinians and how the present situation affects them should read this book, it affected me greatly. It tells of the author’s early life in Palestine Jerusalem with her family; as she grows up great changes take place altering her life and that of her family. Eventually, the family come together again in London. She goes to a primary school and becomes fully integrated and feels English. The rest of the family find it hard to adapt. As an adult she trains to be a doctor, it is only then she finds people do not see her as English. She determines to return to her homeland and I suspect she may be working as a doctor in Gaza now. If the conflict there disturbs you this may help you understand one side of the story.

This Christmas I was given a book by a Palestinian lawyer named Raja Shehaden called ‘Palestinian Walks - Notes on a Vanishing Landscape’. It is perhaps a little hard to imagine hundreds of small houses being built on the hills above Brixton Deverill with no means of stopping their erection, but I picture this as I read the book and remember the wild scenery in the Holy Land and what is happening there. I am glad we visited it 15 years ago, but even then it was obvious who had the best land.

The White Lion Inn, Bourton, Dorset (01747 840866) www.whitelionbourton.co.uk

We heard that the White Lion had been revamped some time ago and had thought about giving it a try for a while. We have passed by on our way to Wincanton many times but never had the time to call in. However on Friday, 9th January we went to Wincanton mid-morning and decided to call at the White Lion for lunch on the way back. We are so glad that we did!

It was a cold January day but the pub was lovely and warm inside with fires or wood burning stoves blazing in the three main rooms. The owners have managed to revitalise the decor without destroying the feeling of it being a village pub or losing any of its charm. In fact they have added to it by painting the walls in the sort of colours you get in a heritage range of paint, such as a light sage green, which shows off the architecture and also by displaying old artefacts on shelves and ledges.

The menu changes daily, although some dishes will remain constant, like the absolutely delicious steak and kidney pie – made to the same recipe as that used by previous owners. And that typifies the very sensible approach the current owners seem to have taken; they have kept what is good and changed what needed to be changed. The main meals are reasonably priced, for example: beer battered haddock and chips with winter leaf £8.95; Gloucester Old Spot sausages with chive mash and red onion marmalade £8.95; steak and kidney pie, peas and chips £9.95. There are also more adventurous dishes such as sea bass with white wine, vanilla and garlic cream and crushed basil potatoes for £10.50. The dessert menu is excellent - my husband told me that the chocolate fondant pudding, cooked to order, was so delicious he could have licked the plate (not on my watch he couldn’t!). A reasonably priced children’s menu is also available. 

Dogs are allowed in the bar. The best seats for daytime eating are probably in the bay window of the small dining room on the left as you enter the pub but all the rooms are pleasant. At the rear is a rather lovely mature garden which must be delightful for summer dining. The staff are knowledgeable and good humoured and very obliging about making small adjustments to dishes to cater for dietary requirements. My view is that the White Lion is a little gem. Give it a try. 

If you have chocolate fanatic for a partner, their Valentine’s Night menu has a strong chocolate theme at £28.50 for three courses plus coffee and truffles. It would be worth booking.

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Nature Notes 

As the temperatures dropped so the food consumption went up and up! I don’t think I can ever remember when the bird feeders have been so busy. I put out extra fat balls and suet as well as mealworms and soaked currants and tried to keep some fresh water available for them. Some days this froze so quickly that it became an impossible task. One day, when we had the hoar frost, I saw a chaffinch ‘drinking’ the frost. It certainly looked very pretty but I do hope we don’t get temperatures quite that low again this winter, although I know it is still possible as we have the rest of January and all of February to get through yet. The birds always amaze me how they can cope with such extreme cold. I realise that eating more will help to maintain their body temperature and that they trap air in between the feathers for insulation which is like us wearing several layers of clothes. They need to bathe to keep their feathers in tip top condition for insulation which is why I was so keen to provide fresh water for them. I often saw a bird having a bath during that very cold snap, made me shiver just to watch them! Some birds will huddle together to keep warm. Wrens in particular do this and I saw lots of wrens going into the house martin nests along the front of the house at dusk. There must have been 20 or so, they were coming from all directions of the garden and that was only the ones I saw, I didn’t hang about too long to watch in the cold! I hadn’t realised how many wrens we had about; mind you, I have no idea how far some of them were travelling. It could very well have been that word had got around and wrens from the hedgerows and fields were joining our local garden population.

Today we finally got around to cleaning out the bird boxes dotted about the garden and buildings. Out of the 15 we cleaned only 4 were used last year. I think that reflects the weather we had! One nest still had some eggs in it; I think the parents probably abandoned the nest due to the awful weather. One box we had to discard as it was rotten and past repairing and another had been attacked badly around the entrance hole probably by a woodpecker. Most of the boxes we have got are equipped with metal nest box plates that screw directly over the hole to prevent squirrels, woodpeckers and other predators from enlarging the hole and getting to the young birds inside. Obviously we had missed this one but we managed to salvage the metal nest box plate from the discarded box and put it around the attacked hole so we still had one good safe box out of the two. So next year we will only have 14 boxes to clean! It’s not too late to put up boxes if you want to. In fact National Nest Box week is normally the second week in February.

Spring is just around the corner. The bulbs are poking through and I have heard robins, blackbirds and song thrushes singing in the mornings. It won’t be long before others join them. I have also spotted more hares, 3 the other evening, the most I have seen for ages. Their numbers will increase in the next few months and soon we will be watching them boxing again.
