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Fairtrade Everyday Cookbook

This recipe is in the Cookbook, published by Dorling Kindersley, available in bookshops rrp £16.99.  More than 100 mouthwatering dishes using Fairtrade ingredients, contributions by supporters, producers and celebrities.

Hot dark chocolate fondant - Serves 4

Preparation time: 5 minutes.  Cooking time: 12 minutes 

Ingredients

125g (4½ oz) butter, diced plus extra for greasing 

150g (5½ oz) Fairtrade caster sugar, plus extra for coating the ramekins   

125g (4½ oz) Fairtrade dark chocolate, chopped; 3 large eggs ; 35g (1¼ oz) plain flour

Method

Preheat the oven to 200°C/400°F/Gas Mark 6 

Lightly butter four 100ml ramekins or other ovenproof dishes to a maximum size of 150ml (5fl oz) each, and coat the insides of each with 1 tsp caster sugar.  Place the    butter and chocolate in a bowl and set it over a pan of barely simmering water.  Melt gently and set aside.  Beat the remaining caster sugar and eggs together, then mix in the flour.  Fold the chocolate into the egg mixture and pour into the ramekins.  Bake in the oven for 10-12 minutes until risen.  Serve immediately.

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Traffic Update - Closure of the A303 
For those of you who are not aware the Highways Agency (HA) will be closing the A303 from 9th February for about 12 weeks (May).  They are closing a 6km section in both directions between Mere and Willoughby Hedge in order to conduct essential repairs to the road surface, drains and crash barriers.  The HA will put in place east and westbound diversion routes during the closure which are as follows:

Eastbound – Off at the Podimore round about then along the A37 to Shepton Mallet, A361 to Frome, then A36 and back onto the A303 at Wylye.

Westbound – Off at the A303/A350 junction then south to Shaftesbury, then B3081, via Gillingham, back onto the A303.

As you can see the diversions, particularly eastbound, add considerable mileage and are likely to encourage drivers to find alternative short cuts.  Unfortunately one of the shortest routes around the closed section of the A303 is the B3095 to A350 (at Longbridge) back to A303, or conversely the B3095 to Monkton, then the Hindon Road onto the A350 and back to the A303.  Both these routes can be used in either direction to avoid the closure.

The HA are going to considerable lengths to clearly mark the diversion routes and are giving drivers plenty of early warning; for example eastbound traffic is  being warned as far back as Exeter.   In addition the HA are imposing a temporary 7.5t weight restriction on the B3095 during the closure.  All this will undoubtedly help to discourage drivers from using the B3095 and associated routes.  However, for those drivers using satnav the B3095 etc represent attractive alternatives to the official diversions.  In view of this the UDPC Traffic Advisory Group (TAG) has approached InterRoute, the company commissioned by the HA to conduct the work on the A303, to determine whether they can introduce further restrictions should the traffic flow on the A350, B3095 or Hindon Road increase dramatically during the closure of the A303.  The TAG has suggested that they consider erecting ‘Road Closed, Access Only’ signs at both ends of the A3095 and at the Hindon Road/A350 junction.  Ideally signs warning drivers of these additional restrictions would have to be erected at the beginning of the official HA diversion routes.  Another possible measure might be to physically close roads, however this should be considered as a last resort.

The closure of the A303 and the associated impact this will have on increased traffic flow through the Deverill Valley and on the A350 should not be under estimated (for the B3095 a worst case scenario would see a tenfold increase in  traffic).  In light of this there was a proposal to hold a public meeting to which InterRoute would be invited to address our concerns.  However, as a result of the recent public consultation exercise conducted by InterRoute, and the large number of adverse comments they received concerning their plan, InterRoute are now reviewing the programme of work in order to try and further reduce the inconvenience to road users and the general public.  Once details of their revised plan are known we will be in a position to determine whether there is still merit in calling a public meeting, to which InterRoute would be invited. 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Crockerton Christmas Carol Procession
Villagers and children of Crockerton School gathered in Broadmead Lane, Crockerton on Tuesday evening, 9th December, for their annual Christmas Carol Procession.  They proceeded down Clay Street carrying lanterns and singing carols.  The Police Community Support Officer, Ian Owen, very kindly attended at the front of the procession in his police vehicle to slow the traffic down.  The procession came to a stop at the Bath Arms pub.  More carols were sung and the Christmas tree was blessed by the Rev Norma Payne after which the lights were switched on by Dean Carr, the landlord of the Bath Arms.  The children then decorated the tree with hand made decorations and bird food.  Refreshments of mince pies, squash and mulled wine were kindly provided by Dean, at the pub.

Then there were two presentations of cheques each for £825 to ‘The Friends of Crockerton School’ and to the ‘Crockerton Village Committee’.  This money was raised from the Duck Race held in September, organised by Nikki Spreadbury-Clews, manager of Barclays Bank Warminster & Westbury and a member of the Crockerton village committee.  The event raised £825, which was matched £ for £ by Barclays Community investment programme and then divided equally between the two community organisations.  Julia Husband, Community Manager for Barclays said, “At Barclays we strive to strengthen local communities in which we live and work by supporting a range of causes from local schools to centres for older people.  This is a fantastic example of Barclays staff fundraising with the local community to achieve something which we hope will make a real and lasting difference”. On a Saturday in December we had arranged to go with friends to an art exhibition at High Ham in Somerset stopping first for lunch at the Red Lion at Babcary, which had been recommended to us and our friends by two different sets of Deverill Valley residents.  When we arrived at The Red Lion, a very picturesque village pub, we received a warm welcome from a very idiosyncratic but charming bar man.  We debated where to sit; he said ‘Sit there’, so we did.  We discussed the size of glasses of wine; he said ‘You can have big or small’ which simplified things! The pub has a cosy bar area and a fairly large dining area which seemed popular with families – though obviously there was a ‘time of year/end of term’ effect.  They were doing a pretty brisk trade, unsurprisingly as the food was very good and reasonably priced (ham, 2 eggs and chips cost £7.95).  They also had a good selection of wines and beers.  If you are in the area it is definitely worth a visit requiring only a short diversion from the A303 or the A37.  
The art exhibition was of work by local artists (mainly work by James, Kate and Alice Lynch).  It was well worth a visit, not least for Kate’s sheep pictures and James’ landscapes which included scenes from the Deverill valley.  All in all, a good time was had on a rather wet and wintry day.

RSPB Big Garden Birdwatch

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Nature Notes 

The cold weather that we are having is bringing in a lovely array of birds to the garden.  This morning I was delighted to see a cluster of long tailed tits on the peanut feeder.  There were five of them altogether, such pretty little birds.  Later on in the morning I saw a male brambling, one of ‘our’ winter visitors.  We’ve seen one on several occasions in the past three to four weeks.  Then later still I saw a lovely songthrush trying to have a bath in the water but being chased away by a male blackbird.  This evening I observed the unmistakable silhouette of a treecreeper feeding on the bark of the sycamore tree opposite our kitchen window.  I have been told of several sightings of blackcaps in the parish.  Blackcaps were once just summer visitors to our shores but nowadays more and more of them seem to be staying to over winter with us.  We have definitely got a pair of nuthatches in the garden.  They are busy storing peanuts and sunflower hearts in crevices and with their powerful bill dominate the feeders.

Fieldfare and redwing numbers have picked up considerably since writing last month.  The cold nights have often been followed by beautiful sunny crisp clear days and in such light the red just below the wing edge of the redwing stands out so vividly, as does the grey head of the fieldfare.  On one such day recently, walking up the lane on the farm, I heard and then saw bullfinches, two males and a female.  Their colours stood out so boldly in the bright sunlight that if you had taken a photograph you would have thought that it was enhanced.  The brilliant salmon pink breast of the male with his black head was just stunning.  Yesterday I saw a good number of lapwings feeding on fields over at Norton Bavant.  It was nice to see as lapwing numbers have taken a tumble in recent years.  We have seen some feeding on recently ploughed ground up at Lower Barn Farm together with buzzards and grey herons.  Last evening at dusk I saw a skein of geese, about a dozen flying up the road probably going to these same fields to roost.

Moles have been busy in our garden as they seem to have been everywhere.  As you walk across the lawn you can feel where their runs are, just under the surface, by the softness of the ground.  The wet weather that we have been having makes burrowing much easier for them.  If we were to get hard frosts that extend into the day their activity would be drastically reduced.  I have heard foxes calling at night recently.  The vixen makes a very eerie screaming cry, often heard in horror movies, whilst the dog fox utters several barks in a row at a much lower frequency.  Foxes mate early in the year and their calls will be heard for the next month or so while they pair up together.  Tawny owls will be calling to one another and pairing up as they too breed early in the year.

Happy New Year to you all, and remember the Big Garden Birdwatch run by the RSPB at the end of January.  Keep feeding the birds and provide clean water daily to avoid the risk of disease.  Water is not only for drinking but bathing to keep feathers clean and in tip top condition for important insulation against the cold.
