A New Year, a new page

Salisbury Women’s Refuge Profile

Beckingsale House is a large red brick Victorian house on three floors, with an extension that was added in 1990 and a large conservatory built in 1998.  The refuge was opened in 1984.  It offers space for up to 11 families.  Each bedroom is well decorated, has gas central heating, a wash basin and television.  Bed linen and towels are provided.  There are bathrooms and separate WCs on each floor, including the extension.  The large lounge and conservatory are comfortably furnished and overlook the extensive garden, which has a substantial play area for children.  The children also have a well equipped playroom.  We have a large kitchen in the main house with a smaller one in the extension; both have ovens, microwaves, fridge/freezers.  The laundry room has washing machines and tumble driers and airing space.

As a Refuge, Beckingsale House remains unique.  It offers a safe haven that is permanently staffed twenty four hours a day, three hundred and sixty five days a year.  Residents who arrive with no food or inadequate clothing are immediately supplied with items from our extensive food and clothing stores, all of which have been kindly donated.  
Residents are responsible for looking after their children, preparing and buying their food, except when they first arrive, and taking a share of cleaning communal spaces, as well as their own rooms.

The residents can use the services of a designated local solicitor and local medical practice.  The children are welcomed into local schools, even on a short term basis.  We do not accept male children once they reach fourteen.  Each resident is included in a Needs Assessment Plan with the aim of helping her to resume independent living with confidence.  The Refuge is very keen on promoting further learning and development and has links to Salisbury College and Learn Direct.

As a refuge we are always looking for support from the community.  If you would like to help us, we always need new night wear and underwear for mothers and children, as well as toiletries.  Barbara Beilby 844995 will be very happy to arrange collection of donated items which she will deliver to the Refuge.

Florentines - makes 18 - from Rosie Brown

Pre heat the oven to 180C (350F)

2 oz (50g) blanched almonds

2 oz (50g) candied orange peel or mixed peel
1 oz (25g) sultanas

1½ oz (40g) glacè cherries


1½ oz (40g) butter

½ oz (15g) candied angelica


1 level tablespoon sieved plain flour 

2 oz (50g) caster sugar



1 teaspoon lemon juice

1 tablespoon double cream


Non-stick baking paper

6 oz (175g) plain desert chocolate

Method

1. Line 3 or 4 baking sheets with non-stick paper.

2. Dice the orange peel or mixed peel finely, cut the almonds into narrow slivers.

3. Halve and finely slice the cherries.

4. Chop the sultanas and angelica.

5. Mix all these ingredients in a bowl.

6. Melt butter in pan over low heat, beat in flour, cream, lemon juice, stir in nuts, fruit.

7. Place rounded teaspoons of mixture 2 inches (50mm) apart on lined baking sheets.

8. Place in centre of pre-heated oven for 10-15 minutes until golden brown.

9. Leave on baking paper until cold, carefully peel away, place upside down on wrack.

10. Break chocolate into small pieces and melt in bowl over hot water.

11. Spread thin layer of chocolate on smooth side of biscuit with small palette knife.

12. When half set drag fork across the chocolate in a zig-zag pattern.

Leave to cool and set completely.

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Fairtrade Mark

In 1994, the first products bearing the Fairtrade mark hit the shelves in the UK, Green & Black’s Maya Gold chocolate, Cafédirect medium roast coffee and three varieties of Clipper tea.  Thanks to its supporters, the Fairtrade movement has gone from strength to strength; today shoppers can choose from more than 4,500 Fairtrade certified products.  Here are 15 facts about Fairtrade:

1. Celebrations: The Fairtade mark is 15 years old.

2. Off the shelf: The first three Fairtrade products appeared on shop shelves in 1994 - now more than 4,500 products have been licensed to carry the Fairtrade mark, including sugar, grapes, mangoes, avocados, dried fruit, cakes, jams, rice, herbs & spices, wines, beers, ice-cream, flowers, sports balls, clothing, homeware, Palestinian olive oil and cosmetics.

3. Spending the premium: The Fairtrade premium, which is an additional sum for community development, is used by farmers’ groups for many projects, eg.   building schools and medical clinics, providing clean drinking water, piloting organic conversion schemes to help farmers work for the future.

4. Recognition: A massive 72% of the UK public now recognize the Fairtrade mark (TNS September 2009).

5. Fairer future: More than 7 million people in Africa, Asia and Latin America benefit from Fairtrade - farmers, farm workers, and their families.

6. Good business: Growers at the heart of the Cafédirect business have shares in the company, and sit on the Board and are part of the decision-making process.

7. Do the maths: If 15 people recruit 15 friends and relatives to the Fairtrade movement this month, then they each recruited 15 people, then they each recruited 15 people, that would make 50,625 new Fairtrade supporters.

8. Tea: The first tea products carrying the Fairtrade mark were Clipper Sri Lanka Golden, Clipper Nilgiri Blue Mountain and Clipper Earl Grey Nilgiri.

9. Top towns: The first Fairtrade town was Garstang in 2000.  Now there are more than 450 towns.  There are 100 Fairtrade Universities, 3,000 schools, 5,000 Fairtrade Churches, 40 Fairtrade Synagogues and one Mosque.

10. Global appeal: In 1994, the first Fairtrade certified products came from Belize, India, Costa Rica, now Fairtrade products come from 58 developing countries.

11. Chocoholic: One of the first Fairtrade certified producers, cocoa farmer Justino Peck, from Toledo Cacao Growers Association, a farmers’ cooperative in southern Belize, still sells his Fairtrade cocoa to Green & Black’s.  
12. Going bananas: Since launching in 2000, Fairtrade bananas now account for 1 in 4 bananas sold in the UK.

13. Family matters: Consumers are spending more on Fairtrade with the average increasing by 5.5% this year.  Sales of Fairtrade are also increasing reaching an estimated £700m in 2008, a 43% increase on the previous year.  
14. Looking ahead: Fairtrade Fortnight 2010 will be held from 22nd February – 7th March, and is expected to be the biggest celebration of Fairtrade so far.
15. Fantastic fabric: Since the introduction of Fairtrade certified cotton in 2005,   annual sales have risen from a humble 200,000 to 7.79 million in 2008.

Link Scheme celebrating 30 years

It was formed to serve communities in Wiltshire in 1979 when Dr John McQuitty, a GP from Box, recognised the need for a volunteer based good neighbour service in his area.  From identifying this need for a ‘holistic’ approach to caring and supporting those most vulnerable in his community, the blueprint for all Link Schemes in Wiltshire was created.  We celebrate the 30th Anniversary of Box, Colerne and Rudloe Link Scheme.  Without the scheme those in need within communities would be made more vulnerable, isolated and excluded from things the rest of us take for granted.  The scheme’s volunteers are its greatest natural resource.  1,500 volunteers enjoy volunteering for Link, helping people to get to vital services such as doctors and dentist appointments, taking them shopping, visiting an old friend, or simply providing good neighbour care.  These essential and valuable schemes also offer free and confidential assistance with other tasks that often allow people to continue living an independent lifestyle adding to their quality of life.  The Scheme aims to complement the provision of other services, statutory or voluntary.  This all helps the clients and volunteers to remain connected to their communities.  Today, with a coverage of 98% of all rural Wiltshire, the Link Schemes help about 900 people a week and travel almost 16,000 miles a week.  Each Link Scheme is run by a group of local volunteers managed by a local Link Co-ordinator.  Users wishing to use the scheme call their local co-ordinator who will then arrange for a volunteer to carry out the task.  The Link Scheme Project, based at Community First, provides support and advice to communities wishing to set up a local volunteer Link Scheme, then ongoing support and training for established schemes.  There are 43 Link Schemes established in Wiltshire & Swindon giving Good Neighbour support for those in need in rural communities. Neighbourhood Watch

Immobilise is a free online possession and asset ownership registration service which can be used by the general public.  You can register at www.immobilise.com; it will take no more than 5 minutes to set up your account.  You can register as many items as you wish, free of charge.  Items are registered by make, model and serial number and in the case of mobile phones, the IMEI number which is obtainable by keying in *#06# on the phone keypad.  In the event of loss, theft or disaster all the information relating to possessions is available by logging onto the site, a printable certificate can be obtained to assist insurance claims.  This is hugely valuable to   assist in reporting information accurately to police and insurance companies.  It is easy to add, delete or edit property entries, photographs can also be included.  If your registered property is recovered, either the police or immobilise will contact you.

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Nature Notes

Just after I had written the article for last month, when I went for my walk in the morning, I found that a limb of one of our old beech trees had come down.  As I approached I realized that it was the limb where we have a bee colony.  I went a little closer and could see that the colony was quite exposed with comb visible and that the bees were very agitated.  We asked a bee keeper friend of ours to take a look to see what could be done to help the situation.  He came later that morning and his  advice was to leave the colony in situ for now, maybe rescue them in the spring, but he could see that they had plenty of food and the only concern was to protect them from the weather, particularly the wet.  So he managed to cover the limb where the colony is with polythene tied down tightly with bailer twine.  By the following  morning the bees had settled quite nicely and were finding the new way in and out which had been left for them.  I check them regularly, and about 10 days later, after a very wild and windy night, I found a second larger limb of the same tree had come down grazing the first limb where the bee colony sits.  Luckily the colony hadn’t been disturbed and as I write this they still seem to be all right.  They are deep in the trunk huddling to keep warm with plenty of food to see them through the winter.

Colder weather is forecast for the end of this week and this will surely increase the consumption of bird food; just as well I have ordered more.  The next few months are the most difficult for the birds as the autumn harvest that nature provides is used up and the warmth of spring is still a way off.  The hours of daylight are so short as well which compounds the difficulty in finding food.  January and February are often the busiest months at the bird feeders and you can get really good close-up views of the increased species visiting and in greater       numbers, especially if you provide a variety of food.  Already we are getting coal tits back on our feeders, and long-tailed tits have found the peanuts and fat balls.  The numbers of goldfinches visiting continues to rise, with a dozen at a time the norm.  Out in the fields the flocks of fieldfares and redwings are growing in size and are often accompanied by starlings.  Bramblings and maybe even waxwings may visit our shores over the next few months, so it is worth taking a second look at the flock of chaffinches just in case there are some bramblings in amongst them.  Check the birds feeding on the berries in the supermarket car park as they could be waxwings.

Most days when I go for a walk up the track round the back of the farm I see deer in the field of stubble turnips.  Sometimes it is only ‘the family of three’, other days I count six or seven.  When I was returning down the track from my walk one day  recently something brown shot out from the stubble turnips some distance in front of me, I was expecting it to be a deer.  But no, it was a fox, and judging by its behaviour a youngster, as when it saw me it stopped, held its tail in the air and ‘danced’ off across the field, just like a puppy playing, through the sheep, who were not a bit bothered, and disappeared into the lane.  I have not seen a fox in broad daylight for some time, although I have been hearing the vixen calling at night recently, a sound that will be often heard over the next month or so as she seeks a mate.
