Looking further ahead, I ask that you pray for those who will be confirmed in February at the Deanery Confirmation Service, and that you talk to me about what you would find helpful during Lent in preparation for Easter (which comes very early this year!)

Finally, I thank you for cards and good wishes received.  May I wish you all a very happy and peaceful New Year.

Post Office Closures (Network Change Programme)
On 11th December the PO announced that sometime after March 2008 they will be closing the post office in the Longbridge Deverill Petrol Station and opening a smaller facility (an Outreach Partner) at Purely Organic along the A350.   The nearest fully functional Post Office will be in Martins, Three Horseshoes Mall in Warminster.  Details are at www.postoffice.co.uk; we are in the West Berkshire and Wiltshire Area.   The ‘consultation’ period regarding ‘access’ matters ends on 31st January 2008; we are invited to send views and comments.  The Purely Organics site could be viewed as accessible only by car because there is no pavement connection alongside the very busy A350 between the bridge and the turn-in to the shop and no pedestrian crossing.   Also shops can change ownership and priorities over time.   The importance of retaining an accessible facility in the centre of the village could also be stressed.  I am sure there are other views and considerations.   The Parish Council is also considering what action to take. 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Obituary to Reverend Martin Spinney 

Martin Spinney was born in Hampshire, the youngest of three children.  He studied law before becoming ordained.  He came to be Rector of Brixton and Kingston Deverill in 1954 and stayed for 28 years.  He was very active in pastoral care, riding around the villages on his bicycle to make home calls.  Our first memories of him go back to 1955, we were then living at Lower Pertwood, when he baptised our eldest daughter at Brixton Deverill.  
When the Parish was amalgamated with Longbridge, Hill Deverill and Crockerton in 1971 he moved from the rectory at Brixton to the newly build vicarage in Longbridge.  He was instrumental in uniting these parishes by insisting that there would only be one main service each Sunday, alternating between the three churches.  This meant that we had to travel to church and resulted in much more integration and co-operation between the villages.  Sadly during this time two churches had to be closed.

He was a very erudite man, his sermons were sometimes difficult to follow but at other times you felt he had really summed up your character and he was preaching directly at you - you sat in your seat feeling very uncomfortable!  Occasionally we enjoyed a really good argument.  After retirement he was kept busy during various inter-regnums and much enjoyed visiting these other churches.  He was a great family man and had much pleasure in his grand-      children and great grandchildren.  It was a privilege to have known him.

Relief and Care Service

This service is based in the Warminster and Westbury area supporting people with memory problems.  It offers a support worker who is specially trained to understand how memory problems affect you and who could come to your home at any time of the day or   evening on any day of the week, subject to the availability of the relief care staff.  The service can provide practical guidance and support for you, such as social trips out to the library, accompany you shopping, collect your pension, pay your bills, or just an opportunity to talk.  Your needs will be matched with one of our trained Support Workers.  There is a charge of £8.50 for each hour and a small charge for mileage.  You may be entitled to financial aid which can be discussed.  The service also receives some funding from the Primary Care Trust and West Wilts District Council, with Avon and Wiltshire Mental Health Partnership NHS Trust providing on-going professional support and advice. 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Where have you been?

It is a truth universally acknowledged that the people who live in this area are erudite and discerning - after all, we chose to live here! So I thought it would be a good idea if we shared, via this magazine, information about any special places we had visited that might appeal to others.  There are lots of guides on the market, to which some of you already contribute, but they are usually limited to a specific genre and are often out of date by the time they are published.  My idea is to use this space to recommend all sorts of places we have visited recently and accept the risk that things may change the day after our recommendation is published.

I don’t think we should limit ourselves just to pubs and restaurants or even only to the local area.  I think we should offer up anything we think other people, the people we meet from day to day, would enjoy – exhibitions, shops, places to stay and of course pubs and restaurants. I have undertaken to provide our already overworked editor, Judy Munro, with an offering a month so unless I get anything from you, I’m going to be going out a lot!

Whilst I don’t want to cramp your style by proposing too formulaic an approach, I think you should seek to cover the following: What you are recommending, where it is, when you visited and why you are recommending it.  Any other useful information such as a website you can point people to or any costs or restrictions that it would be helpful to know about.  It should also be honest, so any bugbears or drawbacks should also be included.  To give you an idea of what I am aiming for, I have written a piece on a cottage we stayed at recently in Devon.

Cider Cottage

Cider Cottage, Yeo Farm is a thatched two bedroom holiday cottage in North Tawton, Devon.  It is a converted cider barn next door to the owners’ small farm, where they sell their own joints of meat, bacon, eggs etc.  The cottage is only about 100yds from the River Taw where you can get straight onto the Tarka Trail, great for dogs.  We spent a week there in late November 2007 for about £260, which included heating, linen and towels and the extra for the dog.  I am recommending it because the cottage and the owners are extremely dog and child friendly; the cottage is very well-equipped and only three quarters of a mile from North Tawton village, which has a good range of shops, two pubs, a café and delicatessen and fish and chip shop.  North Tawton is right in the middle of Devon, 7 miles from Okehampton, about 40 minutes from Exeter, an hour from the north and south coasts and close to Dartmoor.  Journey time from the Deverills to the cottage is about 2 hours.  There is great shopping in Tavistock and Totnes.  The only drawback we found was that there is only one loo/bathroom. New Year’s Resolution

I felt like my body had got totally out of shape over the festive season, so I joined an aerobics class.  I bent, twisted, gyrated and jumped up and down persisting for an hour.  But by the time I got my leotard on, the class was over!
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Nature Notes

I have just been looking back to see how long it is since I last wrote anything for the magazine, and according to my records it is over a year, September 2006.  Several things in my life have changed since writing last, the most significant regarding ‘bird/nature’ records is that we are now ‘cat less’ though that may not last much longer if we can befriend the ‘person’ who is eating the cat food in the store out in the yard! I have seen a black cat on two occasions, both times in the early hours of the morning which would indicate a feral, but there is still an outside chance that it might be Sarah’s cat from Rye Hill, in which case we will have to shoo him back home! Time will tell.

I have noticed that since losing our beloved Wesley we have a lot more rodents about and the birds have learnt that the garden is now safer and are more confident.   Pheasant numbers have increased so much so that we are thinking of renaming our house ‘The Pheasantry’!  In the evening pheasants come into the garden from the surrounding fields and take up residence for the night all along the top of the beech hedge, that surrounds the house, and in the trees too and look like Christmas decorations at the moment! When you go out into the garden after dark, you feel that you are being watched and probably are by lots of pairs of pheasant eyes, and if you should disturb one all hell is let loose, great squawking and flapping of wings which goes around the garden like a Mexican wave!

We had masses of rabbits earlier in the year.  Talking to other people I don’t think we were alone in this, but their numbers were reduced dramatically by weasels and stoats, both of which we saw in the garden on a regular basis.  I heard the awful blood curdling death cry of a rabbit on many occasions.  Moles were also in good numbers with numerous mole hills, the wet weather suiting their digging.  I am afraid we had to resort to using a mole trap, and Clive was very upset one morning on checking the trap to find a weasel caught instead of a mole.  Obviously the weasel had gone down the mole run in pursuit, a case of being in the wrong place at the wrong time.

What with pheasants pecking at everything, rabbits eating anything that grew, and moles digging all over the place, the garden suffered badly this year! The weather wasn’t great either! For this reason, I have tended to let the garden get a bit wilder and that has definitely helped the wildlife.  When I first moved to the farm, over 20 years ago, I tried gardening like my Dad had taught me with well manicured borders full of colourful annuals and nice well edged lawns.  I have since realised that gardens like that are fine if you live in the suburbs but more or less impossible to achieve when you are surrounded by fields.  They are certainly not so friendly to wildlife; it’s good to leave some weeds, deadheads full of seeds, and the lawn a bit longer, and not to worry about the moss in it for many birds use moss in their nest building.

It wasn’t a good year for our resident kestrel pair, for the male disappeared while she was still sitting.  Either he died naturally or by accident, leaving the female with an impossible task of rearing the chicks.  Crows invaded and it was very sad to watch the female trying to defend the box and unable to understand why her mate was no longer there to help her.  She is still around now, but alone as far as I am aware.  I am hoping she finds a ‘toy boy’.  
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Our house martins faired better.  Out of the nine nests on the front of the house, I think at least seven were used and possibly more.  The swallows in the garage did well and there were several successful pairs in the yard.

Over the year I have notched up a first for me, an osprey which I saw on 28th June down at Shearwater.  On 10th October we went over to Brownsea Island, and joined one of the National Trust’s ‘Red Squirrel Walks’.  We had numerous sightings and I also saw a splendid Sika deer buck.  That day had started well, as on my early morning walk up under the beeches I saw a barn owl, the first I personally have ever seen on the farm.  The day ended with a tawny owl in the sycamore tree at the front of the farmhouse in the evening.  I will digress here, this evening walking up the lane I think I may have disturbed a little owl, certainly what flew off in the half light was small, silent and owl shaped.  If it was, then it will be a welcome return, as we did have little owls breeding up in the beech trees many years ago.

I just want to mention a few things to look out or listen for.  Ravens and tawny owls breed early in the season, so listen out for them defending their territories.  I have already noticed ravens being very active in the conifers in the wood at the top of the farm above Shearwater.  Tawny owls have been calling regularly in the evening in order to pair up and now seem to be more vocal early in the morning, presumably to secure their territory for the day.  Soon foxes will be calling; the vixen calls for a mate when she is in season usually January/February time but with our changing climate it could be earlier.  Look out for siskins, bramblings, bullfinches and waxwings in the next few months.  All the birds are easier to spot at this time of the year due to the lack of vegetation and their willingness to come nearer to us looking for food.  I have had super views of jays collecting acorns this autumn, their hunger making them noticeable.  Watch out for mixed flocks of redwings and fieldfares, also for yellowhammers and stonechats, both I have been seeing regularly up on the farm here.  And listen out for mistle thrushes, their song carries a long way and is sung from a high vantage point.  Finally, I counted 13 little egrets on the field at Mill Farm, Hill Deverill the other week, is that a      record? I doubt it.  Happy New Year to you all, and don’t forget to clean out your bird boxes ready for the next breeding season.

Unusual Bird Sighting

The unusual bird seen in Brixton Deverill in July was a black stork.  There were other sightings in Wiltshire during July and August and it is thought that more than one bird was involved.  It/they formed part of an influx in Southern England at the time.  Only 3 have been recorded previously in Wiltshire, the last on 18th May 1995 when one was seen flying over Longbridge Deverill.  The European population of black storks breeds in eastern, central and southern Europe, wintering in Africa (Wiltshire Ornithological Society 2007 Birds of   Wiltshire WOS Devizes).  Unfortunately I did not see the bird in Brixton Deverill; a special moment for those who did.
