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The Rector reflects:

What a privilege it is to be able to travel in safety and relative comfort! I recently returned from a Pilgrimage to Italy, the time divided between Ravenna and Assisi.  The pilgrimage was called Splendour and Simplicity, and these themes were beautifully combined as we explored wonderful art and Franciscan spirituality.  The mosaics in Ravenna were a rich feast of colour and splendour.  By contrast, the simplicity of the lives of Francis and his followers were testament to his vocation to ‘live the Gospel using words only if necessary’.

Our travels had many aspects, and there were many opportunities to learn about Francis, and how he came to understand God’s call.  Perugia, a hill-top town, where Francis was a prisoner of war, had much to offer to those keen on art and we were able to take advantage of free entry to the art gallery (a consequence of it being a public holiday!).  Back in Assisi, the Church of St. Damian where Francis first heard God’s call, was full of people but, as everyone was asked to keep silence there, it was possible to be reflective and feel something of the sacredness of the place.

The Basilica in Assisi was another wonderful place, full of splendid frescoes and paintings.  The crypt of the lower basilica was also the place of Francis’ tomb and it was possible to pay homage there - another place of silence and prayer.  It was an honour to hold an Act of Remembrance in the war cemetery at Rivotorto, near the site of Francis’ first friary.

A trip to Lake Trasimeno and visit to Isola Maggiore enabled us to imagine what it must have been like for Francis to get right away for times of retreat.  Another place of retreat for Francis and his followers was Carceri, and the highlight of our visit there was being able to celebrate the Eucharist in the chapel.

On the journey to the airport we stopped at Tivoli to visit the famous gardens of the Villa D’Este, both house and gardens being very much on a grand scale.

It was a wonderful experience, seeing so many of the places which were significant in Francis’ life and still reflect his touch today.  The best gift was perhaps the ability to shut out the crowds of people and to imagine what life must have been for Francis all those centuries ago.  He certainly lived by the values he held dear and for the love of his Lord.  His example is as much for today as it was in his lifetime.

Broadband Action Group (BAG) Update May 2009

Since the Broadband Action Group reported progress in the April Newsletter, members of the group have held a meeting with two representatives of BT.  One represented Openreach (responsible for cabling i.e. the hard wired infrastructure linking homes to exchanges) and the other BT Networks (the business side and providers of services).  They reported that cabling had been checked and found to be reasonable within the tolerances laid down.  Furthermore they expressed the view that the level of complaints they have received from users in the Upper Deverills is well within the average for rural users nationally.  They have also considered and priced the provision of new cabling to Monkton and Kingston and estimate it at half a million pounds.  Financially this was deemed to be a non-viable option.  Finally, BT agreed to pursue further the cases of two local users who are experiencing serious reliability problems.  A BT engineer will report back on this.

[image: image23.wmf]Some readers will be aware of a report on 21st April in the national press of a statement made at that time by Lord Carter, the Communications Minister.  He is alleged to have stated “Large parts of Britain may not get access to superfast broadband internet because building the network to deliver the service is too expensive”.  You will be only too aware that in our valley, we do not even benefit from any reasonable speed of broadband! His report is due to be published in June.  We await it with bated breath!

Thus we are left to learn the findings of the reliability investigations concerning our two local residents and must be prepared to respond to Lord Carter after his report is published.  BAG are investigating alternatives, one possibility, but only that, involving the use of satellite technology to address some of the shortcomings.

Traffic Issues Update

Proposed Closure of the A303 for Essential Repairs

[image: image26.wmf]InteRoute, the company commissioned by Wiltshire Council to carry out the repairs on the A303, has submitted 6 closure options to the Department of Transport who are expected to select their preferred option within the next two weeks.  The main difference between the new schemes and the original discredited plan is that instead of closing the whole road between Mere and Willoughby Hedge for repair, the work will instead be completed in small sections.  This will make it possible to keep the road open for longer by using single lane closures, particularly at night.  That said there will still be a need to close the A303 but for a shorter period than envisaged in the original plan.  The option selected by the Department of Transport will be aired at a second series of information events to be held in July, hosted by InteRoute.  Once details of these events are known the information will be included in the Parish News.
Proposed Weight Restrictions

To date Wiltshire Council has received approximately 170 representations with reference to the proposed weight restrictions on a number of routes, including the B3095.  No decision will be made until the new Council is formed in June and therefore it is unlikely that any pronouncement will be made before July/August at the earliest.

Litter Collection on the B3095

It is proposed that an ad hoc litter collection team is formed to collect rubbish on the verges of the B3095.  We have contacted Wiltshire Council to determine what needs to be done in order to comply with safety and indemnity issues.  Assuming we get the go-ahead we will be looking for volunteers.

Speed Monitors
You may well have seen the speed monitors on the B3095 last year.  Their purpose is to make drivers more aware of their speed and therefore stick to the speed limit.  The monitors are normally left in place for a period of a fortnight and then moved to a new site.  The reason for this is trials have identified that if they are left in place for longer they start to lose their deterrent effect.  We have requested the use of the monitors again and hope to get them in July for a two week period.

Where have you been?

The Potting Shed Café at Pythouse Kitchen Garden, West Hatch, Tisbury 01747 870444 and www.pythouse-farm.co.uk

If you like good food and you also like plants then this is for you.  Pythouse Kitchen garden is a very special place although not easy to find, unless you know the back lanes around Tisbury and Semley, but it is well worth the effort.  It is about 2.5 miles west of Tisbury on the Newtown to Semley road.  The Potting Shed is actually a long, low, brick-built building, delightfully furnished and displaying paintings by local artists, which are for sale.  The building opens onto a covered terrace which overlooks the Victorian walled kitchen garden.  We had lunch there mid-week in late April.  The food was delicious! The owners pride themselves on using what is in the garden so their menu changes with the seasons.  They were very obliging when I asked if the soup contained any dairy products, it did but they made me a portion without and pretty quickly too! Everything seems to be home made and locally produced.  Stews, quiches, organic burgers, tarts, pies and soups are served plus an all day breakfast.  They don’t serve wine but you can bring your own to enjoy with your lunch.  There is also a small but well-stocked delicatessen which sells their own organic meat and a selection of fresh locally sourced produce, including in-season fruit and vegetables from the kitchen garden.  I recommend Mrs Mack’s Organic Poppy Seed Dressing, which is used on the café salads and can be bought in the shop.  If you buy a lot in the delicatessen they sell very good heavy duty cotton bags for all your shopping which are about £2.00 and have the Pythouse logo on them.  I think they are good value because they are very strong and the    handle will go over your shoulder.  There is also a facility to pick your own fruit and vegetables.  Opening times are from 8.30 am to 5.00 pm every day except Tuesday.  Pythouse Walled Garden is signposted from the A350 near Semley.

Recipe of the Month - Panna Cotta with Seasonal Fruit

Serves 4; preparation time 20 minutes; cooking time 15 minutes.

Ingredients (all are available to purchase in the shop) 
4 tbsp caster sugar

2 leaves gelatine or 2 tsp powdered gelatine

300 ml double cream, 150 ml milk (optional: 170 gm mascarpone or clotted cream)

Method 

1. Simmer caster sugar, double cream and milk for 5-8 minutes.  Stir occasionally.

2. Either soak the gelatine leaves in water until soft, squeeze out and add to cream, stir until dissolved; or stir gelatine into 30 ml of cold water, allow to soften, put over boiling water, stir until the gelatine has dissolved.  Then mix into the cream.
3. For a richer cream stir in the mascarpone or clotted cream.
4. Lightly oil four containers (200 ml ramekin dishes, glass or plastic pots) and pour in the mixture.  Cool, cover and chill for at least 3 hours or overnight.
5. To turn out dip each container into hot water for 30 seconds and turn onto serving dish, shake to release or slide a knife around the edge to release.
6. Serve with seasonal fruit: 
· rhubarb sprinkled with sugar, roasted for 10 minutes;

· strawberries, vanilla extract, sugar and water heated together then crushed;

· cranberries, sugar and orange juice heated together, blended and sieved;

· fruits of the forest with a sprig of mint; Raspberries tossed in Grand Marnier.
