From your Rector

How worrying it has been in recent weeks to hear of so many examples of ill-judged actions! Whether in government or previously well respected institutions, news of leaks and misrepresentation, cavalier attitudes and disregard for others makes me feel very uncomfortable.  Why is it that modern attitudes display such arrogance and so little respect?

For some time, there has been much talk of getting back to basics.  An admirable aim, but one that is very difficult to achieve.  The development of our legal system and mode of government have their roots in biblical principles.   Talk of getting back to those principles is all very well, but society doesn’t allow that to happen easily.  It is the ‘going back’ that is the problem.  Modern society is always on the go.  People often seem to be busier than ever.  When we are absent from family or work for legitimate reasons, e.g. being on holiday or in hospital, the people and place to which we return are not the same as those we left.  While we are absent, other people’s lives move on.  They are not static; they do not remain the same, as though held in limbo awaiting our return.  So searching to get back to things of the past, however worthy, may not be the best use of our energy.

Journeys invite us to travel onwards; even if we retrace our steps, we are moving forwards.  Journeying may be routine, but is often exciting, opening new vistas and giving rise to novel situations.  We cannot live in the past, or indeed see the past through rose-tinted spectacles.  We must be realistic in our assessments and realise that if we wish things to change, that journey starts with us.

The Church continues through the month of May to mark the season of Easter, during which we celebrate the new life we are offered through the death and resurrection of Jesus Christ.  Easter reveals the depth of God’s love for the world.  Knowing God’s love means that we can learn to know and love ourselves for who we are, and not through our achievements.  When we love and respect ourselves, we will value and respect others.  Then there is hope that this will spill over into all walks of life, among the young, the old, the employed, the unemployed, the anxious and the dispossessed, the active and the dependent, among people of faith or of none.

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Nature Notes 

It’s always a thrill to see your first swallow of the year.  I saw mine on the 29th March, just a glimpse of one out of the kitchen window, but then later when we went over to Stourhead for an evening walk, we saw several feeding low over the lake.   Just over a week later on the 8th April I heard a cuckoo for the first time calling very loud and clear, in the still of the evening, in the woods at the top of the farm just above Shearwater.  I am sure that it is the earliest that I’ve ever heard one.  I heard my first blackcap on the 3rd April singing very loudly in the copse on the hill opposite the farm, and yesterday there was one singing in the garden whilst we planted the seed potatoes.

I am now looking out for ‘our’ house martins to return.  When they do I think that they may find squatters in their nests as I’ve seen and heard tree sparrows around at least two.  All the birds are singing well now and will continue to do so for the next month with the dawn chorus reaching a climax about mid May.  All birds sing well first thing in the morning to announce to other birds in the vicinity that they have made it through the night and that this is their patch.  They will sing at other times during the day but the intensity of sound in the morning is for this reason.

The hares continue to entertain in the fields with their interactions.  We saw a good bout of boxing back at the beginning of the month, on 3rd April, lasting a good half a minute and the same evening we heard the curlew calling.  The badgers in the lane have been very busy shifting earth about doing some ‘house cleaning’.  The cubs will be coming out of the sett for the first time very soon having been born in late January/February.

We held a walk here on the farm for the Bath Natural History Society last Saturday and with 16 pairs of ears and eyes a pied flycatcher was spotted at the top of the farm and a marsh tit on the banks of Shearwater.  The flycatcher was probably en route for an old Welsh woodland.  Last year I was lucky enough to see a redstart on the farm no doubt also heading for a similar wood.  We have another walk this coming Saturday for the Salisbury RSPB group so I will report next time on anything exciting that turns up.

On that note, I have had several sightings passed on to me.  A red poll has been feeding in the village and grey partridges have been spotted in the area.  A great bustard has ‘escaped’ from Salisbury plain and is in the Wylye valley apparently spending time with some mute swans.  Also a group of 5 or 6 buzzards were seen fighting on the edge of the village possibly due to their numbers increasing and population pressure.  Just to think 20 years ago you hardly ever saw a buzzard around here.

The Café at the Cheese and Grain Hall, Frome

We are very keen on Farmers’ Markets and the opportunity to buy local produce so we often go to the Cheese and Grain Hall in Frome on the second Saturday of the month to visit the Farmers’ Market there.  About a month ago we decided to have lunch at the café in the corner of the hall as it always seems to be very popular.  We both opted for the all day breakfast; I had the bacon breakfast (£3.95) and my husband went for the Balmoral breakfast (£4.50).  I have to say we were both well satisfied.  The bacon breakfast consisted of two eggs, two rashers of bacon, beans and two slices of toast.  The Balmoral had all of the above plus a sausage and tomato.  We both thought it was excellent value for money.  The proprietress is charming and fastidious about keeping tables clean etc, which gives one confidence in the cleanliness of her kitchen! She also runs an events catering business, so she knows what she’s about.  Apart from the breakfasts described here you can also have things like scrambled eggs with smoked salmon, porridge with maple syrup (wisht ye Scots out there!), soup, baguettes, ham, eggs and chips and so on, all very reasonable priced.  There is also a wide variety of drinks available.  You may be interested to know that all tea and coffee is Fairtrade, so you can enjoy with a clear conscience.  Opening times are from 8.00am to 2.00pm on Wednesdays, Thursdays and Saturdays.  If you are in the area, I recommend you give it a try.

I just wanted to draw your attention to the Shaftesbury local food festival which takes place in the main streets of Shaftesbury on Saturday 2nd & Sunday 3rd of May. Recipe of the Month - Moroccan Chicken

Serves 8 - from Liz Nixon

1 kg chicken breast cut into 4 cm pieces

1 tablespoon of sesame seeds

2 onions, peeled and sliced


1 teaspoon ground black pepper

4 cloves garlic, peeled and sliced

1 teaspoon salt (or to taste)

3 tablespoons olive oil



1 teaspoon ground cinnamon

3 tablespoons runny honey


2 teaspoons ground ginger

2 teaspoons lemon juice



1 teaspoon ground coriander

100 g of pitted dates



1 teaspoon ground cumin

100 g of dried apricots



Pinch of Saffron

1 handful of sliced almonds

Method


1.  In a large and deep pan or casserole gently fry the onion in the olive oil until soft.  Add the chicken, ginger and coriander to the pan and cook until chicken is browned on all sides.  Add garlic, salt, cumin, black pepper, cinnamon, saffron and water to cover chicken.

2.  Simmer gently until chicken is cooked (approx.  45 minutes) and remove chicken from the pan with a slotted spoon and keep warm.

3.  Add dried fruits (dates and apricots), honey and lemon juice to the liquid in the pan/pot.  Simmer uncovered until fruit is soft and sauce is reduced and slightly thickened (approx.  15 minutes).

4.  Return chicken to pan, mix thoroughly and heat through.

5.  Roast sesame seeds/almonds under the grill.

6.  Place chicken in serving dish and cover with roasted sesame/almonds.

7.  Serve hot with couscous and a green salad.
