The APCM was held at Longbridge Deverill Village Hall on the 11th April, in order to hold elections for offices in 2010/2011, give the annual report and present the church accounts.  Chaired by our Rector, Rev Norma Payne, and attended by 27 parishioners the meeting re-elected our long-standing Church Wardens but we need new faces at Longbridge and Brixton next year.  Elisabeth and Mary continue to do a wonderful job, as Church Wardens, but they need a break. The Rector, in her review, pointed out the success of our service pattern and the pleasure at seeing so many attending the major festivals in our churches.  The choir started by Claire Johnson has gone from strength to strength and their success has been matched by the Bell Ringers at Longbridge Deverill; long may both continue.  Challenges remain in attracting new members to our churches and how we may expand our Christian knowledge by study and shared learning.  The Annual Report, the election results and minutes of the APCM will be on display on all our churches notice boards.

General Election - Thursday 6th May

Wiltshire Council has the responsibility to run the election to select the MPs who will represent Wiltshire at Westminster.  You should have registered to vote by the 20th April.  
Wiltshire has five constituencies: Chippenham, North Wiltshire, Devizes, Salisbury, and South West Wiltshire.  Polling stations across the county will be open from 7.00 am to 10.00 pm.  Details of local polling stations will be included on polling cards which will be sent to everyone eligible to vote.

Some of the boundaries have changed and some people will now be in a different constituency.  For the first time there is a new Chippenham constituency.  You can view each of the areas on the website at www.wiltshire.gov.uk/council/elections and find your constituency and local polling station with the electoral constituency finder.

Votes will be counted after the polling stations have closed and the results will be announced in the early hours of the morning of 7th May.

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Where have you been?

The Beckford Arms, Fonthill Gifford, Tisbury (01747 870385) 
It was a very flat Wednesday in March so we decided that lunch out would cheer us up and besides I needed somewhere to review for this article.  We did not feel like going too far afield but we wanted to go to a pub we had not tried in a long time.  Some friends had told us that The Beckford Arms had been taken over about eight months ago and suggested we give it a try, so off we went.  On entering the pub the first thing that caught my eye was a giant of a dog (wire-haired German Pointer) stretched out in front of the fire in the bar looking extremely at ease.  And in a way he set the tone.  The customers who came in whilst we were there (and there were quite a number considering it was a midweek lunch time) were mainly local and very much at home.  However, as ‘strangers’, we found the staff very friendly and the service was prompt and efficient.  One of the staff showed me around the rest of the pub.  There is a small private dining room off the bar used, I gathered, for shooting lunches; and a large dining room at the back looking out onto a heavenly terrace and garden.  Coming full circle back to the entrance, there is a large, country house style, comfy sitting room where a couple of people were reading newspapers and supping ale.  Apparently it is in this room where films are shown on Sunday nights – the seats are so comfortable though that some fall asleep!

But what about the food, I can hear you saying.   We found it an interesting and varied menu with plenty that appealed to us.  My husband was in heaven with his large piece of poached mutton, not something he can find very often on pub menus.  I am afraid I had a burger again – not very imaginative, I know, but I find it a good test.  This one was excellent.  It had very good flavour, was a good size, came with some delicious bacon (I omitted the cheese) and home made chips (skins on) and salad.  The portions I thought were generous and the prices in line with most other good eating pubs in the area.  A range of local beers were on offer and the staff knew the provenance of their food (mutton from Devizes) which always reassures.

We were very well pleased with this pub and it is definitely worth a visit.  I would book though, if you are going at peak times, as it seems very popular.  I believe brunch and afternoon tea are also available.  Look on their website (www.beckfordarms.com) for lots more information and to check which films are on and to read the blurb about the pub from the media (principally Times and Telegraph) who compare it to Babington House.  (Dogs allowed in bar).

Mopeds

A charity scheme to provide mopeds for people in Wiltshire who have problems getting to work has had a slow uptake since its launch in January.  Community First said although it had received some requests for mopeds it would still like to hear from people needing help with transport for work.  "We are keen to hear from people on Salisbury Plain who can't get to work." Mopeds are loaned to people aged over 16 for up to six months for £10-a-week.  The scheme known as Wiltshire Wheels-to-Work is managed by the Devizes-based charity, Community First.  It is open to those living in rural communities who have been offered a job or paid vocational training but cannot take it up due to transport problems.  Potential riders are expected to pay a £10 weekly fee and meet their own fuel costs but will be provided with a Compulsory Basic Training Test and helmet, jacket, gloves and a high visibility vest.  The 50cc   mopeds are also permitted to be used for leisure purposes and are fully taxed and insured by the charity.

Local History - A Parliamentarian in Former Times 

Newmead Farm, overlooked from Brimsdown, was the birthplace of Edmund Ludlow (c1617-1692), the Parliamentary general in the Civil War who signed the death warrant of Charles I.  He was a local landowner and Member of Parliament.  Even before the outbreak of war, his father had the temerity to suggest in Parliament that the king was not fit to reign.  Having strenuously opposed the king, Ludlow then fell out with Cromwell and spent the latter part of his life in exile at Vevey in Switzerland where he wrote his memoirs which have provided one of the most authentic original sources of information on the Civil War.

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Nature Notes

I still feel that spring has got its brakes on, if you know what I mean! We have had some lovely bright warm spring days, but then that north easterly wind starts again and the temperature plummets.  This morning I heard the cuckoo for the first time this year which made it feel more like spring.  Apparently yesterday, 14th April, was Cuckoo Day, the day one traditionally heard the cuckoo for the first time in the year, so the one I heard this morning was a day late! On Good Friday, 2nd April, we went over to Stourhead and there were at least ten swallows swooping low over the lake drinking and catching insects; I would imagine that they had only just arrived back here.  I have been looking out for swallows back here at the farm and I have seen the odd one or two flying over but they are not ‘our’ swallows.  Hopefully they will return to us any day now.

The hares have been more active and obvious, especially on warm days, and twice I have seen them boxing which is a real spring event but like everything this year a month late; instead of mad March hares we have got amorous April ones! If you watch them closely you can see that it is the larger female that is being chased by the smaller male (more often several males), and she will stop and rear up and box the male to put him off until she is ready to mate.  When they get up on their hind legs it really shows off how big an animal they are, so often in the field they are lying very low to the ground  trying desperately to be invisible and certainly as small as possible.  Their eyes are set high on the head so that in that low down position they are still able to see all around them watching for potential danger.

The field where the stubble turnips were has now been cultivated and has   attracted a lot of interest from crows, rooks, buzzards and herons.  Several times recently I have counted eight buzzards feeding on the ground, a sight that I tend to associate more with winter.  A pair of grey partridge have been around on that field too.  I am more familiar with the red-legged variety.  The grey have an orange coloured head which stands out fairly well when they fly away, but their camouflage is so brilliant that they just disappear when they land.  I have also seen a pair of curlew around, first feeding on the field to the right of the beeches and the following day flying from right to left behind the farmhouse calling as they went.  I love the burbling descending call that they make as they land.

On the warmer sunny days that we have had recently, I have seen several species of butterfly but not the brimstone that I would normally associate with early spring.  So far I have seen peacock, small tortoiseshell, small white and comma.  I am sure that this is more than I normally see at this time of the year so perhaps it is going to be a good butterfly year.  I hope so as that means we would be in for a good summer!
