Minutes of Longbridge Deverill and Crockerton  Parish Council Meeting Held at the Village Hall on March 1st. 2010

707  Mrs. Thomas and Mr. Ede explained that the Millennium committee had commissioned an engraved stone which they would like be placed under the tree planted for the Millennium on Crockerton Green.  This had been paid for with assistance from the Cranborne Chase and West Wiltshire Downs A.O.N.B.  They would also like to put  more stones at each entrance to the village at a cost of approximately £1000 each, depending on the stones used. Mr.Ede agreed to supply the clerk with a scale drawing of the position of the stone on the Green and it's distance from the Highway to enable the clerk to confirm the Highways Authority had no safety concerns.

708  Declarations of Interest.  Cllr. Withey declared his interest in Planning Applications W/10/00532/FUL and W/10/00473/FUL and left the room whilst they were discussed.

709  Minutes of the meeting held 4th. January 2010 were confirmed and signed.

710   Matters Arising not covered elsewhere. Cllr. Mrs. Pidgeon asked if anything had been heard regarding the Longbridge Deverill House planning application. Wiltshire County Cllr. Fleur de Rhe-Philipe explained that a decision could not be made at the moment as English Heritage had expressed concerns about the plans for the walled garden.

       711-1  Appeal The Stable Sturgess Farm, Clerk to ensure that our previous comments and reservations were forwarded to Planning Inspectorate.

Councillors also asked the clerk to check with Planning Enforcement about  Greenville Sutton End Crockerton and Aston Developments opposite.

712   Parish Budget and Payments made.

         712-1 The Current Account stands at £1443.19  It was proposed by Cllr. Manfield and seconded by Cllr.Hurd that Clerk's expenses and fees of £160.77  be paid for January and February. 

 The Deposit Account stands at £7471.02  

        712-2 Cheques raised over the last two months are:- PCC Deverills, replacement cheque for previous lost cheque and £100 Wiltshire Music Centre.  Both of these were authorised at the previous meeting

713  Councillors Reports.

        713-1 Parish Hall.  Cllr. Reed advised that the repairs were now being made to the buttresses.

        713-2  Police   Cllr. Manfield reported on the NTG meeting held 8th. Feb at Kingston Deverill. Much time was spent on the A303 closure, but the police have also agreed to focus on fly tipping. Everyone was encouraged to report any fly tipping seen, especially tyres.

Community Speedwatch Scheme. A training evening for this is planned for April 2nd. at Longbridge Deverill Hall. Proposed by Cllr.Withey and Seconded by Cllr. Marshall that the Council should pay for the hire of the hall £20 as the scheme has no funding for this.

       713-3  Highways and Parish Steward.  

Speed Limit Review. The Clerk has sent a letter on this consultation to the relevant people, stating 

that the Council are strongly against any raising of the speed limits through the villages.

Horse and Rider Signs  The Clerk has received a letter from Highways stating that they are unable to commit funding for these signs in Crockerton, but that they have identified three sites for the signs which will cost the Parish Council about £200 each. It was unanimously agreed that if the Chairman and Vice Chairman were happy with the sites identified then Wiltshire Council would be asked to erect the signs. The Clerk will contact Highways for either a site plan or a site meeting. Cllr. Algar asked if it would be possible to ask if signs could also be erected in Rye Hill as many riders from Longbridge use the narrow road. The Clerk will include this request in the letter to Highways.

Grit Bins.  New grit bins have now been put in Crockerton and Longbridge Deverill and one moved to a better position in Crockerton. They have also all been filled.

Closure B3095 A letter has been received to advise of the shutting of this road on 22nd.March for 5 days maximum.

Parish Steward. The Parish Steward will be asked to fill more potholes as advised by Councillors and turn the sign that has been knocked by a lorry on the road towards Rye Hill. Cllr. Mrs. Pidgeon also asked if he could look at the waterlogged verges at the bottom of Broadmead lane and check the drainage.

 Cllr. Read asked that  Highways could also be advised of the unlit island on A350 by the nursing home and to ask again about the fence by the Almshouses. Although Highways have said that it is not their responsibility, it was erected by them for safety reasons when the road was altered and there is a huge drop  which is dangerous for pedestrians. The clerk will forward the requests.

Grass cutting of Greens in Crockerton 2010  Proposed by Cllr.Minter , Seconded by Cllr. Manfield and unanimously agreed that Dave Wilkinson and Mark Gunter be asked to continue for another year. Cllr. Marshall agreed to confirm with Dave Wilkinson and Clerk will write to Mark Gunter.      

714   Crockerton Village Committee Stones  Following the comments from Mrs. Thomas and Mr.Ede it was proposed by Cllr. Read and seconded by Cllr. Minter that we agree to the placing of the stone on the Green subject to Highways agreement. A decision for assistance in funding other stones would be made after the Millennium Committee had agreed with Highways that there were safe positions  for them. It was also felt that for a donation to be made it would be appropriate for one side of a stone to have Longbridge Deverill on it and Crockerton the other. 

715  Clerk's Report and Correspondence Received.

All correspondence has been circulated when necessary, but the clerk asked that any holiday dates for Councillors be given in good time so that envelopes did not get held up. The Council decided that they did not think it possible to enter 'The Best Kept Village' competition.

Data Protection Act.  The Clerk felt that the Council should be registered for this now that records were held on computer. This would cost £35 and it was unanimously agreed that the Clerk should register.

A letter has been received from Wiltshire Council regarding delegation of services. The Councillors felt that they did not wish to take on any more responsibilities apart from the grass cutting of the Greens and Wiltshire Council would be advised.

716   Items for Parish Magazine.  None  Clerk to send an item if necessary by mid. month.

717  Any Other Business.

        Cllr. Mrs Pidgeon advised that a resident had complained about the foliage overhanging  the footpath from Longbridge Deverill House. The Clerk will send a letter requesting that it be cut back. Cllr. Mrs Pidgeon also queried the state of the gardens at the Almshouses which appear to have deteriorated with rubbish being left. It was decided that the Clerk should write to the Trustees expressing the concerns and asking if there was anything which could be done.

       Cllr. Hurd asked about the work that was being undertaken on the river in Longbridge Deverill, which appeared to be having an effect further along in Hill Deverill. He queried the fact that an extremely old map was being used which did not show new developments. Cllr Withey agreed to find some names to contact in the Environment Agency and Land Drainage and advise the Clerk so that inquiries could be made.
