796    Open Session for members of the public.

Mrs Saunt gave a short over-view of the First World War Commemoration plans for 2014 in our area and asked for any information anyone had especially regarding farming at this time. Cllr. Hurd offered some suggestions and Mrs. Saunt left contact details for anyone interested in getting involved.

PCSO Caroline Wright explained the changes to Rural policing, but assured Councillors that the team was staying the same although PC Julie Corbett was deputising for PC Vicky Pegrum whilst she is on a driving course. Although NTG Newsletters would now be amalgamated with Warminster, the rural meetings would continue as usual.

Concern was raised regarding the groups of youths congregating at Shearwater and defacing the seats. Caroline said that they were aware of the problem, but were concerned that if the gates were locked then the youths would move elsewhere into the village.

        802-2  Police     In addition to the report from PCSO Caroline Wright, Karen confirmed that the speed gun was now in working order and was being used in Crockerton for a fortnight. Karen felt that weekly village changes would be preferable and Caroline agreed to speak to other villages to guage their reaction. The next NTG meeting is on 25th. July at Codford

803  Highways 

             Posts outside The Brac Crockerton. Nothing has been received from Wiltshire Council regarding the posts, however the steward is concerned about some planting on a verge in Clay Street Crockerton as well. The Council were concerned that the whole village should not be upset so agreed to wait and see how things progressed in the following two months.

             A350 Lords Hill. Mud and blocked gullies. The Highways Engineer has been working with the landowner to resolve this problem and gullies have now been cleared. Wiltshire Councillor Fleur de Rhe-Philipe reported that hopefully this situation had been remedied, and Sally Barnet, the Highways Engineer had done a great deal of work to ensure all sides worked together.

            Hill Deverill.  Cllr. Hurd was pleased to report that the raised manhole cover had been dealt with almost immediately following the Clerk's request. The steward is also regularly cutting the grass on the village hall junction.

804 Clerk's Report and Correspondence Received.

The Clerk reported that she had attended an Area Board meeting with the chairman at Codford, when reports were given by RUH Bath and Salisbury hospital. The following Board meeting had presentations regarding new refuse and recycling arrangements for this area. Minutes of this meeting will be circulated when they arrive.

Following some debate, it was agreed to advise the Post Office that, on balance, the Council were happy with the new arrangements. Some concerns were expressed regarding pedestrian access to the new facility as there is no pavement from Longbridge Deverill, but it was felt that access by car would be easier and possibly encourage the Post Office to be used by other villages and Warminster residents. The Clerk was asked to write expressing this concern and also asking if the opening times could be standardised to make them easier to remember. The Councillors were however pleased that it would now be open on four days and we were at least retaining the Post Office in one of our villages.

He agreed to ask the secretary to write to the Council before the next meeting with a request which would be considered then.

Cllr. Withey also asked about the grass at Shear cross which was being cut by the adjoining householder at the moment. It was felt that if left it would be cut by the steward as near a junction. If not, the clerk would ask the steward to do so.
