        813-1 Parish Hall.   Nothing to report

        813-2  Police     Cllr. Manfield and the Clerk attended the last NTG meeting when the use of the speedwatch camera was discussed in some detail. Crockerton and Corsley are now having it for just one week at a time as they felt that if each village had it for a fortnight then it would take 12 weeks to circulate all the villages now using it. The Area Board is being approached to see if another camera can be purchased, but unfortunately Wiltshire Police do not have the staff to deal with all the paperwork now being produced.

The Clerk has now been sent a Metro Count request form for Sand Street Longbridge Deverill from the Area Board. It was decided to ask for it to be placed outside 63, Sand Street. Following the count we will be advised as to whether Longbridge can join the Speedwatch scheme.

A letter has been received from Wiltshire Police advising members of their new non-emergency numbers. From 19th. September anyone in Wiltshire will be able to call 101 for anything less urgent than a 999 call.

814  Highways 

The Clerk announced that the broken speed limit signs on the junction to Hill Deverill have been reported and should be replaced as soon as possible. Cllr. Withey requested that we again ask that the road in Hill Deverill be resurfaced and Cllr. Read asked about the poor surface in Sand Hill Lane. Cllr. Mrs Pidgeon also queried the state of the hedge in Potters Hill. With the return of the children to school this week it was increasingly dangerous.  The Clerk agreed to contact the Parish Steward about the problems and also send a letter to the school to remind parents about speeding.

815 Clerk's Report and Correspondence Received.

Letters received from :-

              Crockerton Village Committee asking for assistance in purchasing bulbs for the village. Proposed by Cllr. Manfield and Seconded by Cllr. Hurd that £150.00 be given, carried unanimously. Clerk to send letter and cheque to Chairman.

Cllr. Mrs. Pidgeon felt that it would be correct to also provide some bulbs for Longbridge Deverill and improve the triangle outside the Village Hall. It was felt that the cherry tree planted by the WI some years previously should be pruned and the Clerk was asked to write to them offering assistance with this. Cllr. Read also offered to speak to the Parish Hall committee regarding bulbs. 

               Post Office regarding move to Lakeside Garden Centre. The Post Office will now be opening at it's new location on September 14th 2011. Opening times will be 9.00- 2.00 Monday, Wednesday and Friday.

The Clerk, Cllr. Read and Caroline Sawyer, the Emergency Coordinator have now met to prepare an Emergency Plan. An article has been put in the Parish Newsletter asking for anyone with any particular skills to advise the clerk and the two public houses, village hall and Garden Centre have all agreed to act as places of safety. Hopefully the plan will be completed by the next meeting.

The next Area Board meeting is on 22nd. September at Warminster Library.

Councillor Manfield then announced that she had received a letter of resignation from the Clerk after undertaking the job for the last three years. Discussions took place on how to find a replacement and the Clerk was asked to contact Warminster Town Council for some assistance. It was also proposed by Cllr. Algar and seconded by Cllr. Hurd that the Clerk should retain the computer due to it's age at no financial cost to the Clerk. This was unanimously agreed. The Clerk thanked the Council for their help over the past three years and agreed to help out at least for the next meeting in November.
