Minutes of Longbridge Deverill and Crockerton  Parish Council Meeting Held at the Village Hall on January 4th. 2010

Councillor Manfield advised that she had sent a 'Get Well' card to Councillor Marshall following his operation.

694  Neil Ross gave a short presentation outlining the changes that had been made to the plans for the proposed care home at Longbridge Deverill House. He explained the reasons for the changes and hoped that the overall plan was now less austere. All original facilities were still planned, including a swimming pool, gym and steam room which could hopefully be used by villagers.

695  Declarations of Interest.  None.

696  Minutes of the meeting held 2nd. November 2009 were confirmed and signed.

697   Proposed by Cllr.Pidgeon and Seconded by Cllr.Minter that the Resolution below be adopted for the year to allow invoices to be paid.

The Parish Council agrees to delegate authority to the two cheque signatories Miss. K. Manfield Chairman and Mr. P. Withey Vice Chairman, to approve payment of routine bills/invoices submitted for payment between council meetings.

They further authorise the payment of the Insurance Premium when due.

699 Planning Matters.

       699-1  Longbridge Deverill House W/09/3351/FUL 

All Councillors agreed that the new plans were a huge improvement, and  unanimously recommended supporting the application.

       699-2  Center Parcs W/09/03541/FUL  Unanimous support for application. 

       699-3   38, The Marsh W/09/3551/FUL Extension and new garage. 

Councillors felt that they could not support this application as the extension did not adhere to guidelines whereby the new build should appear subservient to the main building. There was no step down in the  height of the extension and concern was also expressed regarding the size of the new garage and its impact on the adjoining property. It was unanimously decided to forward our comments to Wiltshire Council, explaining the reasons for our lack of support.

     699-4  32, The Marsh  W/09/03551/FUL  Bio treatment plant  Unanimous support.

700   Parish Plan

After  discussion it was decided not to go ahead with this at the moment. It was felt that as it could not be adopted many of the decisions in it would not be enforceable and Councillors felt that each Planning Application should be considered on its own merit. It was proposed by Cllr. Minter and seconded by Cllr. Withey that this decision should be reviewed again next year to see if the situation had changed.

701   Parish Budget and Payments made.

         701-1 The Current Account stands at £2748.62  It was proposed by Cllr. Manfield and seconded by Cllr.Pidgeon that Clerk's expenses and fees of £177.43  be paid for November and December and Village Hall hire for July,Sept,and November of £36 also to be paid.

 The Deposit Account stands at £7471.02  £3000 having been transferred to defray expenses

        701-2 Cheques raised over the last two months are:-  SLCC Books and Membership  £159.20, M.Gunther Grass cutting £215.00, Advanced printing(Wheelie Bin Stickers) £151.80, Longbridge Deverill Parish Hall, £1000.  All of these were authorised at the previous meeting.

        701-3  Lost Cheque  The Clerk informed the Councillors that a cheque for £250 sent to the PCC for grasscutting at Longbridge Deverill Church had not been received by the Treasurer although a letter of thanks had been received from the Secretary. A letter was signed by Cllrs. Manfield and Withey to 'stop' the original cheque and it was agreed for a new one to be sent.

        701-4  Parish Precept.  Following discussion by the Councillors it was agreed  not to raise our precept again this year, assisted by the fact that any election expenses would now be paid by Wiltshire Council. It was proposed by Cllr.Reed and seconded by Cllr. Withey that the resolution below be adopted for 2010/11

It was Resolved  that the Parish Precept for the Year 2010/2011 for Longbridge Deverill and Crockerton Parish Council should stand at £4000 and that Wiltshire County Council be advised of this fact.

702  Councillors Reports.

        702-1 Parish Hall.  Cllr.Manfield reported that following the agreement at the last meeting, a donation of £1000 was made to the Hall committee to assist in repairs to the buttresses. This was an average figure of all Councillors suggestions.

        702-2  Police      The Wheelie bin stickers have now been received and the Clerk distributed them to Councillors for distribution to residents in 30 MPH areas. It was proposed by Cllr.Mrs. Pidgeon and seconded by Cllr.Reed that no charge be made for them and this was unanimously agreed. A Police letter box has also been placed in Clay Street Crockerton  for the use of residents. The next NTG meeting will be held on 11th. January, Cllr. Manfield and the Clerk will attend.

       702-3  Highways and Parish Steward.   The potholes in Sand Hill Lane have now been filled. The grit bin in Clay Street has yet to be moved as a JCB is required to position it on the bank. A suggested site has also been sent to Highways for the bin in Sand Street and this will also hopefully be done shortly. The Clerk will write again to Highways to remind them and also ask for the bin in Broadmead Lane to be filled. Cllr. Minter also requested that the clerk ask Highways to look at the pavement on the A350 near to the roundabout at Sutton End. Water appeared to be coming from the field with barns and cattle in and eroding the edges, making it dangerous to walk.

       702-4  Results following the placing of rubber strips in Clay Street have been circulated and unfortunately did not show the results we were hoping for. The Area Board has however agreed that Crockerton can be part of the Community speed watch scheme and also have use of the temporary flashing speed signs. We are therefore looking for members of the community to take part in training and await information on this. Cllr.Manfield and the clerk will again attend the Area Board meeting on January 14th. to confirm our interest.

703   Crockerton School request for donation.

        703-1 A letter was received from G.Dopheide, Chair of Governors outlining their request as explained at the previous meeting. It was proposed by Cllr.Minter and seconded by Cllr. Withey that we donate £1000 which will cover the cost of the Floorbots and a new shed. This was again unanimously agreed and the clerk will forward a letter and a cheque.

       703-2  A letter has also been received from Wiltshire Music Centre requesting a donation of £100 to help cover the costs of the Small Schools Music Festival, which Crockerton School is taking part in. Proposed by Cllr.Mrs.Pidgeon. Seconded by Cllr. Minter that this be made following confirmation from Crockerton School that they were  taking part. Against Cllr. Read, who was concerned about making donations outside of the villages.

704 Clerk's Report and Correspondence Received.

All correspondence has been circulated when necessary, The books ordered from SLCC have arrived and are extremely worthwhile. The Clerk continues to attend Area Board meetings and NTG meetings with the Chairman.

The Risk Assesment has now been prepared and circulated to all Councillors for their comments.

All Councillors were then asked to sign and a copy will then be sent Mazars with the next audit.

Proposed by Cllr.Manfield and seconded by Cllr.Withey that Risk Assesment be adopted,  unanimously agreed.

705   Items for Parish Magazine.  Clerk was asked to write a short report concerning our donation to Crockerton School and Longbridge Deverill Hall.
