Car sharing

Travel Information Sheet

Area Heads Meeting
Janet reported that Carol Clough had asked at the Area Heads Meeting about the parking situation at the local schools. She reported that none of the other Heads had any other systems in place that were not already taking place at Crockerton.
Parish Council  Meeting

Graham attended the Parish Council meeting on 7th July to discuss traffic issues, but at present had made little progress.
Police

Following an incident at the beginning of the term the local Community Police has attended the school on several occasions, both in the mornings and afternoon, hopefully this will remind drivers to slow down and be more aware 
of the dangers of driving around the narrow school lanes. The Police Officer reported that he felt the ‘Stop and Drop’ was working well and it was a 12-15 minute busy period each day and didn’t feel that there was a dramatic issue.

Speed Limit

It was agreed that the Forum should continue to work on getting the speed limit reduced from 30mph to 20mph around the school area.
