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The Church’s year comes to an end with our celebration of Christ the King on 25th November. Advent Sunday (2nd December) marks the beginning of the New Church Year. At the same time, we in the rural parishes surrounding Cley Hill will look towards the inauguration of the new benefice of The Cley Hill Villages in January 2008.

In a recent conversation, I was reminded about the five marks of mission. These are Tell, Teach, Transform, Tend and Treasure. As the new benefice gets underway, I invite you to consider our shared ministry in terms of those five elements. The five marks may be viewed in a variety of ways; I list some thoughts below.

Tell: the proclamation of the gospel message in words and in deeds.

Teach: the wealth of ways in which the faith may be taught.

Transform: the message proclaimed and taught has the potential for transformation, at an individual and a corporate level.

Tend: the need to look after and care for people and places and the nurturing of spiritual health.

Treasure: valuing our heritage, our traditions and community strengths as the foundations for future growth.

There are many questions to be asked. One of the most important is ‘What can we do best together?’ How can the parishes of the new benefice help one another to be ‘Christ in the world’?  What are the responsibilities we should shoulder and how far do they extend? What skills are there within our communities and how should they be used? It is rather frustrating to discover an increasing range of questions to be faced as we move towards the start of the new benefice. It is in our shared exploration that a vision for the future will take shape.

Changing times and situations may not be easy, but they are times of huge potential and growth. I am reminded of those words of TS Eliot:
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We shall not cease from exploration



And the end of all our exploring



Will be to arrive where we started



And know the place for the first time.

Whatever the outcome the findings will be published in the December issue of the Parish News. I would like to take this opportunity to say a big thank you to all of you who took the time and effort to let me know your views, your input was very helpful. Members of the Upper Deverill Parish Council and Traffic Sub Group will have held a site meeting with representatives from Wiltshire County Council Traffic Service Department at the end of October. The purpose of the meeting was to discuss in detail the various options open to us, based upon the results of the white line survey, and to listen to any advice they may have. Conclusions of this meeting will be included in the next edition.

Having actual photographic evidence of such things as: damage caused by vehicles, e.g. to the Brixton Deverill bridge; congestion through traffic being diverted from the A350, or the unsuitability of the B3095 for HGVs, for instance HGVs meeting at narrow points, all add strength to our case. Some older residents will remember Molly. She lived for many years at Humphrey’s Orchard in Kingston Deverill. She was a leading light of the Women’s Institute and a great friend of the Deverills Cricket Club. She always used to come and support us at home matches for as long as she was able.

Puzzle Tree

The Monkey Puzzle tree in Longbridge Churchyard is looking very sad, could it be that it needs a mate? This piece came from the Times newspaper on 25th September: ‘Puzzle tree seeks partner. An ancient female monkey puzzle tree desperate to produce nuts WLTM a male tree for pollination and companionship. The tree has stood in Ford Park Cemetery, in Plymouth, since the early 1800s and has blossomed for 15 years but needs pollination from a male tree to produce nuts and pass on its genes. Staff at the cemetery are keen to find a mate for the lovelorn tree.’ The Observer book of Trees and Shrubs states the Chile Pine or Monkey Puzzle (Aruacaria araucana) native in Chile is from 80 to 100 feet high. Cylindrical male flowers in cluster about 4 to 5 inches. Female flowers round shape broader at base about 4 inches, scales, winged seed 1.5 inches     enclosed in hard thin shell. Imported around 1820s with the growth of great   gardens at Kew, Chiswick, Chatsworth and Longleat. The age of the tree in Longbridge churchyard at is unknown but no doubt it came from Longleat.
