Fresh Milk at a Fair Price

The Great Milk Debate took place at High House Farm, Corsley on Saturday 28th April, more than 150 people from  Dorset, Somerset and Wiltshire, came to this lively debate. High House Farm is a working dairy farm with a herd of 300 milking cows. The audience included accountants, an auctioneer, dairy equipment representatives, vets, farmers and many local WI members and families. The focus of the discussion was on     economic problems but any solutions also have to include social and environmental issues.

Amy Jackson of the Milk Development Council emphasised the nutritional value of milk, but an increase in demand will not immediately increase the price paid to farmers.

Liz Broadbent of Dairy Crest was thoroughly questioned by members of the audience – she focussed on the business aspects of milk processing perhaps     forgetting that farmers also run businesses and need to make profits for reinvestment David Helliar gave us insight into the life of a dairy farmer – he is one of a    dwindling band of young people still in dairy farming.

John Allen of Kite Consulting widened the debate – although ‘fresh’ milk has to be relatively local, farmers are part of a world market for commodities such as fuel, Soya for feed and powdered milk. Continuing drought in Australia has pushed up the price of milk powder which may increase profits for us but at the expense of others’ misfortune.

We sold more than 140 delicious ‘cowman’s’ lunches and many raffle tickets.  The lunches and the raffle prizes, generously donated, made a wonderful display of local produce. After all expenses had been paid, we were able to send £256.88 to the Royal Agricultural Benevolent Institution.

It was good to talk and have lunch, the accumulative effect of many debates up and down the country has brought ‘Fresh Milk at a Fair Price’ to public notice. Because of the debate, most supermarkets have made small increases in the price paid to farmers. This is just the beginning, can the WI keep the momentum going?

 On Wednesday, 6th June, I had the honour to represent the Deverill Valley and Crockerton W I at the Annual General Meeting in the Albert Hall, London in the presence of 5,000 members. We had put forward a resolution calling on Her Majesty’s Government ‘To stop the closure of Community Hospitals, which provide essential services to local people’. This resolution was voted the most serious out of 68 put forward from WIs throughout the country. The    closures can affect us all. We spent several months researching the issue, helped by medical personnel from all over country. Pepita Smith worked     tirelessly travelling many miles to meetings. It took as many weeks to get the speech as perfect as possible as I only had three minutes to make the very    important points. Mr Duncan Stuart from CHANT (Community Hospitals  Acting Nationally Together) spoke on our behalf, after 15 minutes of questions the vote was taken. We received 6,451 votes in our favour and 65 against, a 99% majority. We were thrilled.

I would like to thank all our members plus county and national advisors, who heard me read and re-read many times and also to Mr & Mrs Birts, who drank many cups of black coffee while tutoring me. Finally a big thank you to Pepita for her wonderful support on both Tuesday and Wednesday in London and to Janet and Sylvia for lunch and their presence at the Albert Hall. The W I will continue to pursue the issue. Please support us.

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Stay Out Stranger

The elderly and vulnerable members of our community are more likely to become victims of doorstep crime. Each year, somewhere in the region of 200 incidents are reported to the police. So, what can you do to help stamp out doorstep crime?

Most of the 260,000+ residential dwellings throughout Wiltshire will be lucky enough never to experience the heartache of a distraction     burglary or bogus caller, however, for those individuals that are subject to this type of crime the consequences can be devastating.

It is important to remember that some people are not always who they claim to be! Many distraction burglars pose as officials from the council or from utility companies and often carry fake identification with them to try and enter your property to steal money or valuables. In other instances bogus gardeners or builders carry out work or repairs and charge extortionate amounts for the work or services provided. 

If a bogus caller knocks at your door offering a ‘too good to be true’ product or service it usually is, so avoid buying from doorstep callers.

Don’t keep large amounts of cash at home and try not to leave      windows and doors unlocked, always use a spy-hole or a window to check the identity of a caller - if you don’t recognise the person calling or if you are not expecting a visitor do not open the door.  

If the opportunity for a distraction burglar or bogus caller to gain   access to your home or to extort money from you is removed you can ensure that you do not become a victim of this crime. 

If you see anything suspicious in your local community please call Wiltshire Police on 0845 408 7000. If you have been a victim of a crime call 999 immediately. 

Remember, you’re safe and secure if they're kept outside your door!
