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The Rector writes: 
[image: image22.wmf]What a tangled web we weave! As I take time to reflect on the current situation in the country and in the church, I feel that is the only conclusion to be drawn. Life seems to become increasingly complicated. Everyone faces challenges of coping with rising prices, problems with supply and demand, and of living sustainably.

One of the issues, of which we have heard much recently, is particularly problematic. The service of blessing, closely modelled on the Prayer Book    marriage service, which took place recently in London of a same sex relationship, hit the headlines with force. Part of the debate centred on how far it was necessary to adhere to the guidelines that the Church has in place. To hear it said – they are only guidelines – produces confusion and muddle when the action that followed appeared to pay little heed to them. Surely guidelines are put in place as a framework for discussion of difficult issues and as a means of finding a solution which doesn’t cause a stumbling block to others. Guidelines may not produce results that all wholeheartedly espouse; compromise is almost inevitable. We may not like them or agree with every one of them, but they are suggested to safeguard the moral code by which we live. The message of the Gospel gets lost in situations of division and polarisation.

As the time of the Lambeth conference approaches, we will hear more of the divisions in both church and society, particularly matters relating to sexuality and leadership. People often say that they wish the Church to be more prescriptive in its views. In the end, it is up to us to live by rules which safeguard society and not weaken it, and to exercise compassion towards those who wish things to be different. There will always be tension between innovation and the preservation of the status quo.

The Gospel message of God’s love and forgiveness is one that we should seek to live out in word and deed. Daring to live differently could be our only option! We may even find the tangle less restricting!

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Finding Sandy

[image: image23.wmf]While travelling home from Salisbury theatre on the evening of Monday 2nd June with Trish Schuler we saw what appeared to be a small deer in the road in front of us. On getting closer we realised it was a dog trotting down the hill towards Monkton Deverill. We followed slowly trying not to alarm the bewildered looking creature. He stopped in a gateway, so we parked a little way off and      approached the dog very slowly. He began to howl and was obviously terrified. We saw a small red plastic bowl and surmised this had probably contained food to encourage him out of a vehicle before the owners had driven off. After a few minutes we decided to continue on home to get food, water and a lead, returning with our husbands, now dressed in waterproof clothing and wellies as it had started to rain! The poor bedraggled dog was still sitting in the gateway just waiting for someone to come. By the torch light we could see he was a young lurcher, emaciated and in a poor state. He gobbled down the food and drank the water we had brought - he was obviously ravenously hungry and very thirsty. We crouched nearby and spoke softly to him and gradually he began to calm down and realised we were not going to hurt him. After half and hour or so we managed to slip a lead over his head and with a bit of gentle encouragement he climbed into the back of the car. Once we got home we bedded him down in the garage on a soft pile of dust sheets and a blanket. He slept all night, without a murmur, probably exhausted by the previous evening’s experience.

Although we had contacted the police when he was on the road, once he was no longer a traffic hazard we were advised to contact the Dog Warden via the District Council, which we did the next morning. The Warden arrived and when we recounted the story he confirmed our suspicions that the dog had probably been abandoned; he had no collar or micro chip. He advised us to give him a name, we chose Sandy because of the colour of his coat, this would help procedures when the Warden took him to the Bath Cats and Dogs Home to be looked after. Sandy went happily with the Warden in his van, now rested and having had a good breakfast! 

Later in the week Trish and I went to visit him at his new temporary home and were delighted to find him looking well groomed, happy and already putting on weight. No one had come forward with any claim for Sandy but the staff were confident that after the assessment process was complete he will be quickly rehomed. In fact, a couple had already put their name down on the list for him after they had visited the centre. All new owners are carefully vetted and we felt confident that Sandy will soon have a new loving home. 

We were all shocked that people could be so callous as to abandon such a beautiful and gentle young dog and were dismayed to be told by the Warden that there are over 200 such cases on his ‘patch’ each year. If you are looking for a new dog, cat, rabbit, guinea pig, etc why not consider visiting the Bath Cats and Dogs Home (01225 787321) at Claverton Down in Bath and give one of the animals there a new start and a loving home?

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Threat to Rural Dispensing Practices

The Department of Health have recently published a Pharmacy Whitepaper, in which they suggest that they would like to end the dispensing of drugs directly from doctors’ surgeries. This flies in the face of advice given to them by the Office of Fair Trading that they should open up competition in the provision of pharmaceutical supplies. Not only will this be inconvenient for dispensing patients, who will have to go and queue at the chemist, but it will remove a significant proportion of small rural practices’ income with the likelihood of a reduction in the services that they are able to offer in the future. They have offered a thirteen week consultation period over the summer recess and I would urge anyone who may be affected by this to write to their MP, Dr Andrew Murrison, Houses of Parliament.

Traffic Check

We want to thank all the volunteers who helped with the Traffic Check which took place at Monkton Deverill on 2nd June, from 7.00 am until 9.00 pm, and especially Colin Smith who made his garage available, as our base. We are still analysing the results in detail and expect to have a record of traffic by class of    vehicle, in each direction, during each hour, but in the meantime here are some of the highlights.

Almost 700 vehicles were recorded passing in each direction during the period, of which cars totalled over 500. Interestingly not a single motorcycle or horse rider was recorded during the period. During the morning, there was a definite tidal flow from Mere towards Warminster with a peak number of 83 vehicles of all classes between 8.00 and 9.00 am. This was repeated, but in the return direction from Warminster, with 86 vehicles between 5.00 and 6.00 pm. Of all vehicles noted, the observers considered just over a third of the total were exceeding the 30 mph speed limit and noted that this speeding occurred throughout the day. Fortunately HGVs were not in great force but of those recorded, there were double the number travelling from Mere than from the Warminster direction. This may indicate the new sign at Longbridge is helping reduce HGVs from that direction.

We are advised that a similar study was made approximately 12 years ago at Monkton by the Parish Council and are trying to locate the results for comparison; if anyone has any information on this please contact any UDPC Traffic Sub Group member. We are also trying to establish if there is any data that the County Highways can make available to us. The UDPC Traffic Sub Group will be studying the results to see how best we can use them to ensure the Police continue to    monitor speeds and also that Wiltshire County Council, as the highways authority, continue to plan and provide the most suitable traffic management systems for our local roads.

The Farmyard Picnic Café – Gold Hill Organic Farm, Child Okeford, Dorset

This month’s ‘Where have you been?’ is a bit different. The Farmyard Picnic Cafeˊ is set in a farmyard with views of the beautiful Hambledon Hill. When the farm’s cattle go out to pasture for the summer the yard is transformed into a cafe, with an eclectic mix of tables under gazebos with odd chairs and straw bales to sit on. It is nevertheless wonderfully comfortable and relaxed. The food is truly excellent and cooked to order – no microwaves! Everything is made using good quality ingredients – mainly local and organic but also Fairtrade ingredients. They do gluten-free and had no difficulties coping with my ‘no cows’ milk’ requirements. They are open from April till October, Wednesday to Sunday. On Sundays they do an all day brunch, with free corkage and as it’s outside you can also take your dog! In the farmyard are also a variety of small shops - one sells interesting bric-a-brac, another sells soft furnishing items, soaps, candles etc; there is an organic shop selling food and skin creams and even a small art gallery. I thought it was a real treat and I recommend you check it out. For more information look at the Hidden Dorset website (www.hiddendorset.org.).

This is going to be re-located from another school, there will be more details about it in the Governor’s Newsletter in August.

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Crockerton Forum 

Following the June edition of the Parish Newsletter, I’m pleased to be able to bring you some updates on the progress of the Crockerton Forum. Our first meeting was held on 14th May, and by the time you read this our second meeting (due 25th June) will also have happened. Thanks go to Dean at the Bath Arms for hosting us!

The first meeting was very useful in that we agreed the overall aims of the Forum, as well as looking at how we would define ‘having been successful’.  Specifically in relation to traffic management, our initial aim is a 30% reduction in traffic. We had some great ideas brought to the table with a good mix of short term and long term suggestions. We have already started work on some of those ideas, which include:

· Further investigation on improving the amount of car sharing
· Alternative places to park for end of day collection
· Removing staff cars from the road
In terms of alternative places to park we have undertaken a pilot scheme involving parking in Broadmead Lane rather than immediately outside the school. We will be discussing the feedback from the pilot at our meeting on 25th June.  

In relation to removing staff cars from the road, we should – subject to planning permission – see this happen in the next few months. By taking a small amount of the playground area, the school can accommodate all the staff cars off-road, which should go some way to improving traffic flow making it easier for all concerned.

Another area that we wanted to look at immediately was that of communication. I’m pleased to say that we’ve agreed, in conjunction with the Parochial Church Council (thank you to them!), for the Crockerton School ‘Governors Newsletter’ to be distributed alongside the Parish News to the residents of Crockerton. So, all being well, expect to see that as an insert to your Parish News in August, December and April! We’re also looking at websites, and work is ongoing, so again further news on this in future editions. Don’t forget that for ‘School News’, the school website is www.crockerton.wilts.sch.uk

Two other things to mention in terms of traffic management. Did you know that the school operates two very successful schemes in the morning, staffed by parent   volunteers? One scheme is the ‘Walking Bus’ which encourages children to walk to school, and the other is ‘Stop and Drop’. The latter encourages parents to operate a ‘one-way’ system in the morning, coming up Potters Hill and then briefly stopping at the top of Broadmead Lane, from where their children are escorted to the school gates. Parents then drive down Broadmead Lane and left along Clay Street. 

That’s about it in terms of news from the Forum at the moment, except again to thank all the people who have volunteered to take part. 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Nature Notes

The garden has been full of young birds recently. The most obvious are the   starlings with their incessant calling, following the parent birds about pestering for food. We have lots of young greenfinches and goldfinches. Young goldfinches don’t have red on their heads like the adults and can be confused with greenfinches or chaffinches, but they are smaller and have the black and white spotted feature on their closed wings when viewed from behind.

We have also seen young house sparrows and tree sparrows, robins, dunnocks, blue tits and long-tailed tits. But despite knowing that we had two boxes in the garden with great tits nesting in them, I haven’t actually seen a young great tit. I am hoping that I have just missed them and that they didn’t succumb to the period of wet and cold that we had. We have had a young great spotted woodpecker in the garden recently, visiting with the female parent bird. You can tell a youngster from an adult as it has a red patch on the top of its head, a red crown is the technical term.  

Our swallows in the garage have successfully fledged their first brood of three. The parents are very protective of them and make a tremendous commotion if you loiter near the garage for too long and even swoop down at you in a threatening manner. I think that they may be more protective than usual as we have had a visit from a hobby recently and have stepped up their guard. Our house martins have been rebuilding the nests and I have found broken egg shells out on the patio underneath them, so things are on the move. I think that we have three active nests, down considerably from last year when we had eight. There seems to be a lack of young blackbirds in the garden. We usually see and hear youngsters on a regular basis but this year they have been absent. There is still time as like robins, starlings, sparrows, swallows and house martins they will have several broods in a year.

The grass has been cut for silage in the last week and we can see the hares again. We went for a walk this morning and saw three sitting out on the stubble. Shortly after it was cut I was lucky enough to see a doe with a fawn right on the edge of the field. The fawn was very young and not that steady on its legs, I watched while it suckled before they settled down for a ‘siesta’. We’ve seen the doe several times since but not the fawn. I am sure it is the doe with the fawn as she runs off to a safe distance and then stops to watch where we are  going, looking back to where she came from and where she left the fawn in deep cover of vegetation. If she had not left the fawn behind she would keep running and without looking back. We avoid the area she came from so that she can return when we are out of sight. Since the grass was cut we have also seen more curlew, who breed in this area every year but spend most of their time on the farms west of us.
