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The Rector writes:

On ‘Thought for the Day’ one morning recently, I heard Elaine Storkey speak about the economics of enough.  She was speaking about the increase in inflation and about price rises that impact on us all.   Food and fuel prices seem to have taken on a life of their own; none of us can have failed to notice that our weekly spending is not buying quite as much as it did just a few weeks ago.

Interestingly, at about the same time as the comments outlined above were broadcast, other statistics were being issued.  In the main, this was to do with the amount of waste we discard, especially of foodstuffs, because we have purchased more than we need.  Because we can store items so easily, we bulk buy without much thought.  When items are old or in need of repair, we tend to discard them rather than repair them.  Society has lost the skill and the will it once had to mend and to make do.  Is our ‘throw away’ attitude coming back to haunt us?
The images of the dramatic and horrific natural disasters (cyclone and earthquake) of recent weeks bring home to us in graphic ways how fortunate we are, in spite of the rising prices.  [image: image7.wmf]Many people across the world have nothing and the little they might have had has been lost.

I like the phrase the ‘economics of enough’.  If we make and mend, avoid waste and the ‘throw away’ mentality into which we seem to be drawn, there is hope that justice and fairness and a more equitable sharing of the world’s resources will prevail.  Even tiny changes start with us! It won’t be easy, and nor is it a quick fix.  Recycle, use free-cycle, and/or charities such as The Trussell Trust as a better way to dispose of unwanted goods.

I suppose that above all, an adjustment in mindset is the most pressing requirement if the situation is to improve; and even then it may be a long time before an improvement is noticed.  Christ set an example of generosity.  We see it when he instructs the disciples to gather up what was left after the feeding of the 5,000.   Collect up what remains, the disciples were told.  Let nothing be wasted.

Perhaps we too should take up that challenge.

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Update on Traffic Issues
Weight Restriction

Some of you may be aware that Wiltshire County Council (WCC) is considering placing a 7.5t weight restriction on a number of roads in our area, one of these being the B3095.  It must be stressed that this is only a plan at this stage and the proposal will have to be sent out to affected communities to enable individuals and Parish Councils to comment.  It is anticipated that the earliest date we will have an opportunity to comment on the plan will be July/August.  Upper Deverills Parish Council has approached a number of neighbouring Parish Councils to determine whether they are interested in drafting a co-ordinated response, as this is likely to have a greater influence on WCC’s decision making process than individual Parish Councils replying separately.   

B3095 Traffic Survey

The survey is planned for June in Monkton Deverill and is being co-ordinated by Albert Lee who will shortly confirm the date.  If you have not yet volunteered but would like to participate then please contact Albert on 844759.

HGV Advisory Sign in Mere

WCC was approached at the beginning of the year to consider placing an advisory HGV sign at the Mere end of the B3095, mirroring the one currently in Longbridge, which advises HGVs not to use the B3095.  WCC intend to review the road signage at the A303/B3095 junction over the next couple of weeks to decide whether, in their view, an HGV advisory sign is necessary.  We will continue to press for a sign.
White Lining the B3095

The contractors responsible for painting white lines have been approached to confirm when they will implement the plan agreed for the B3095 between WCC, the Upper Deverills and Crockerton & Longbridge Parish Councils.  We are still awaiting a response but will continue to press WCC and the contractor for a date.

Temporary Electronic Speed Signs

On your travels around the county you may have noticed temporary speed signs on the side of the road that give you a digital read out of your speed.  The purpose of these devices is to make drivers more aware of their speed so that they are more likely to comply with local speed restrictions.  The UDPC are attempting to borrow such a device for use on the B3095, however this may also be of interest to those living in the Crockerton & Longbridge area. 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Upper Deverills Annual Parish Meeting

The meeting held on 14th May in the Upper Deverills hall was attended by the Parish Council and some members of the public.  The Chairman welcomed two new councillors Sara Fagan and Robin Greenwood who replace Mike Beilby and Richard Munro, both of whom were thanked for their valuable service to the community; Jacqueline Smith, the clerk, was also thanked for her invaluable work.  The chairman gave her annual report stating there had been six meetings during the year and such items as traffic issues, planning, parish plan, among others were discussed.  The financial report followed and then representatives from village groups, the Upper Deverills Hall, PCC, Thursday Group, Community Emergency Officer, Neighbourhood Watch also gave reports.  There was some discussion regarding the traffic survey, use of speed cameras and restriction of heavy good vehicles in the valley.  A full copy of the minutes can be found on the Parish notice boards.

Neighbourhood Policing Team

Our NPT is now up to strength with PC Phillip Bridge as manager and a new Police Community Support Officer Ian Owen, both of whom live locally.  Wiltshire Constabulary are now using Neighbourhood Tasking Group meetings, representing stakeholders such as Parish Councils and Neighbourhood Watch to develop their plans for all Neighbourhood Police Teams including our team of Phillip and Ian.  At a recent NTG Phillip responded to the results of the survey conducted by N Watch in Monkton Deverill by using the top three issues in the survey of heavy traffic, speeding and fly tipping identified in the survey as his priorities for the next 12 months.  Crime continues to be low in our area with most incidents being of a minor but nevertheless important nature, such as thefts from gardens although there have been several more serious thefts from farms of machinery, fencing and gates.  As a result Phillip and Ian are looking into restarting the Farmwatch Scheme, so any farmers or landowners are asked to contact them to register.  If any resident sees any suspicious persons or vehicles please tell the Police by calling 0845 408 7000.

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Nature Notes

The hedgerows are lined with cow parsley, the trees and bushes are covered in bright new green leaves and the rape is now in flower.  The rain and then the really high temperature for this time of the year have caused an even greater flush of growth than usual.  This morning though we have awoken to much cooler weather and welcome rain.  I hope that this change will not cause chilling in the nest of chicks.  I know that we have great tits in the box on the Scots pine opposite the kitchen window, and judging by the increase in feeding activity the chicks have hatched, so I’m a little concerned for their welfare.

We have now got house martins back and repairing a damaged nest, but only one pair that we can be sure of.  Last year we had about eight active nests and we know that they managed to raise broods successfully so we were hoping for a good return this year.  The pair that we have back were late arriving, so maybe we will still get some more.  With the dry weather we’ve been having, mud was in short supply for nest building so we have been filling a puddle in the yard for them which they have been using readily     together with the swallows.  Swallow numbers appear to be good here.  Ah, make that 2 pairs of house martins; sitting in the office typing this I’ve just heard and seen another pair looking at a nest! Swifts have now returned and I’ve seen them hunting over the fields and in towns.  I love to hear their screaming and watch them chasing one another.  They have to get on with reproducing quickly as they will leave our shores during August.  They do not need mud for their nests as they go into holes in buildings under roofs and once used, they become traditional and the birds come back year after year to exactly the same hole.  Therefore swifts tend to be associated with old     buildings, especially churches; destruction of nest sites during re-development of old properties and renewal of roofs is a serious problem for this species.  We have also seen a pair of hobbies in the wood above Shearwater.

Hare numbers have continued to be good and regularly we see ten or more, but now the grass is growing fast they are becoming more difficult to spy.  They are beautiful animals and I never tire in watching them.  The roe does will soon be having their fawns.  They often have twins and will hide them in deep cover.  If you should come across a fawn leave it well alone as once touched by human hands the fawn will be rejected by the doe.  Our lawn is beginning to resemble a rugby pitch as the badgers dig for cock chafer (may bug) larvae.  The joys of living in the country no good wanting a bowling green lawn! We have noticed more badger digging around the farm and perhaps this points to an increase in their numbers.  The cubs should be     coming above ground by now and damper weather will be good for digging worms.
