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The Rector writes:

I often notice how particular themes appear in various guises and in quite different places within a short space of time.  One such of which I have been particularly aware of late is ‘childhood’.   

I look back on my own childhood with great fondness.  It was a time of security, and of discovery about the world and about myself.  I am sure there were anxieties from time to time, but issues were explored and resolved among family, at school and church.  Games were simpler, imagination flourished, freedom and independence beckoned.  For example, I recall being able to walk in the local forest safe in the care of slightly older neighbouring children.  I was fortunate.

When I think of childhood today, I am aware of huge differences.  The lens through which I look is coloured by my experiences as a school governor, and with my grandchildren.  Generally material wealth is greater now, so children have access to more.  The advances in technology are as obvious in children’s games as in all other areas of life.  No longer is it necessary to ‘make do’; something new is available at relatively low cost.  But in spite of the differences that we might choose to list, families still do things together.  Fun and laughter are still around.

Whatever our experience of childhood, it is important to recognise just how much our early years influence the people we become.  There will always be a debate about nature and nurture, but how we see ourselves as adults must surely be closely linked to childhood experiences.  The danger is that we are tempted to see the past through rose-coloured-glasses.  We have to live ‘now!’ Identifying and valuing the things that are really important may be the best legacy we give our children today.

During Lent, we have the opportunity to explore more deeply our relationship with God and to come to a better understanding of who we are.  Of course, we are the same people we always were, but the exciting thing is that our identity is always in the process of change.  Hopefully, that awareness enables an understanding that whoever and whatever we are, we are valuable in God’s sight.  And that is the message of Lent, Holy Week and Easter, that God gave his Son to show his love for the world.

Fairtrade Fortnight 22nd February - 7th March

[image: image10.wmf]For Fairtrade Fortnight we are asking people to join us in The Big Swap.  We will be asking you to swap your usual stuff for Fairtrade stuff.  This means that every time you go shopping, you can make a difference.  This is a small but great step to making the world a fairer place.  Two billion people - a third of humanity - survive on less than $2 a day.  Fairtrade believes that developing world producers should control their own lives by getting a better deal for the work they do.  For instance, Côte d’Ivoire is famous for its high quality cocoa.  It is also one of the world’s poorest countries, suffering from both political and financial instability.  Illiteracy rates are as high as 95% in some areas and this is coupled with inadequate and distant health clinics.  Poorly maintained roads and few villages with electricity, means that for cocoa farmers, supporting a family is difficult.  The 6,000 cocoa farmers of the Daloa region who belong to the Kavokiva co-operative (Fairtrade certified in 2004) are gradually turning this around, inspiring others to join the Fairtrade system too.  With their sales of Fairtrade cocoa growing, thanks to commitments from         companies such as Nestlé, which buys cocoa for its Kit Kat bars from Kavokiva, the farmers are able to invest in the things they need most, benefitting the 6,000 members of the co-operative and the whole community.   There are three new wells with motor pumps, and a new health centre in the town of Gonate.  Kavokiva also gives scholarships to members’ children so they can attend school and has funded new schools in remote areas.  There is financial security in long term commitments from companies such as Nestlé and Percol helping farmers to plan their budgets for the year ahead. The parish will be marking Fairtrade Fortnight within our Morning Worship Service at 10.30 am on Sunday 7th March at Longbridge Deverill, please come and join us and sample some Fairtrade products.

A303 closure
As a result of a very heavy increase in traffic on the B3095 and Hindon Road, following closure of the A303 on 15th February, a meeting was called with the Police, Wiltshire Council and the A303 Contractors to determine how the situation might be improved.  The following was discussed:
HGV Barrier at Mere.  A barrier/chicane could be placed on the B3095 by the A303 bridge at Mere (London/Andover A303 slip road) to prevent articulated lorries gaining access to the B3095.  This would also catch articulated lorries travelling from Longbridge Deverill.  A barrier can only be put at one end of the B3095 so that articulated lorries requiring genuine access (milk tankers, grain lorries) can do so.     Following the meeting, the Contractor looked at the proposed site and said it would not be possible to erect a barrier on safety grounds, but they will improve the weight restriction signage adding further signs to get the message across.  
Closure of the Hindon Road.  We requested permission to close the Hindon Road to prevent any further deterioration to its condition and also for safety reasons.  Barriers have been put in position after consultation with local residents and farmers.

Traffic Lights at Brixton Deverill.  Concern for the safety of road and non road users at pinch points along the B3095, such as the Brixton Deverill bridge and the narrow section east of the Kingston Deverill Village Hall were raised; because the bridge has been damaged before, traffic regulations make it easier to place traffic lights there.  Lights should have been in place by Monday 22nd February, their impact on traffic flow will be closely monitored to confirm continued use and the feasibility of placing a set near the Village Hall, assuming traffic regulations permit this.
Policing Speeding and the 7.5t Weight Restriction.  The Police have adopted a 'corporate' approach to policing speeding and the 7.5t restriction with the Neighbourhood Team linking up with County Police.  The plan has been to step up the patrols along the B3095.  The patrols are equipped to deal with both HGV offenders and speeding vehicles.  The Police were asked to confirm what policing effort we can routinely expect to see on the B3095 during the A303 closure.  In addition we are attempting to procure speed monitors and arrange additional visits by the Police Radar Speed Bike.

Temporary road closure B3095

Wiltshire Council give notice of the closure of B3095 at Monkton Deverill from its junction with Hindon Road in a northerly direction for approximately 250 metres.  Also temporary suspension of the weight restriction on B3089, East Knoyle; between a point 135m west of its junction with the A350 and a point 175m east of its junction with the A303.  This is to enable British Telecom to replace overhead wires, with suitable diversions; Southbound Alternative Route: Via B3095 Brixton Deverill - A350 Lords Hill - B3089 East Knoyle - A303 Mere - B3095 Kingston Deverill.  Northbound Alternative Route: Via B3095 Kingston Deverill - A303 Mere / West Knoyle - A350 Pertwood / Lords Hill - B3095 Brixton Deverill.  Traffic signs will indicate the closure and weight limit suspension during the works period of 5 days between 9.30 am and 3.30 pm. Holistic Voice Therapy

For thousands of years humans have used sound in different ways to transform to different emotional states of mind.  The rhythmic drumbeats that take people into heightened states of awareness or the soothing melody of lute, harp or various wind instruments are good examples of this.

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Recipe of the Month

Oven baked Risotto with Mushrooms

This easy to make risotto is a good choice for entertaining or a busy family as it eliminates the need for constant stirring.  The result is creamy and moist.  Serves 4-6

Ingredients:

4 tbsp olive oil

400 grms/ 14oz large field mushrooms – thickly sliced

115 grms / 4 oz thick cut smoky bacon – diced

1 large onion – finely chopped

2 garlic cloves – finely chopped
350 grms / 12 oz Arborio (risotto) rice

1.2 litres / 2 pts chicken stock – simmering

2 tbsp chopped flat-leaf parley

80 grms / 3 oz freshly-grated Parmesan cheese, plus extra for sprinkling

Salt and pepper

Method

1. Heat 2 tablespoons of the oil in a large frying pan over high heat.  Add the mushrooms and stir-fry for 2-3 minutes until golden.  Transfer to plate.
2. Add bacon to the pan and cook until crisp.  Transfer to plate with mushrooms.
3. Heat remaining oil in a heavy based saucepan or oven proof casserole dish.  Add onion and cook until it softens.  Add garlic and rice and cook, stirring, for 2 minutes until the rice is well coated with oil.
4. Gradually stir the stock into the rice, add the mushroom and bacon mixture and parsley.   Season with salt and pepper.  Bring to the boil.
5. If using a saucepan – remove from heat and transfer to casserole.
6. Cover and bake in a preheated oven at 180Cº / 350Fº Gas mark 4 for about 20 minutes until the rice is almost tender and most of the liquid absorbed.  Uncover and stir in the Parmesan cheese.  Continue to bake for about 15 minutes longer until the rice is tender but still firm to the bite.  Serve with extra Parmesan    sprinkled on top.

Longbridge Deverill Parish Rainfall for 2009

The rainfall measurements from the catchment area reveal 2009 as a slightly drier year than 2008.  I took measurements from three sites, and produced an average figure of 38.42 inches for 2009.  The driest month was September when only 0.69 inches were recorded.  The wettest month was November with 8.5 inches recorded.

2009 rainfall average 38.42 inches

2008 rainfall average 42.58 inches

2007 rainfall average 39.31 inches

When I moved to Longbridge Deverill 40 plus years ago, I was told the average rainfall for the parish was 38 inches, so I think the above figures prove there is little change.  If there are any other weather watchers out there with a rain gauge please get in touch.  Perhaps Crockerton School would like to do a weather project.

Nature Notes

It seems as if spring is on hold at the moment waiting for the temperature to rise and the days to lengthen.  Winter does not want to go away.  There are signs that spring is coming; the snowdrops have pushed their way through and are a delight to see and other bulbs are coming up.  On slightly warmer days, when the sun has come out, the birds are definitely beginning to sing.  I’ve heard a songthrush close by, and up in the woods a mistlethrush.  I have also heard great tits and chaffinches too and, of course, the robin and blackbird.  But none of the birds are calling on a regular basis at the moment realizing that the time for breeding is a way off and the priority is to feed and survive this cold winter.

Some birds have made steps in preparation for spring when it does finally arrive.   Instead of the party of long-tailed tits that we had coming through the garden we now seem to just have one pair visiting the peanuts and fat balls on a regular basis; I assume the resident pair.  At least I hope that is what has happened and that the other members of the party have not succumbed to the cold.  Long-tailed tits are not hole nesters but nest builders, building an amazing structure from woven moss, cobwebs and hair, lined with feathers and decorated on the surface with lichens which help towards camouflage.  The nest is incredibly elastic and about six inches tall and four inches in diameter, with the entrance hole in the side near the top.  I remember seeing one in the top of a hedge on the Somerset Levels when we were on an RSPB walk.  It was quite conspicuous as there were no leaves on the hedge, it being only February.

The badgers in the lane have been busy changing their bedding in preparation for the birth of their cubs.  Most cubs are born during February and it will be April before they go above ground.  I have started to see more hares in the fields.  Today I counted five.  They sit crouched down in their forms and can be so easily missed.  Once you get your ‘eye in’ they are more obvious but I am always surprised how they can seem to disappear when you glance away from the spot.  Soon they will be chasing around and behaving like mad March hares, a sight I never tire of.

I have been seeing little egrets up at the top of the farm often flying towards Shearwater and the other day I counted seven in amongst the cattle on the farm next door.  It would not surprise me if soon little egrets were breeding near Shearwater, indeed, they may already have done so.  Not so long ago seeing a little egret was a rarity, now they are almost commonplace.

River Wylye

With regard to the river Wylye, I regret that long term records showing the water height and flow of the river are not available for people of the parish to see.   Observations by me, mainly based on ‘how far up my wellies’ the water is, tells me that the river is a good few inches lower than it used to be.  In my opinion, the water height reduction is caused by the year after year relentless extraction from the aquifers, below the river, by Wessex Water to provide a water supply to the towns south and west of this parish.  The river Wylye is such an important feature to the area, the time is well overdue for records to be published.

The Deverill River Report

Two years ago, in a brief article for the Parish News I described the way the Environment Agency (EA) and Wessex Water protect a major source of Public Water   Supply (PWS) at the Deverill (Wylye) river between Brixton Deverill and its source above Kingston Deverill.  Water is pumped from aquifers below the river and is especially valued as it is of high quality requiring minimal treatment.  Millions of   litres are removed daily at Brixton Deverill into a pipeline feeding Dorset and Somerset, but this ‘export’ of water has long caused environmentalists concern.

I also mentioned that an EU directive had just been issued calling for all abstraction licences to be reviewed, especially for those in Special Areas of Conservation (SAC), such as the Hampshire Avon and its tributaries the river Wylye, or Deverill.  The review was to establish the environmental effect of such abstraction and, in particular, on low river flows and to put in place measures to correct any such damage.

After two years of study and consultation it has now been generally agreed there is evidence that low flows on the Wylye, and another Hampshire Avon tributary the Bourne, result in part from excessive abstraction: that low flows on these two important chalk streams damage the many unique forms of riverine life they support.  These low flows encourage silt, reduce oxygen levels and weed growth, all of which severely impact plant, insect and fish life.

The EA is currently deliberating on this, but is expected to issue instructions to Wessex Water to substantially reduce abstraction on the Wylye and Bourne.  Consequently Wessex Water is planning to reduce abstraction at Brixton Deverill and lower downriver at Codford and on the Bourne, East of Salisbury.

Wessex Water is to compensate for this loss of PWS by extending its water grid serving the North and West of Wiltshire.  This grid will then be used to pump water from large gravel pits at Blashford near Ringwood to the North and West of Wiltshire and to interconnect with Dorset and Somerset.  The water levels in these pits will be maintained by pumping from the nearby Hampshire Avon, at peak flow in Spring and Winter.   The extended grid will also allow water to be blended from different sources and reduce the risk of interruption to PWS throughout the Wessex Water area.

Residents with memories of last winter’s floods in the Deverills need not be concerned as it is unlikely water levels locally will rise as a result of this reduced abstraction, in the winter or spring.  Any increase in level will be modest and is unlikely to be noticeable except at times of peak demand for water, which occurs in the Summer when river levels are traditionally low.  Additionally, with less abstraction it is probable that the Stream Support at Kingston and Brixton Deverill which is used now in Summer to maintain minimum flow in the river, will be curtailed.

The reductions will occur after the grid extension and works at Blashford are completed in around 5 years.  Environmentalists have long argued that abstraction should occur lower down in rivers and not at the source.  All round this is good news for the riverine environment and may allow our beautiful local river to return, in part, to some of its former glory.  But, please keep in mind that when you turn on taps the water comes from either a river or source of ground water and don’t be wasteful.
