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18th September was the date of a ‘mini invasion’! 

Did you see it?  Did you know about it? Were you there?

The band of marchers on the Christian Aid ‘Cut the Carbon’ march came to Warminster. This march is the longest protest march in history I’m told. The march began in Belfast, Northern Ireland. The route has taken the marchers to Scotland, through northern England and the Midlands, into Wales, and this part of the south west of England. At the gathering in St. Denys Church, many of us were privileged to hear what the marchers had to say. Their enthusiasm and commitment were passionate.

The stories from some of the poorer countries in the world were indeed humbling. As the rich west produces carbon in large amounts, the effects are felt in poor countries. Extremes of climate, increased flooding more frequent than the usual seasonal expectations, long periods of drought, failed rains, the dangers of increased salination are among some of the ways the poor suffer. Our carbon footprint does impact here but in less noticeable ways than in the third world.

Some of you who are reading this will by now are thinking ‘I’ve heard all this before and what has it to do with me? There is nothing I can do which will make any difference.’ WRONG! It is also easy to question whether the small things   individuals can do are worth doing at all, because the impact seems small. WRONG AGAIN! We must act! The challenge comes in my opinion when we read statements like:

‘If you do not change, you will get to where you’re heading!’ and ‘Forget about making poverty history, climate change will make it permanent.’

At this time of Harvest Festivals, we are conscious of the great variety of our food, of the blessings of creation, and of the beauty of the area of the country in which we live. Being able to buy imported goods from so many places in the world blinds us to the seasons and food associated with each one. We have lost the anticipation of summer fruits, or the first broad beans. Perhaps it is a case of familiarity breeding contempt! This year as we celebrate Harvest Festival, I ask that as well as our thanksgivings and our collection of goods for the Trussell Trust, we determine to do all we can to reduce our own carbon footprint and to support Christian Aid in challenging the UK government to institute a strict     carbon budget and to provide sources of renewable energy to poor communities.

After all the earth is the Lord’s and all that is in it, may we treat it with great care! (For more information see the Christian Aid News).

News from Dr Francesca Elloway 

Francesca runs Christian Mission Society Health Centres in the Democratic Republic of the Congo. At present her Administrator, Baba, is in Kampala on an administration course which is hard for him as it is in English. Ezati’s daughter has given birth to a daughter, (he supervises the co-ordination of the medical team). But sadly another nurse, Drazi, has lost a second son from tetanus.
The highlight for Francesca has been to get out with Ezati and Oscar into the villages to teach malaria awareness and give out mosquito nets for which she has received some funding. Another encouragement has been to visit two villages that suffered in the war to speak to the chiefs and encourage them to help with health in the community. The result has been that without outside funding they are having new centres built. Let us pray that peace may be maintained.
A full text of Francesca’s letter can be found in Longbridge and Kingston churches. In the meantime Francesca is having some well earned leave in this country, during which she will receive her OBE. Her final message is from   Thessalonians: ‘May our Lord Jesus Christ himself and God our Father, who loved us and by his grace gave us eternal encouragement and good hope, encourage your hearts and strengthen you in every good deed and word.’

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Wiltshire school chosen for key school support role

[image: image18.wmf]The headteacher and staff at Sutton Veny CE Primary School have been selected for a top role providing support for other schools. Sutton Veny is one of only 60 across the country to be        designated as a National Support School (NSS) by the National College for School   Leadership (NCSL) this September, with the headteacher appointed into the       prestigious role of National Leader of Education (NLE). The scheme, which follows the success of the first round of NLEs/NSS, appointed in 2006-07, will see Christine Folker who has been headteacher at Sutton Veny for 20 years, and the staff team, given an important role in supporting and challenging schools.

NLEs use the staff’s success and professionalism as school leaders, to provide additional leadership capacity to other schools. They also have access to Government Ministers to advise on education policy, and have responsibility for helping to grow the next generation of NLEs and National Support Schools. Many of the schools involved in the scheme last year saw improvements in exam results at both the support and client schools.

The NCSL received 116 applications for this second round of leaders. The appointment of this group brings the national total to 125. Toby Salt, NCSLs Strategic Director of School Leadership Development said: “I am truly excited that this fantastic programme is going to be expanded. It delivers quick, tangible results to pupils, and provides Local Authorities with an additional resource to call upon, in their commitment to raising standards in schools. I would like to extend my congratulations to Sutton Veny CE Primary School for being selected for this position, and my thanks in anticipation for the improvements that the staff team will no doubt bring about for the children, with our support.”

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Road Safety Issues 

Longbridge Deverill to Mere road (B3095) ‘White lines or not?’

The Upper Deverills Parish Council has set up a small working group (Ranald Blue, Albert Lee & Jamie Williams) to look at road safety issues affecting the B3095 Longbridge Deverill to Mere road. The specific issues being studied by the working group are: speeding, use by HGVs and the safety of other user groups, i.e. walkers, cyclists and riders.

The purpose of the work is to look at each of the above issues and propose potential solutions. The end result will be the production of a traffic plan detailing the way forward in resolving our traffic concerns. Clearly the plan cannot be produced in isolation and we will be engaging with a number of other organisations including Wiltshire County Council and in particular Longbridge Deverill and Mere Parish Councils. Once the traffic plan has been drafted it will be made available to you for comment.

In the short term one measure that is open to us, which could have an impact on average speeds, is not to replace the white lines on the B3095 following its recent re-surfacing. Trials have shown that when the centre white lines are removed drivers have to work out for themselves which part of the road is ‘theirs’, with the result that they tend to drive more cautiously. The corollary is that when white lines are present the onus on the driver to work out his/her lane is removed, with the consequence that average speeds tend to increase. As an aside another potential benefit of removing the centre white lines is that it will give the B3095 more of an appearance of a country road rather than a main road, and therefore may discourage some users.

Wiltshire County Council has confirmed that we do have a say on whether we want the centre white lines reapplied on the B3095 and are waiting for the Upper Deverills Parish Council to get back to them with a consolidated view.  Therefore, the main purpose of this article is to seek your views on whether you wish the white lines to be replaced or to leave the road ‘lineless’ in an effort to reduce vehicle speeds. The only white lines over which we have no say are those that designate junctions or hazards, such as the bend by Kingston Deverill Church and the one further up the hill. Your input into the decision on white lines is important and on behalf of the Upper Deverills Parish Council I would like to hear your views.

It could be in the future we may wish to carry out a traffic survey in the valley and it would be good to know if you would like to take part in it. Therefore, could you please let me know, either by telephone - 841374 or by email – theblues@uk2.net with a yes or no to white lines on the B3095 by 21st October and secondly whether you would like to take part in a possible traffic survey.

This is your opportunity to influence a local issue so please take the time to express your opinion.

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Rook Lane Chapel Arts

This Autumn there is a rich programme of pop art and jazz from a variety of internationally acclaimed performers and artists at the Rook Lane Chapel. In the year of a major retrospective at the Liverpool Tate, and forty years since his famous design for the cover of Sergeant Pepper’s Lonely Hearts Club Band, Rook Lane Chapel is presenting the work of Peter Blake, one of Britain’s most loved and respected pop-artists, a bit closer to home. Although most famous as part of the 1960s London pop-art scene, Blake was for several years resident in nearby Wellow, where he founded the Brotherhood of Ruralists in the 1970s. His daughter Daisy attended Frome College, where there was quite a pop-art influence in the art department of the time as a result. 

Alphabet, a national touring exhibition from the Hayward Gallery, consists of 26 screen prints created by Blake in 1991 illustrating the alphabet with Blake’s own popular and eccentric iconography; from Elvis to Monroe, Beatles to Pachyderms. The exhibition is open from Monday 24th September to Saturday 20th October, from 10.00 am – 4.00 pm. The gallery is open Monday to Saturday, and admission is free. With the opening gig against a pop-art backdrop of Peter Blake’s Alphabet, and hosted by saxophonist and composer Iain Ballamy, the chapel is holding its first Jazz Series this Autumn, building on the venue’s growing reputation as a wonderful space for classical and contemporary music. Performing widely on the contemporary jazz scene, Ballamy has been able to invite three diverse and internationally acclaimed groups, all of whom give an insight into the world of jazz and contemporary music making, and might not normally be seen in a small town setting. We would encourage all patients who are ‘at risk’ to contact the surgery as soon as possible to book your appointment. Telephone requests (01747 860001) for an appointment should be made after 1.00 pm. The Department of Health classifies patients with the following conditions as ‘at risk’:-

Patients aged 65 and over; Asthma; Chronic Obstructive Pulmonary Disease including Chronic Bronchitis and Emphysema; Diabetes; Chronic Heart Disease; Chronic Renal Disease; Chronic Liver Disease; Patients who have had a Stroke/TIA; Multiple Sclerosis, or other degenerative diseases of the Central Nervous System; Immunosuppression including patients on long term steroids; Carers.

If you do not fall into one of the above risk categories but would like to be vaccinated please contact the surgery after the 1st November when an appointment will be offered to you if we still have vaccine available. If you have any queries regarding flu vaccinations please do not hesitate to ask at the surgery.

On the 27th October a trained Energy Adviser from the Wiltshire Energy  Efficiency Advice Centre, part of the Sunshine Health Living Project, will be available to advise on saving energy in the home with information on grants and discounts to assist with insulation and heating. Barn Owls and other birds

2007 looks like being a good year for barn owls with almost 400 ‘ringed’ by Major Nigel Lewis (Barn Owl Conservation Network Adviser, Wiltshire) by the end of August in South Wiltshire. In 2006 he placed an identifying ring on just 58 barn owlets in total, having ‘ringed’ 671 in 2005, again in the South Wiltshire area. In 2006, of the 10 boxes monitored in the Deverills, none had successful clutches. However, an opportunistic pair of kestrels took advantage of the barn owls’ plight and raised three young in a barn owl box in Monkton Deverill. Kestrels, maybe the same pair, have used this box again in 2007 and on 4th June four young were ‘ringed’. One pair of barn owls in the Deverills hatched four young, with two females being ringed. Sadly one was subsequently found dead demonstrating how uncertain life is for young owls. There has been concern owing to the very wet summer. Barn owls cannot hunt successfully in the rain or in wet grass and their situation remains precarious. It is a great year for tawny owls, who in this valley rear their young mainly in natural nest sites, although one is believed to have used a barn owl box.     Several young tawnies have been seen. Barn owls seem to like ‘new build’,   inhabiting new boxes quickly. Two barn owlets, a male and a female, were ‘ringed’ after hatching in a box erected last autumn in a neighbouring village.

We are very fortunate in the Deverills in that we can still see good numbers of farmland birds, particularly corn buntings, skylarks, yellowhammers & linnets. These four species are on a list of high conservation concern and we are privileged to be able to appreciate and enjoy them.
