[image: image13.wmf]I listened, watched and read, with some incredulity, reports that adults who regularly transport groups of children to events will have to be vetted by the ISA (Independent Safeguarding Authority).         Immediately I wondered whether a further layer of bureaucracy would put volunteers off altogether.  While it is necessary to ensure that    children are protected, it seems to me that over-regulation may remove the good will on which many children’s groups depend.

I remember some time ago standing in a local shop, and being greeted by the wonderful smile of a very small child who was with her mother ahead of me in the queue.  I smiled in response and said ‘Hello!’ I was rather taken aback when the little girl’s mother, ignoring me entirely, told the child quite forcibly how dangerous it was to speak to strangers! The child was entirely safe with her mother.  I was simply being friendly, honouring the child herself.  Seeing the adults in conversation might have been a useful lesson about how to begin a conversation with someone you do not know.  Where are children to learn helpful strategies about how to relate to others if not with their parents and other trusted adults? This is increasingly important for children who spend long hours in front of computer screens – don’t start me on that!

I think children today have too few champions.  Organisations like The Children’s Society, Childline, Barnardo’s etc are right to speak up in favour of greater protection.  We must also acknowledge that sadly there are people who are determined to prey on vulnerable youngsters.  But as a percentage of society, their numbers are few and I wonder if the fear we risk instilling in our children is disproportionate.

The new vetting proposals seem to suggest that everyone is guilty unless they have a certificate to say otherwise.  Suspicion breeds suspicion and society wonders about the motives of those who choose to work with the young, especially men.  However, some procedures are necessary.  Yet at the same time, we lament the lack of positive role models for many children today.  In addition, to make things more complicated, we are still likely to find ourselves trapped by gender expectations.

I hope that common sense and a careful overview will govern the promised      review of current proposals.  Assessing matters in the short term without looking to longer-term changes in society could be something that, in the end, society regrets.

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Longbridge Deverill and Crockerton Parish Council

Following an incident concerning a horse and a lorry in Clay Street in Crockerton during September, residents attended the September Parish Council meeting in force to see if anything could be done to alleviate the speeding problems.  P.C.  Vicky      Pegrum also attended along with the P.C.  from Mere, who has had similar problems, and a Traffic Management Officer from Devizes.  Various ideas were discussed,     including Community Speed Cameras, Speed Indication Devices and wheelie bin stickers.  However, nothing can be done until evidence is collated to prove the        seriousness of the problem.  Wiltshire Council have agreed to put the black rubber lines on the road in approximately 6-8 weeks time to monitor the traffic, but until then, the only way to gather information is for as many residents as possible to advise Wiltshire Police if they see any speeding vehicles.  Registration numbers would be a great help, but a good description of the vehicle is also helpful.  PC Pegrum could then collate the calls and random speed checks and a police presence in the village could be targeted at the optimum times.  So please call 0845 408 7000.  If the same car is reported time after time the Police can send a warning letter and you may save a life.

At the same meeting Councillors reported that they had again had complaints   regarding dog fouling, especially in Clay Street, Crockerton and Sand Hill Lane, Longbridge Deverill.  Dog walkers are reminded that it is an offence not to clear up after your dogs and you could receive a fine.  The Parish Clerk has a small supply of sticky notices reminding owners of their obligations from the Dog Warden at        Wilshire Council, but please be aware that these can only be placed on your own property and not on telegraph poles etc.   The wardens will also follow up reports from the public if an address for the dog (and its owner!) is known.

With November approaching, please could anyone considering holding a firework party remember to warn horse and pet owners and livestock farms locally.  A recent party in Crockerton caused great distress.   

Please note that the Parish Council is not only here for complaints!  We are always pleased to see anyone at our meetings and the next one is at Longbridge Deverill Hall on Monday 2nd November at 7.30 pm.

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A303 Road Works – November 2009 to March 2010

On 19th August a meeting was held between the Upper Deverills and Longbridge Deverill & Crockerton Parish Councils and Wiltshire Council, Highways Agency, InterRoute and the    Police.  The meeting was called because of local residents’ concerns that the forth-  coming closure/restrictions on the A303 (scheduled between 16th November 2009 – 15th March 2010) could potentially lead to a significant increase in traffic on both the B3095 (Mere to Longbridge Deverill) and Hindon Road.  The  meeting’s purpose was to consider various measures that might be adopted to safely manage any increase in traffic on these two roads, assuming not all drivers will follow the official A303 signed diversion routes.  Measures discussed were as follows:

· Traffic flow monitors are to be installed on the B3095 & Hindon Road in order to detect increases in traffic flow.

· A 7.5t weight restriction (except for access) to be placed on the B3095 during the closure of the A303.  (7.5t weight restriction already exists on the Hindon Road).

· Signs supporting the 7.5t weight restriction will be procured together with ‘No Unauthorised Access’ signs for the B3095 & Hindon Road.  In addition two     mobile electronic sign boards will be available at short notice should there be a requirement to reinforce a particular message to drivers.

· The availability of speed monitors is being investigated together with  programming visits by the speed camera unit during A303 closure periods.

· The possibility of the Deverills being enrolled in the SpeedWatch initiative in time to cover the A303 closure/restrictions.

· The potential implementation of temporary traffic lights at hazard sites.  Sites might include the Brixton Deverill Bridge, the junction of Hindon Road and B3095 in Monkton Deverill, the narrow section of the B3095 by the Kingston Deverill Village Hall.  Using traffic lights would only be considered if there was a large increase in traffic, as they would have an impact upon local residents and therefore a balance between inconvenience and safety has to be made.

· Potential traffic calming schemes are also being investigated, but would only be implemented if it were felt that the safety of drivers and residents was threatened.  

· Neighbourhood Policing Teams will endeavour to increase their patrol    activity along the B3095 and Hindon Road during the closure of the A303.

If drivers follow the official A303 diversion routes then the impact upon the Deverills should be minimal, however this cannot be guaranteed.  Automated traffic monitors will determine any significant increase in traffic but local residents can also play an important monitoring role.  Residents are encouraged to report concerns such as: speeding, HGVs breaching the 7.5t weight restrictions, traffic jams, damage to the road, or any traffic incident.  Submitting reports to the authorities (Highways Agency and Police) will ensure that either they take direct action, or one or more of the contingency measures mentioned above are implemented.  Telephone contact details for reporting your concerns are: 0845 750 4030 for the Highways Agency and 0845 408 7000 for the Police; if reporting an emergency dial 999.

Nature Notes

Autumn has definitely arrived and there is a nip in the air and the days are noticeably shortening.  The hedgerows are full of the fruits of the season; blackberries, rose hips, sloes and hazelnuts.  The rowan trees are covered in lush red berries.  The birds and mammals will enjoy all of these in the next few months.  The leaves are beginning to change colour, but at the moment the weather is being kind and we are having some lovely quiet autumnal days.

We have had a party of long-tailed tits coming through the garden quite         regularly.  I always know when they are about as they continually call to one        another “pee pee pee”.  We have also had warblers in the garden.  I think they are chiffchaffs but they move around so quickly that identifying them one hundred     percent has proved impossible.  I have certainly heard chiffchaffs in the garden.  The swallows have finally vacated the garage and the house martin nests are now quiet for the winter.  For a time I noticed groups of house martins flying up to the nests along the front of the house ‘pointing’ to them and chattering to themselves as if they were imprinting the position of the nest to return to next year.  This behavior was particularly noticeable early morning and late evening but has passed now.  I have also noticed recently meadow pipits flocking together out in the fields.

The hares are not so obvious now but when I see them they have been quite  playful jumping high and twisting mid air and chasing about.  I have seen more deer in the past few weeks.  One I regularly see up the track round the back of the farm seems to like resting in the newly planted hedgerow.  Yesterday evening we saw two bucks at the top of the farm, one grazing and one lying down chewing the cud.  They weren’t bothered by us; usually when they catch wind of you, they bound away.

Butterfly numbers are much reduced now but it has been a good year for them.  This evening I found a comma butterfly in the greenhouse, it was drowsy and      already looking for a suitable place to hibernate.  We have had a wasp nest near the back door this summer which at first I was concerned about, but it has proved to be no trouble.  It is at ground level in amongst some hardy geranium.  Wasps are good predators controlling aphids and caterpillars and are fine if left undisturbed.  I put a wire cover over the site of the nest to mark the spot and give it some protection.

Exhibition & Talk on  Elephant Conservation Network Thailand


The whole event went far better than we could have imagined, it was a marvellous turnout, around 80 people came to my talk and exhibition preview.  I sold 15 pictures that night, and the same over the next few days.  In all I have been able to bank £2,500 for our work with wild elephants in Thailand - although as those who heard my talk will know, much of our work is with villagers - helping them develop occupations not dependant on the forest and so not competing with elephants.  Thank you to everyone who supported this effort, especially my mother and those she dragooned into helping out with food, the evening would not have been as good without that sustenance.  


Many people may be amused to read this excerpt from my uncle Humphrey     Lyttelton’s book ‘It Just Occurred To Me’: “I should mention another artist whose work hangs in my house.  Luuk Add is a painter in Thailand specialising in abstract work.  The picture I have is of an imaginative structure of tangled lines and shapes which, since some of the strokes are made with a dry brush and are therefore indistinct, has a three-dimensional appearance, as of twisted metal wire into which one could put one’s hand.  The fact that I am describing it in this way indicates that it does what an abstract should do, that is, to stimulate the mind of the viewer.  It is one of my favourite acquisitions, which I have hung in my hallway where it provides, if nothing else, a talking point, since Luuk Add was three years old when he painted it, and is an elephant.  I draw your attention to a worthy cause, that of elephant conservation.  Luuk Add, an orphan, was rescued from the streets of Bangkok, where he  survived by begging for bananas outside restaurants and night clubs (it sounds more and more Toulouse Lautrec as we go on!).  His artistic talent was discovered in the Elephant Conservation Centre in Lampang.  The picture is indeed delightful, and I acquired it from my niece, Belinda Stewart-Cox, a distinguished worker for animal conservation in the field, mainly in Thailand.  The discoveries that have been made about the ability of some, not all, elephants to paint consistent, intelligent and highly individual pictures are, if you look into them, rather spooky.  You’ll find yourself spooling back through your memory to recall if you have ever said anything derogatory about an elephant in its hearing.  They have memories like ….  well, an elephant.”

Recipes of the Month


Apple Chutney from Dianna Stevens


5 lbs peeled and chopped apples	5 lbs chopped onions


2½ lb Demerara sugar		10 tablespoons golden syrup


10 teaspoons ground ginger	6 desert spoons salt


2 pints vinegar


Partly cook the onions in some vinegar, then add the rest of the ingredients to the saucepan.  Bring to boil and simmer slowly until soft.  Put into clean, warm jars, seal.


Beetroot Chutney


3 lbs cooked beetroot		1 lb onion finely chopped


1 lb white sugar			1 lb cooking apples finely chopped


1 pint spiced vinegar		2 teaspoons salt


Cook the onions in a little vinegar for 15 minutes.  Add the rest of the ingredients, sugar last, and stir thoroughly.  Simmer for 50 to 60 minutes until chutney thickens and all the liquid is absorbed stirring occasionally.  Put into clean, warm jars and seal.
