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The Rector writes:

What a summer we have had! Wonderful sunshine, warm days, blue skies, perhaps not quite as much rain as farmers and gardeners would have liked, but good nevertheless.  Many folk have managed to get away for a well-earned break, and the rest of us have enjoyed a ‘holiday at home’.  With the start of September, there is a real feeling of movement towards the end of the year.  (I won’t mention the C word, but already advertisements for celebration meals are in the local press!)
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With the dry weather, there has been much activity in the locality, as farmers work long days, harvesting their crops.  The landscape has been full of beautiful colours, swathes of green and gold as far as the eye can see.  How very blessed we are to live in such a splendid part of the country.

That awareness has been particularly strong in the last few weeks, as images of very different weather conditions have been brought into our very homes through television and newspapers.  Devastation by floodwater always seems so dreadful.  Whole communities washed away, the few possessions which it is possible to salvage, damaged, and increasing dangers from water-born disease are the dominating conditions for many Pakistani and Chinese people.  To live with the knowledge that flooding is an ever-present danger is beyond what most of us can imagine.  But the indomitable human spirit is rarely completely squashed.

In all sorts of situations, lives that have been shattered are rebuilt.   Burgeoning hope for the future brings courage and resolve.  Good things rise, Phoenix-like, from the ashes of destruction, broken relationships and shattered lives.  That seems to me to be an important characteristic of our Christian heritage.  Even in the darkest times, hope is present.  God is made known to us in the ministrations of family, friends and the wider community.  Even when the world seems dark, the light of the gospel has the potential to carry us through, and to bring us to places of growth once more.

In generosity, we are all able to help those who are in dark places right now, financially as we reach out to people on the other side of the world, or with our time, skills and friendship to those closer to home.

Whether you are ‘givers’ or ‘receivers’, may the light of the gospel shine for you all.

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Recipe of the Month

Raspberry Bakewell Picnic Cake

Ingredients

140g ground almonds

2 eggs

140g butter, softened

250g raspberries

140g golden caster sugar
1 tsp vanilla extract

140g self-raising flour

2 tbsp flaked almonds

Icing sugar to serve

Method 

Heat oven to 180C/160C gas 4

Prepare a deep 20cm loose-bottomed cake tin

Blitz ground almonds, butter, sugar, flour, eggs, vanilla extract in food processor

Spread half the mixture over the bottom of the cake tin

Scatter the raspberries over the mixture, then spread the remaining mixture on top

Scatter with flaked almonds and bake for 50 mins until golden

Cool, remove from the tin and dust with the icing sugar to serve

Wine - Cape Crusaders

I fell head over heels when I first visited South Africa back in 1998 and since then I’ve been lucky enough to go back many times visiting both industrial-sized and boutique wineries.  As impressive as the state of the art wineries are, it is always refreshing to discover a small estate off the beaten track, many of which have beautiful guest houses for the cost of a Travelodge.  South Africa has changed an awful lot in the 12 years since that first visit but one thing that has not changed has been the consistency with which they can produce great wines at good prices.  Traditionally known as the home of Chenin Blanc and Pinotage (a cross between Pinot Noir and Cinsault developed by the South African wine industry back in the early 20th century), the Western Cape is now a top producer of Sauvignon Blanc and Shiraz, the Sauvignon benefiting from the cooling sea breeze that blows in from the Atlantic and the Shiraz achieving lovely ripe flavours from the reliably warm sun.  If you can’t drink a bottle sitting overlooking the vineyards and the distant sea at Gordons Bay, try one of these in your own back garden: Lyngrove Estate Sauvignon Blanc 2009 - on a vine-covered hill just outside Stellenbosch, Lyngrove has a great guest house and pool.  (There is even a sherry nightcap provided in your room.) This Sauvignon has been a Co-op staple for years now and has mouth-watering lime and passion fruit flavours,   perfect on its own or with smoked chicken and mango salad.  Co-op £5.76; Zalze Shiraz Mourvedre Viognier 2009 – an interesting blend with a dollop of a white variety to boost the fruit, this is rich, silky and ripe with blackberry and forest fruit flavours.  Savour it with your barbecued lamb.  Waitrose £6.49.

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Where have you been?

We did more than our fair share of eating out in early August; this was because we had one of our family staying with us – a young man with a healthy appetite! We took the opportunity to try out a few pubs we had been thinking about trying for some time.  The first was to The Dove at Corton (01985 850109).  We had heard that it had changed hands last autumn, in fact the last tenant’s lease was up and the owner had taken it back under his own auspices.  We visited on a Saturday night when there were relatively few diners in the pub but it does have a number of dining areas and some people were eating outside so people were spread around.  My husband and I started with soup, which was good; our young guest had pate, which he thought ‘outstanding’ followed by a burger which he also thought ‘excellent’ and I got the feeling he was a bit of a connoisseur! I had Moroccan lamb which was good but a little too spicy for my taste and my husband had a pork dish which he considered very good indeed.  The ambience on that particular evening was slightly impaired by some people who came in just to drink at the bar.  However, the waiting staff were efficient and pleasant and the food very good, the portions generous and well- priced.  Why not give it a try for lunch? Dogs are welcome in the bar dining area.
On a particularly fine Monday, we decided to walk over to Mere and try out The George (01747 860427).  This pub also changed hands in the autumn of last year, inside the décor is smarter but not very different from how it was before.  We were in the market for substantial snack lunches having just walked for a couple of hours and The George did not disappoint.  The chaps each had a panino, which they thought very good; I had ham, egg and chips which was very good indeed – excellent ham and hand cut chips.  We think it might be worth going back and trying something more substantial, perhaps during the Mere Literary Festival in October.

Finally, after our visitor left, we treated ourselves to a meal at The Bath Arms, Horningsham (01985 845187).  On the night we visited the pub it was not particularly busy and we were quickly shown to a table in the dining area.  The food was very enjoyable; I had a goats’ cheese and beetroot starter (the latter sourced from Simpsons Seeds, located in the village, reinforcing their claim to use local foods) and my husband had mackerel pressed in a jelly – I tasted it and it was delicious - mine was good but he definitely picked the winner! We both enjoyed our choices for main course, though we didn’t order any side dishes which meant the portions were on the small side.  The service was very prompt and efficient.  I did not like the piped music in the dining room and the maître d’ immediately offered to turn it off (I declined because the other half dozen diners may have been enjoying it!).  We also queried the blinds being low on a fine summer’s evening – a problem with sunlight in peoples’ faces – and again an offer was immediately made to lift them up a bit.  All in all we enjoyed our visit.  Interestingly the bill for 2 of us came to almost the same as that for 3 of us at The Dove (including similar drinks).

The recycling centres typically re-use or recycle more than 75% of the waste that they receive. 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Nature Notes

At last we have had some decent rain.  You could almost hear the countryside breathe a sigh of relief, although it is far too late to do any good in improving crop yield.  I am very surprised that anything has been able to grow with it being so dry.  The scenery has started to change as fields get combined, straw baled and then the ground ploughed in readiness for the next crop.  There is a feel of September in the air and summer on the wane.  The last week has been decidedly cooler.  Hopefully there will be time for the grass to recover and silage or even hay, if the weather allows, to be made for winter fodder.  Our lawn has already ‘greened up’ and started growing again.

Birds seem to be breeding later this year.  We have had young house sparrows and blackbirds still being fed in the garden.  I can hear loud cheeping sounds coming from a nest box near the vegetable plot which I am pretty sure are young tree sparrows.  Three of the house martin nests have young in them.  I would expect these to be the last broods of the year.  I think I heard some young swallows in the nest when I passed by the garage yesterday; once again probably the last of the season.  The other morning we had a hen pheasant in the front garden with two very young chicks.  I have not seen them since.  I am hoping that they have survived but chicks of that size are very vulnerable.  Later that same day I saw a stoat out next to the vegetable patch and thought later how a pheasant chick would be an easy meal for it.  This stoat gave me a super play display jumping, tail chasing, tossing and turning.  It ran towards me on several occasions coming quite close before backing away.  I just kept as still and quiet as I could while it continued to have fun.

Whilst out walking recently I spotted a pair of hobbies, I heard them calling first, managed to get them in the binoculars and then watched as they passed food between them, male to female I presumed.  The female then flew back to the woods above Shearwater, I would think to fairly well grown young in the nest.  The food item was large enough to see through the binoculars and identify as ‘bird’ probably house martin or swallow.  On the same walk I saw at least two spotted flycatchers in the lane.  I was not sure if they were adults or youngsters; they did not stay still long enough! Also on the walk I saw a couple of beautiful small blue butterflies.  Now I am not that good at butterflies, but I know they were males as they were blue, the females of ‘blue’ butterflies are brown.  Looking at a guide I reckon they were either common or Adonis blue.  I don’t think there are so many butterflies about this year.   We have had small tortoiseshell, comma, peacock, red admiral and the ‘whites’ around but not as many as last year.  I have not seen any painted ladies.

On a walk to Shearwater I found a bumblebee, red-tailed I think, dead on the ground and covered in mites.  Bees are not doing too well, wild or domesticated.  I am not sure if the wild bee colony in one of the beech trees is still active.  I have not caught sight of any activity recently when walking by.  We do so rely on bees for pollination in the production of our food.  If their population crashes we will be in serious trouble.
