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The Curate of the Benefice of Cleyhill Villages writes:

I am delighted to have this opportunity to thank everyone in the Benefice for their prayers and support over the four years of my training.  Last year I was ordained as a Deacon and on 28th June, this year, as a priest.  ‘Why be ordained again?’ many have asked.  To put it in its simplest form, ordination in the Anglican Church is an ‘appointment’ by the Bishop.  In my first ordination I was appointed to be a deacon and, in the second, as a priest.  However, ordination as priest does not nullify the appointment as deacon.  On the contrary, once a deacon always a deacon, even if called and appointed to become a Bishop!

Being a deacon is about serving; it is the incarnational role of walking, living, praying and worshipping with the people you are called to serve.  In practical ways this includes visiting the sick and housebound, giving home communion to those who cannot come to church, visiting new families, those who have been baptised and the families who have suffered bereavement.  It involves enabling and encouraging others to share in this ministry.  Through our baptism we are called to use the gifts given to each one of us by God to spread the Good News of the gospel of Christ.

During the past nine months, I have done many of these things as well as assisting Norma by taking weekly services, preaching and teaching.  It was also a time just to ‘be’ and observe the life of a priest, to soak up some of atmosphere in readiness for this ministry.

As a priest I am able to administer the sacraments, preside at the Eucharist service, take baptisms and weddings.  A priest may anoint, hear confessions and give absolution in the name of Almighty God.

My calling to serve God in this community came some years ago, while supporting another Ordinand in training.  I have approached the training year by year and, with each new step, I have been richly rewarded by all that it offered.  However, I have not made this journey alone.  Ordained Local ministry is about being called out by the community to serve God in that place.  It is a partnership upheld in prayer and one that I pray will continue as we journey together over the years to come.

Brian Fear

Carol, Tim, Helen and Stephanie wish to thank all friends in the Deverills and around who sent flowers, cards and letters.  You gave us such support, love and sympathy during and after our troubled times of Brian’s illness, and later his death.  To all who, for that special day, kindly decorated the church so beautifully and attended his funeral service.  With your help and prayers, we felt the love, compassion and peace were getting us through these difficult times, when we are all missing Brian so very much.  From the bottom of our hearts, we thank you.
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Memories of Brian Fear’s life in Kingston Deverill.

Brian was born in 1934 and went to school at Kingston Deverill where he met Carol who later became his wife.  They had two children, Tim and Helen.  At 15½ Brian joined Manor Farm and worked his way up to become a main tractor driver; David Stratton has vivid memories of Brian driving a Massey-Harris 6 cylinder tractor (75 hp), when going flat out it sounded like a rocket and so it was nicknamed The Jet - we all know why with Brian at the wheel! He primarily used this tractor for drilling the corn, haymaking and pulling the muck cart.  He was also one of three combine drivers; he was always in the lead and out of sight because he would have the engine going flat out! Once at Zeals he took a short cut getting stuck in wet ground and later in a convoy he put his combine in the ditch at Kilmington - this was someone else’s fault for letting the lorry overtake!

Brian was 45 years old when I came to Kingston in 1979; by then he was  driving a larger combine.  He had also moved on to building maintenance and house renovations.  This included plumbing - he revelled in mud and water.  He was now in his element, and with his attitude of make it or mend it he was invaluable.  Painting took up a lot of his time - Magnolia was a favorite but the more garish the colour the better! He had various redundant buildings around the farm where he kept his treasures and supplies - nothing was allowed to be thrown away.  He was not one for helping with the livestock unless there was trouble, a milking cow in the parlour pit or a cow stuck in the cubicles - call for Brian.  Once he helped extract a heifer from an open septic tank in someone’s garden - he loved it! One winter’s day Dee Barn was cut off by snow, Brian steered the Land Rover through a white-out to the exact spot in the middle of a field to find the stopcock we were looking for.  I never knew where Brian was during a working day, in Wincanton, Gillingham or Warminster or just two jobs ahead of me? He never answered his two-way radio! At home he turned wood, did carpentry, clock building (water or mechanical), made corn dollies and loved his garden.  He was a country man; he knew the seasons and country life.
The lasting impression of Brian to people in the village was his smile.  His energy knew no bounds and he was fearless.  Whatever job he was asked to do, before you had finished explaining it, he had started and probably finished it! Problem solving was his strength.  He was conscientious, nothing was too much bother and he never held a grudge against anyone.  After he retired he created a new job of looking after those he could help.  He was a friend to all and welcome in every house; in many of the Kingston houses he had fitted a new fireplace, floor or just a tap washer.  His support to those moving into Kingston has always been appreciated, as was all the help he gave Molly Walker and many  others in the village.  Finally, a quote from someone who contributed to the ‘Memories of Brian’ “Any job that needed doing was done with great speed and no fuss – he was always happy to help.  He liked a chat and cup of coffee afterwards.  He had knowledge and skills which few would be able to match.  He was full of common sense and practical advice.  Always a cheery ‘Hello’ and a good friend to us all.”

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Where have you been? Coombe Farm, Fowey, Cornwall

This month’s ‘Where have you been?’ has been sent to me by Judith and Eddie Mirzoeff of Kingston Deverill.  It is for a B&B in Cornwall for those of you looking for a late holiday when, who knows the weather might at last cheer up!

One of the most memorable B & Bs we have ever visited is Coombe Farm, set in a secluded valley running down to the sea at Coombe Hawne, just behind Fowey in Cornwall.  Now owned by the National Trust, it is still a working farm.  There are glorious views to the sea, and it is close to the Coastal Path and the wonderful walk to Gribbin Head.  There is a small cove and beach about 300 metres away, on a fairly steep path.  Adventurous holiday-makers will want to stroll along the cliff-top and down through the woods, past St.  Catherine's Castle, into Fowey for the evening; it's a most memorable experience to find your way back by moonlight! There are two, sometimes three, bedrooms, en suite or with private facilities.  The charming and very lively farmer's wife, Tessa Paull, cooks prodigious breakfasts, and serves cream teas in her walled garden.  The Eden project, the Lost Gardens of Heligan, and Lanhydrock house are all within very easy driving distance.  Costs were about £30 per person per night, not cheap but rather special. Barn Owls & Kestrels in Monkton Deverill

It has been another successful breeding year for a pair of barn owls, who this year have raised two young.  This is a smaller brood than usual but reflects a more difficult year for barn owls in Wiltshire.  Two factors are believed to be responsible, fewer voles and spells of wet weather, which make hunting difficult.  Vole populations tend to be cyclical, a decrease in numbers disadvantages creatures higher up the food chain that use them as prey.  Major Nigel Lewis (Barn Owl Conservation Network Adviser, Wiltshire) ‘ringed’ the Monkton owlets; one male and one female, both healthy and well fed.  A male barn owl holds territory, while a lone female may winter in a box; if a male chooses her as a partner he will entice her to his ‘patch’.

Kestrels had successfully raised broods in another barn owl box in Monkton two years running (3 young in 2006 and 4 in 2007).  This year they laid four eggs but sadly did not raise young.  Three local boys were intercepted throwing large stones at the box, while it cannot conclusively be said that this was the reason for the failure, it is likely to have been a contributory factor, particularly as kestrels have been so successful in this particular box in previous years.  Kestrels are of medium conservation concern and the loss of four potential birds is very sad.  Research indicates that only 20% of young kestrels survive beyond 2 years to breeding age, the average lifespan of an adult kestrel is 4½ years.  I would urge parents, grand parents and carers to talk to their children about the need to be thoughtful and considerate towards wildlife.  I would be more than happy to take young people, with a parent, out to look at birds through binoculars and telescope.

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Nature Notes 

Where has our summer gone to? It feels distinctly like autumn to me.   There is a chill in the air and we are only half way through August.  I hope that when you read this I will have been proved wrong and that our summer has returned.  If it hasn’t it’s going to seem like a very long winter.  
The swallows must think that autumn is fast approaching for I have seen them gathering on the wire already, not in great numbers yet but they were definitely gathering.  We have already lost the swifts.  They went at the end of July.  We were in town on the 23rd July and they were collecting together, chasing one another, screaming and feeding high up above the buildings getting themselves tanked up for the journey.  The next time we were in town they were gone and the town seemed very quiet.

Our swallows appear to have had quite a productive year, but the house martins have not done so well.  Only three nests have been active and I am not sure whether they have managed to raise more than one brood from each.  The swallows have certainly had two broods from each of the two nests in the garage and there may be an attempt at a third, judging by the ‘telling off’ I get from the parent when I go by.  Young swallows and house martins are easy pickings for sparrow hawks and hobbies, we have had a sparrow hawk visit the garden on a regular basis over the past few months.  You can tell when the sparrow hawk is around as all the swallows and house martins start their alarm calls and fly around together in tight formation for protection; safety in numbers.  Thankfully this normally works and the sparrow hawk decides to try elsewhere, but I have witnessed it flying away with a bird in its talons on several occasions, and even followed it with the binoculars.  It flew towards Foxholes so probably has a nest over there with young of its own to cater for.

The bird feeders are quieter now.  There is plenty of food out in the fields for them.  Birds that need to dig in the ground for food, such as blackbirds and thrushes, are finding it easy to do so with the wet weather.  I keep water down for them, and change it daily despite all the rain.  They need water for bathing to keep their feathers in good condition and as the adult birds will be moulting at the moment it is even more important.  I am finding shed feathers in the water bath on a regular basis.
