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From the Rector:

Every three years the clergy of the Diocese gather for a conference.  Thus the end of June saw a great exodus from Salisbury Diocese to the conference centre at Swanwick, Derbyshire.  The main focus for our time together was Well-being.  Three keynote speakers shared their areas of expertise on different aspects of being ‘Fully Alive!’ the theme first introduced to us by Timothy Radcliffe during Lent this year.

On the first evening, Baroness Susan Greenfield spoke on the topic of ‘The Neuroscience of Being Human’, a subject that, in anticipation, seemed very heavy after a long drive! However, it was a wonderful presentation, beautifully argued, and wonderfully logical.  It dealt with questions about the activity of the brain, about impairment, about connections, about what happens when we learn new skills and interact with others.  It was truly fascinating.

The second speaker was Alison Webster.  She spoke in a more reflective way about what makes us who we are, about how we understand and know ourselves.  She encouraged an appreciation of the uniqueness of every person, saying that embracing uniqueness is the hardest thing we will ever do.  She reflected on intimacy and growth, and how the participation in all life under God makes us fully alive.

The former Bishop of Worcester, Peter Selby, gave the third keynote address.  His talk was entitled ‘Life Abundant has its Price – Atonement, Custody and the Credit Crunch.’ In some ways, what he said was the most challenging in terms of putting our Christian beliefs into practice.  He gave a brief analysis of the current crisis.  He went on to outline changes in the character of money, the shifts in attitudes and how markets have changed.  All of what he said he then put in the context of Romans 13:8 – Owe nobody   anything except to love one another.
We were given a rich feast, one that will sustain and feed for a good while to come.  Hopefully, you too have discovered something that feeds and nurtures you.

These included research into the alignments of the local Roman and lead roads, surveys of river mammals, bringing together the names of the fields surrounding us, researching the ownership and use of buildings, and much else.  Other work intervened and the impetus died.  The Parish Council has now asked me to see if it is possible to build on the work already done and take it forward.

I am contacting those previously involved and would be delighted to hear from others who would really like to contribute their knowledge and experience for the rest of us to use and enjoy.  It could be that enabling this work to be structured, published and stored in aid of a larger project would add relevance and enthusiasm.  Ideas here include the preparation of a Parish Plan which sets out how we wish this part of the valley to be both protected and developed, contributing to the Victoria County History of Wiltshire (see June Parish News), and assisting in the technical wildlife surveys that contribute to land management policy and practice.

I have been asked to report back to the Parish Council in September.  Stand by for a call from me! Even better, please contact me to express your interest either broadly or in a specific subject area.

Neighbourhood Watch

There have been two incidents during June concerning Monkton Deverill residents.  In the first a resident was persuaded by two plausible young men to allow them to work in the garden after which they presented a very large bill.  It was a very difficult situation, a payment had to be made, and the work had not been done                   satisfactorily.  The police warn that variations on this kind of deception are occurring locally.  Some incidents have, unlike this one, resulted in the residents being conducted by the ‘travelling tradesmen’ to the bank to draw large cash sums as payment for poor work.  The police offer the following advice.  If the people attending your house have no identification, do not let them in.  If they then show some identification, ask them to hand it to you, whilst they wait outside so you can ring the company they are from to confirm they should be there.  Any reputable company should ring you prior to their personnel attending your house.  If you feel threatened ring 999.  If you are in any doubt send them away but where possible make a note of their description and the registration number of the vehicle they are using and phone 0845 408 7000 with this information.  It is better to use reputable and locally based trades people.  Avoid being rushed into a quick, cheap job which may turn out to be quite the opposite.

The second incident was later in the month when a resident was briefly visiting Kingston Deverill church and left a handbag where it could be seen, in an unlocked car.  It was stolen and its loss has caused considerable upset and inconvenience.  This is the second case of a handbag being stolen in the vicinity of Kingston church recently and seems to have been the work of opportunist thieves.  The police advice is that if we cannot take valuables with us, then we should place them out of sight and lock our unattended vehicle.  These incidents are being investigated by our Neighbourhood Beat Team, but please be aware of dishonest people seizing opportunities to steal from or take advantage of older residents in our area.

Shearwater

Recipe from Sue Priestner - Onion Pudding

Onion Pudding is to Lamb as Yorkshire Pudding is to Beef.  
Ingredients 

3oz/85 gms self-raising flour

1 medium onion (chopped)
3oz/85 gms porridge oats 

1 egg
1½ oz/43 gms margarine of butter
Milk

Salt & pepper

Method

1.   Mix the fat in with the flour using tips of fingers until you have a crumb mix.  
2.   Add the oats, egg, onion and gradually add milk until fairly sloppy, not stiff.

3.   Add salt and pepper to taste.

4.   Grease a shallow dish and pour in the mixture.

5.   Bake for 40-45 minutes 180C/375F/gas 5 till golden brown, check with skewer.

6.   Cut into slices and serve.

The King’s Arms, Charlton Horethorne, Sherborne

“We’ve been to the most marvellous pub to eat” I heard one ‘lady-who-lunched’ saying to another in the pickles and olives aisle at Waitrose in Gillingham.  I sidled up surreptitiously and feigned interest in some mustard.  “Oh, I think I know where you mean…” her companion answered as they drifted into herbs and spices.  I continued to follow, hoping they would mention the name of this wonderful place.  They continued to sing its praises all around bread and tea until in breakfast cereals I cracked and in the interests of the readers of this magazine I asked them if they could tell me the name of the place they were discussing.  Neither of them could remember the name of the pub or the village it was in but when they described it as ‘after Wincanton on the way to Sherborne’ and its position in the village we all knew where we meant even though none of us knew what it was called!

The King’s Arms at Charlton Horethorne looks like a small country hotel from the outside, possibly 18th or 19th century, but inside it is a different story.  It is modern and spacious with a polished granite bar and tiled floors.  The owner is Tony Ledbridge who used to run The Compasses at Chicksgrove and then The Three Horseshoes at Batcombe.  Apparently the King’s Arms had been a thatched pub which burned down, apart from the front wall.  As there was nothing to preserve, when he renovated the pub the owner decided to make it modern.  You may or may not like that aspect of it; I confess that I do - a friend who tried it didn’t and found the staff a little too attentive.  What I liked about it was the food, which I thought very good, its open, clean lines, the art work by local artists for sale on the walls and the fact that dogs were allowed in the front two dining areas.  The pub also has a large rear dining area and patio.  I was shown around the accommodation; each room is named after a stone (e.g. onyx) and decorated accordingly.  Although not huge, the rooms felt spacious because they were uncluttered and the en suites were all ‘wet rooms’.  They were all beautifully done.  I recommend it if you find yourself on the road from Wincanton to Sherborne and also if you are an artist in search of a wall.  The owner had sold a significant number of paintings since he opened in March and is always on the look out for new stuff to display.  He does take a commission but not an unreasonable one.  Call him for more details.

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Nature Notes

First of all, I would like to thank everyone for their get well wishes, the cards and flowers.  They have been much appreciated and have definitely helped in my recovery.  The stay in hospital made me realize the beauty of our countryside around here even more and it was so good to get back home.  I missed most of May but have been keeping an eye on the birds since and I am sure that this summer they have had a good breeding season as I have seen young of most species, a stark contrast to last year when the weather was so awful.

The blackbirds have done very well with several broods and I have seen and heard young being fed by both parents.  The young are very persistent following the parent begging continually.  I have also seen and heard families of great, blue and long-tailed tits.  We have had young robins and I think young wrens judging by the scolding of the adults; I have not actually seen a young wren but the parents are obviously protective.  Young sparrows, house and tree, we have seen, together with young greenfinches and chaffinches.  Also we have had young goldfinches visiting the feeders.  A young goldfinch lacks the red on the head of an adult and can be mistaken for a chaffinch but it has the distinctive black and white pattern on the folded wing. We have also had great spotted woodpeckers with young.  The youngsters have a red cap on the head.  One day I saw the male woodpecker with a youngster on the nuts on the shed and he was feeding it though it looked big enough to feed itself!  We have kept ‘our’ siskins and they have had young.  We normally only have siskins visit in the spring and then they go off, this year they have decided to stay.  Today there are young magpies in the garden.  I had wondered why the feeders were quieter than usual.  It is clever how all the birds know when a predator is about; they have a very good ‘grapevine’ and all recognize the alarm calls for danger.  The swallows and house martins are doing well too.  The swallows in the garage are now on their second brood.  We have got four house martin nests occupied at the front of the house and two broods have flown already.

Birds are not the only thing to be doing well on the farm, there have been lots of hares which have produced a good number of leverets.  I never tire of watching hares and love seeing them in their classic pose sitting up with one ear forward and one ear back.  The field behind the house is covered in clover which has attracted lots of insects particularly bees.  Up in the beeches at the top of the farm there are three bee nests which have been very active in the warm weather.  In the middle of the clover field there is a badger sett.  One evening well before dusk during the very hot weather a badger was out foraging in the clover, probably looking for beetles and other food above ground, as it was unable to dig for its normal food the earthworm.  The ground had become so hard and the earthworms had gone deeper into damper soil, this recent wetter weather will have improved things for digging.

One thing I must tell you, I saw a red kite early morning on the 15th June.  That is the second time I have seen one this year on the farm.   Each time I see a buzzard now I take a second look to check out the tail.  The red kite has a very distinctive forked tail which distinguishes it from a buzzard, it is also bigger and the wings are narrower and of course it has a lovely red colour.
