Have you ever had a ‘chance’ conversation that has set you thinking and led to a new perspective (or reminded you of an old one!)?

Francesca Elloway in the Democratic Republic Congo

The day Francesca, our mission partner working for the Church Mission Society, returned to Aru she went to the funeral of the Archdeacon's son.  Tragically he was killed by a falling tree in high winds.  For the first six weeks she was rather tied to the office before she was able to go on visits to the health centres.  The Diocese had been asked to take over the responsibility for the Mahagi centre.  This means it must have the infrastructure and staff to become a hospital.  Thanks to the staff and the head nurse in charge this is possible.  Aru and Mahagi are now able to give treatment to prevent the transmission of HIV from mother to child.  There is also a mobile clinic.  The health centres at Adanga and Obani now flourish.  Ekanga has personality problems within the staff and needs our prayers.  In the north Kumari thrives but Kima has problems with the local community.  We are asked by Francesca to pray for the health centres and for a resolution of the problems both north on the Sudanese border and south in the Goma area, where the population is suffering appallingly.  A copy of her letter is in each church.

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Crockerton School News
We have two pieces of exciting news for you in this edition of the Parish News.
The first is regarding our Headteacher.  I’m pleased to say that we have just appointed our Headteacher following a rigorous interview process which culminated in an interview day which was held on Friday 13th February.  As many of you will know, when Val Culff left the school, Carol Clough was appointed as Acting Headteacher.  Carol has done great work with the school, not only in taking it forward, but also in establishing her own ‘presence’ at the school.  I’m very pleased to advise that we have offered Carol the role on a permanent basis and the Board of Governors look forward to continuing to work with Carol.  
Our second bit of news is regarding the Mobile Classroom project.  As some of you will already be aware, we are going to be replacing the existing mobile classroom with a newer one later in the year.  As we said in the February Parish News, planning permission has already been granted for this and the governors are currently looking at the best way to undertake the project.  The double mobile which is going to replace the old single mobile was originally sited at Archbishop Wake School in Blandford and is one of a number that have gone to various schools in the county.  The haulage contractors who will bring it into place for us are currently storing it for us near Blandford.  They will then transport it and ‘crane’ it into place after the necessary ground works have been completed.

The mobile classroom is going to be sited in the same place as the old one but due to it being slightly bigger some of the area between the school and the existing mobile will be used.  The new mobile will give us two classrooms, two toilets (one of which will be disabled access) and a small lobby area for coats etc.  To keep the space as flexible as possible the two classrooms will be divided by a retractable partition allowing the area to be opened up easily into one large space when we need to undertake things such as school plays, or whole school acts of worship.  During the works, we will also be taking the opportunity to increase some of the parking on site, thus reducing the number of cars parked on the road; we are hoping to be able to accommodate up to five cars in the new parking area.

We are still working on further details of the mobile classroom, as to when we want to start work and when we expect it to be completed.  We hope to be able to tell you more, and maybe show you some pictures, in the next edition of the Governor Newsletter, which will be distributed with the Parish News at the beginning of April.  In the meantime, if you have any questions, please don’t hesitate to contact me.

Thermae Bath Spa - Antidote to winter

Why would you want to swim out of doors in the winter? That was my reaction when I was given a voucher for the Thermae Bath Spa reopened quite recently in Bath.  When I finally made it there on a sunny but cold and windy day last March I enjoyed it more than I would have believed possible.  The water in the rooftop pool is so warm you relax completely and can float while gazing out at the Bath vistas and green hills behind.  Every so often the pool goes into Jacuzzi mode with an invigorating bubble massage.  A quick dash in the open air and you are back indoors in the warm again.

The Spa has delights on every floor – four steam rooms of increasing heat with individual footbaths on the second floor.  Below these are individual treatment rooms for massages or facials, which cost extra and can be prebooked.  There is also a nice café with snacks and drinks - hot and cold, hard and soft - and another big pool in the basement with hot water baths.

For treatments, they provide a robe, slippers and towels.  Otherwise these can be hired.  The changing rooms are sumptuous and high tech with showers and hair dryers.  I emerged feeling totally regenerated.  If possible avoid weekends and school holidays - although there is plenty of space, it’s nicer not to be too crowded.  For £22 you get two hours, or 4 hours for £32, and a generous amount of time to change.

Recipe of the Month - Lemon or Orange Drizzle Cake

Ingredients 



Topping:

110 grams (4 oz) butter or margarine 
One lemon or one orange

175 grams (6 oz) caster sugar 

3 tablespoons lemon or orange juice

2 eggs 




3 tablespoons caster sugar

175 grams (6oz) self raising flour

1 - 2 tablespoons milk

Method

Cream butter/margarine and sugar, gradually add beaten eggs, sifted flour, milk and grated rind from the lemon or orange.  Beat well.  Put into a 2 lb loaf tin which has been greased and lined.  Bake at 180ºC or 350º F for approximately 45 minutes.  Do not take cake out of the tin.  Pour over the juice and sprinkle with caster sugar.  Leave to cool before turning out.  Enjoy as a dessert with crème fraiche, cream or for afternoon tea.

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Nature Notes 

The days are definitely drawing out now and when the sun shines it begins to feel like spring.  I wake in the morning to a song thrush singing and this evening he was singing again.  Hares are increasing in numbers in the fields; I counted ten in one field this evening and I had already seen three previously in another field.  Other birds are singing too.  I’ve heard great tit calling and dunnock and tree sparrow.  The robin continues to sing but now the song is more cheerful than the melancholy winter air.  I heard a great spotted woodpecker drumming the other day up in the wood above the farm, and this morning I was sure I heard the laughing call of a green woodpecker.  The nuthatches in the garden are very active and vocal, calling to each other, and still appear to be storing food.  We will have sunflowers growing all over the show!

There are still remnants of the snow that we had over a week ago in the sheltered shadow areas where the sun hasn’t been able to get, even after all the cold rain that has fallen since.  It just goes to show how cold the ground has been.  I had some lovely walks in the snow and found lots of footprints of deer, fox, hare and badger.  I had had no idea how busy the fields were with animals moving along ‘super highways’.  It was lovely to see the hares and deer in the snow, just like Christmas card scenes.  One day after the first snowfall I counted a dozen hares on the fields opposite, they seemed to be playing in the snow and stood out so clearly, as did the three deer that were trying to ‘graze’ on the slopes of the hill.  When walking up at the top of the farm I became aware of dark shapes in the snow, at first I thought they were bits of tree blown down but, when I went to investigate I realized they were hares sitting tight in their ‘forms’ which had now become snow holes! As I approached one, the poor hare shot off across the white field of snow leaving a lovely clear set of footprints and me feeling guilty for having disturbed it.

Winter takes its casualties.  Small animals and birds are at the greatest risk, they have such a high metabolic rate and need to take in enough food to fuel such a life.  This becomes more difficult in bad weather.  One of ‘our’ wrens didn’t make it into the safety of the house martin nests for the night during the week of snow and I found it dead on the patio in the morning.  A tawny owl was found on the side of the lane in Brixton Deverill, one very wet and windy night back in January, emaciated, weak and only just alive.  Sadly it died very soon after being found.  Wind and rain are no good for hunting if you are a bird of prey.

I have had two great surprise sightings recently.  On the 25th of January I saw a red kite flying over our farm buildings, I was putting my bike away and glanced skywards and saw what I assumed was a buzzard only to realize a second later that it had a longer tail and that was it was forked and much redder in colour! Then on 11th February walking up the track at the back of the farm as it was getting to dusk, I saw something fly low.  It was very obviously white/cream in colour - a barn owl! I watched it as it flew low over the ground carefully looking for any small mammals that moved.  I kept very still and quiet, I don’t think it knew I was there, as it flew closer to me.  I had fantastic views through the binoculars.  I’ve been back to look for it again in the late evening but so far without success.
