The film to be shown on this occasion is ‘Elizabeth R’.  It was first broadcast on 6th February 1992, in celebration of the 40th Anniversary of the Queen's accession to the throne.  The filming took place over 18 months, during which the team was allowed unique and unprecedented access behind the scenes at Buckingham Palace, Windsor, Sandringham, Holyrood and Balmoral - as well as on the Queen's visits to the United States and Zimbabwe - and a sudden secret journey across the water.  There are grand State occasions and intimate family  moments, the tension of the Gulf War and the relaxation of Derby Day; portraits are painted, knighthoods bestowed, the Prime Minister comes for a chat, world leaders assemble for summit meetings, and always there is the unrelenting daily round of audiences, boxes, correspondence.  The revelation of the film lies, perhaps, in the Queen's unexpectedly lively and sharp sense of humour.  This film was shown around the world and achieved the highest audience ever for a documentary, and won two BAFTA awards.  It has not been screened since 1992. Both Johanna and Wendy were and still are upset by it.  When I got home that evening and asked Johanna about her first ever day at school, she burst into tears.  It's unfortunate that I can't console her with this being 'a one-off' because in her mind, school - or going to school - is a dangerous experience.  She is 4 years old and terrified of going to school, it's not how I or anyone would want a child to embark on their school career.  I know both residents and parents alike will be saddened to read this, but that's not why I'm writing it, although thank you to everyone who has offered good wishes and support! 

There are two reasons for this small article.  The first is to thank those of you, again residents and parents alike, who are courteous, patient, and understanding.  It's always important to remember, and you do, that your actions set a role model for our younger generations to follow.  No matter what we try to teach our children, their own observations and experiences have a great impact on them, which is why role models are so important.  The second reason is linked to the first.  The actions of the car driver have had a huge impact on my family.  I know that we have issues with traffic management around the school, as adults we are trying to find reasonable ways forward to try to address this.  But let's not forget that the unwitting victims of incidents like this are children, they can't fight back, and as adults we generally try to teach them that talk is better than fight.  So please, let me re-enforce the message - just give an extra few seconds - it won't add much to your journey, but it will stop another child being in this situation.  If you are the driver of the car reading this, then please talk to me or the representatives (resident or parent) on the Crockerton forum so that we can try to help alleviate the situation that caused this incident. 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Where have you been? The Bell and Crown, Zeals

We have passed the Bell and Crown many times on our way into Wincanton but have never been tempted to cross the threshold.  However, after a hot tip from a friend in Monkton Deverill that the new landlord was John Harrington, the man who had run such places as The Black Dog at Chilmark, The Malet Arms at Newton Tony and The Angel at Hindon when each one of them had been in its heyday, we decided to give it a try.

What a difference a keen and enterprising landlord can make to a pub! The whole interior has been refurbished in the current trend of mismatched old tables and chairs that look as though they have been accumulated by a family over several generations, a sort of ‘heritage chic’, but nothing too pretentious.  The pub has a very attractive bar area where you can dine (and take your dog) plus a slightly more formal restaurant with uniform chairs and tables.  We went for Sunday lunch in late July with a couple of youngsters from our family who are fairly expert in the country pub field.  They enjoyed it greatly.  Those of you who know any of John Harrington’s previous pubs will have some idea of what to expect – good food and wine at reasonable prices.  We also met some familiar bar staff who had gravitated to the Bell and Crown from other pubs in the area – must be a good sign! I think this will prove to be a winner locally as it is just a short drive for most of us.  Food is available every day, except Sunday evening.  I would recommend booking for Sunday lunch, the telephone number is: 01747 840404.

The Monkey Puzzle Tree in Longbridge Churchyard

The Monkey puzzle tree In Longbridge Churchyard is looking old and shabby and has been loosing branches, cones and bird nests this year, so sadly it will probably have to be felled in case problems arise.  There is a young, and reasonably fast growing, one in the garden next to the Parish Hall car park.  Checking my book ‘The Secret Life of Trees - How they live and Why they matter’ by Colin Studge it is listed in the Conifers as Kauris and the Long lost Wollemia Family Araucariaceae.  This family of trees was in existence in dinosaur times in the Pacific islands, New Zealand and South America.  One tree in Tane mahuta was thought to be 1,500 years old.  The one in the Churchyard was possibly planted by the Marquess of Bath in the late 19th Century but I have not searched records to confirm this.

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Nature Notes 

Suddenly it seems like autumn.  I had been hoping for a little summer before it came but it’s too late now! This morning when I awoke it was very misty and the cobwebs in the beech hedge were covered in dew and were sparkling just like jewels.  I knew then that autumn had definitely arrived and summer would not return.  I should have realised already for there have been signs: the swallows gathering on the wire, the tawny owls calling in the evening, the ‘tinkling’ song of the ‘autumn’ robin and the passage of summer migrants - wheatear, willow warbler and chiffchaff.  Perhaps we will have a lovely autumn that will last until the end of October.  I do hope so, at least then there will be time for the harvest to be gathered in, the soil to be cultivated and next year’s crop sown.  This next week sounds as if it might be dry so let’s hope the fields that are still with a standing crop can be combined and the straw baled and safely stored away.

I have noticed a change in the birds coming to feed in the garden.  The coal tit is back having been up in the woods for the summer and there are less blue and great tits.  Parties of long-tailed tits have begun to come through the garden calling to one another as they go.  The goldfinches seem to have gone out into the hedgerows as do the tree sparrows.  There are not so many chaffinches either.  In their place there are greenfinches and house sparrows.  The other day I saw an adult house sparrow feeding a youngster - a late brood.  We have had two late broods of house martins that have flown very recently.  I hope that they manage to build up enough fat reserves for their journey south.  I think most of the house martins and swallows have already started to migrate south and those that are about are either late broods or birds that have come from up north.  Today there was a nuthatch calling in the garden and I located it on the acacia tree.  I have heard bullfinches calling from behind the house but so far haven’t seen any in the garden, they are so shy I don’t normally hear them close to the house until well into the autumn.

We have had a hare visit our patio on several occasions recently; it appears to be a youngster not fully grown.  It has been eating the dandelions growing between the slabs.  You don’t usually get to see a hare so close for any length of time, it was fantastic to be able to sit and watch it while it ate without any knowledge of us being there.  I wish I could get closer to the deer that we have around on the farm.  A doe and a buck have set up quite a friendship and are often together.  Sadly this evening when out for a walk we disturbed them and the doe went one way and the buck the other.  I hope they got back together for the night!
