Wiltshire Association of Local Councils re holding a Councillor training session. Council is asked to note that due to budgetary constraints Maiden Bradley does not wish to arrange for a shared training session.
I can provide core skills councillor training for your councils, covering Roles and Responsibilities, Law and Procedures; I would not normally do a full day training course but rather an evening one over 2 hours or so.  

Doing it this way would mean that you would provide the venue and gather the councillors – (from all three councils) and I will turn up and provide training session. This would be instead of us organising the venue and inviting people to pay a cost per person. 

It does mean that there is limited travel for your councils and only one invoice to pay (you arrange the split between your councils depending on numbers from each).  There are two set fees.  £200 + VAT for 1 – 10 delegates and £300 + VAT for 11 – 20 delegates, the cost when we charge per delegate at WALC organised events is £35.00 pp so it does not take much for it to be worthwhile.
