We were in touch last year regarding plans for the Breast Cancer Care Stourhead, Wiltshire Pink Ribbonwalk. The event was a huge success in its very first year, with the Stourhead Pink Ribbonwalk alone raising over £100,000 and the UK wide series of Pink Ribbonwalks raising well over £1 million. As you can imagine, this money continues to make a huge difference in developing services for those whose lives are affected by breast cancer. None of this would be possible without local community support of the event and we wish to thank you whole heartedly once again for your part in this. 

We are arranging a further Pink Ribbonwalk event to take place on Saturday 11 June 2016, our proposed route and rest stop layout is broadly similar to last year, with a few tweaks. I wanted to make sure that the Upper Deverills Parish Councils were aware and approved of our plans.
