



MINUTES OF THE UPPER DEVERILLS PARISH COUNCIL MEETING

10/064 Acceptance of apologies for absence 

Councillor Greenwood had given his apologies. Council resolved the reason for Councillor Greenwood’s absence.
10/065 Open Session for members of the public  

No public were present.
10/066 To receive declarations of interests

No declarations of interests were given.
10/067 To confirm and sign the minutes of the last meeting

The minutes of the meeting held on 12th October 2010 were accepted as true records.

There were no Chairman’s Announcements; item 13 was moved to the top so that Unitary Councillor Fleur de Rhé Philipe would be present to comment.
10/068 Community Speed Watch/Traffic Action Group update
Councillor Blue spoke to Council on the current problems that Wiltshire Council were having with the final weight limit proposal. There were issues with the proposed system with some Unitary Councillors and because of these the time constraints with the advertisement of the traffic regulations before March 2011 were becoming difficult or large costs would be incurred by Wiltshire Council.

Councillor Blue informed Council that the Traffic Action Group is putting an article in the Parish News asking that anyone who experiences a near miss or minor accident along the B3095 which was not logged on the police system to contact him in order to create a log. This would give more background to the Police on the issues experienced in the parish. He also reported that he had attended the Wiltshire Council Local Transport Plan meeting on 3 November 2010 in Trowbridge and outlined some of the exercises and subjects that were discussed.
Councillors asked if Councillor Blue thought the speed watch would continue or go by the wayside. His replied that only time will tell. If parishioners using the system at present were prepared to give voluntary time to run it, then it would possibly continue if it was seen as beneficial.
Fleur de Rhé Philipe then addressed Council. She explained the tick box exercise required by Wiltshire Council to gain large funding from the Government on the Local Transport Plan. The poor condition of the roads in the area was discussed. She suggested that the system in the North of the County where scalpings were used under the verges might possibly suit the Deverills to deal with the damage to the roads caused by lorries and bad weather. The Chairman suggested that Councillor Blue look at the roads in the area and report bad sections to the Highways. The issues within Wiltshire and the funds available to Wiltshire Council to spend were discussed. The Chairman thanked Fleur de Rhé Philipe for her invaluable input and Fleur de Rhé Philipe then left the meeting.

10/069 Litter Pick/ Community Pay Back
Councillors discussed the best times of year for the litter pick and decided that Saturday 19th March would be the most suitable date for it to happen. The Clerk was instructed to contact the Highways and inform them. Councillors decided that they would contact the Clerk by email regarding whether a Community Pay back group would be needed following discussions with parishioners.

10/071 River Walk Report Back/Flood Drainage Map/ Flood Warden/Flood Binder

Councillors agreed that the walk had been well worth doing. The Land Drainage Engineer will write letters to riparian owners where issues were brought to his attention during the walk. Council instructed the Clerk to send a thank you letter enclosing an information pack which she had obtained, following up people’s questions on their riparian responsibilities.

The Clerk introduced the Flood Warden position and the binder to the Council. She explained the systems that could be put in place, the production of a Community Flood Plan and who would be best suited to being a Flood Warden. 
Council asked the Clerk to contact Caroline Sawyer, the area CEV, to enquire if she would be interested in being the Flood Warden with Deputies coming from the villages to report back to her on the status of the river. Councillors Fagan and Stratton discussed being interested as deputies.
