There is a concern that this large expanse of agricultural area would be seen to set president with possible future development on such sites with domestic use given in the future, it could be seen as planning stealth. 
(Please note: in planning matters the Council acts as the consultee of the Principal Authority. The Principal Authority being the deciding body)

Wessex Water Corfe Mullen Transfer Scheme 

Resolved: to note the below notes from a report given from Councillor Colin Hirons:
1. They clarified that the height will be slightly higher 700mm higher than the neighbouring barn.

2. Cover all the facades in noise estimates – to be included in application report.

3. Provide noise estimate based on typical operations – to be included in application report.

4. Confirmed generator noise level but they are content with the levels given.
5. Material samples they were unable to provide samples in time for the Parish Council meeting 

6. The Moreland Green roof has been approved with AONB assuming that the planning authority is happy
7. Will tannin, seeping from the oak panelling, stain the block work has been discussed. 
8. They will consider tree pits so that the planting “takes”.

9.  A mix of trees had been preferred. 

10. Advise on the tree (root) protection area (for existing trees at rear) is the height of existing trees plus one metre
11. Post and rail fencing confirmed to match the adjacent farmyard and a rabbit guard around the trees.
