Temporary Closure of: A350 (Part), Chicklade, Kingston Deverill, Brixton Deverill,

Longbridge Deverill and Sutton Veny (Ref: TTRO 3576)

Notice is hereby given that the Wiltshire Council has made an Order to close temporarily to all traffic: A350 (Part), Chicklade, Kingston Deverill, Brixton Deverill, Longbridge Deverill and Sutton Veny; at various locations between the A36 and A303 junctions. To enable: Wiltshire Council to carry out kerbing, carriageway resurfacing / patching, road marking and adjustment of ironworks.

Alternative route: via A350 (unaffected length) – A303 – A36 and vice versa.

This Order will come into operation on Monday 13th October 2014 and it is anticipated that the work will take until Monday 20th October 2014 to complete (19:00 to 06:00 on week nights only). The Order will have a maximum duration of 18 months. Access will be maintained for residents and businesses, although delays are likely due to the nature of the works.

Temporary Closure of: A350 (Part) and B3089 (Part), East Knoyle (Two Mile Down

Junction) and Temporary 30mph Speed Restriction: A350 (Part) East Knoyle

(Ref: TTRO 3574)

Notice is hereby given that the Wiltshire Council has made Orders to:

Temporarily close to all traffic: (i) A350 (Part) East Knoyle; from its junction with A303 Willoughby Hedge in a southerly direction for a distance of approximately 2.1km. (ii) B3089 (Part) East Knoyle; from its junction with A350 in a westerly direction for a distance of approximately 600m, and in an easterly direction for a distance of approximately 600m and to introduce a temporary 30mph traffic speed restriction to all traffic: A350 (Part) East Knoyle (Two Mile Down Junction); from a point 180m south of the junction to its junction with B3089 (east arm) and from a point 200m north of the junction to its junction with B3089 (west arm). Total length 420m. To enable: Wiltshire Council carry out junction improvements, carriageway resurfacing and associated works. 15th October 2014 between 19:00 and 06:00 It is anticipated that the works will take the stated duration to complete depending upon weather conditions. The Orders will have a maximum duration of 18 months. Access will be maintained for residents and businesses, although delays are likely due to the nature of the works.

The Clerk gave a brief on her work within Maiden Bradley re the play area she looks after there and the project evolving in Horningsham, the Council is in the process of installing a play area at the Village Hall. The lease of land or land use agreements, match funding and the grant funding application process/requirements, Health and Safety requirements, insurance provision and the long term financial arrangements required with play area projects formed the content of the brief.
Council resolved that, financially such a project would need up to half the precept match funding, and taking regard of the proportion of children noted on the census that would benefit, it would not be viable to move forward with such a project.
It was noted that there are many plays areas within the surrounding area which children and parents can visit, the Warminster & Villages Community Partnership are working on a project to map the sports provision in the area and this information can be brought to the attention of the youth when completed.
