Minutes of the meeting of the Upper Deverills Parish Council held at the village hall Kingston Deverill on Wednesday 12th March 2014 2013 at 6.30pm.

Public Question Time
Mr Peter Marsh addressed Council on the behalf of the Parish Plan Working Group. He discussed the printing of the Parish Plan; quotations had been distributed before the meeting. They had also requested that the Parish Council confirm the action plan and note the actions on it before it went to print, on the 7th April 2014. They advised that the programme was now set and aligned to the Annual Parish Council meeting in May. All households will have a copy delivered to them on the 14th April 2014. Stakeholders will also be given a copy. The Chairman thanked Mr Peter Marsh and asked that he relay the Councils thanks for the hard work that the Working Group have put in to producing the plan.

Deep Water Cottage Appeal against the Enforcement notice W/12/00042/ENF_M
Resolved: The Parish Council have been approached before over planning permission for this land which they have refused because of the change of material use of the land, accordingly the Parish Council consider that the current breach should be enforced and the wall and steps should be enforcedly removed and the land returned to its former state as the unauthorised development will result in a loss of an area of agricultural land and erodes the open countryside and an area of outstanding natural beauty. Contrary to policy C1 and C2, the Parish Council firmly objects to this appeal on these grounds.

Councillor Richard Cousens to send out an email reminder re the litter pick. Areas will be targeted on the day from the maps in the circulation box; the Clerk would leave these with the litter pick equiment, risk assessments and warning sheets re Giant Hogweed at the Village Hall.

It was highlighted that Flood Wardens were still needed to be in place for Monkton Deverill, Councillor Richard Cousens agreed to approach parishioners identified during discussions as to whether they would take on the role of Flood Warden for this area.
