Deep Water Cottage Appeal against the Enforcement notice W/12/00042/ENF_M
Resolved: to note the below decision: Council instructed the Clerk to define the ancillary residential use to them by email. 

The enforcement notice is varied by:

1. The deletion of ‘use as residential garden’ in section 3 of the notice and the substitution instead of ‘ancillary residential use’;

2. The deletion of ‘as residential garden’ in requirement a) in section 5 of the notice and the substitution instead of ‘for ancillary residential use’.

2. Subject to these variations the appeal is allowed under ground (a), the enforcement notice as varied is quashed, and planning permission is granted on the application deemed to have been made under section 177(5) of the 1990 Act as amended, namely the change of use from agriculture to ancillary residential use of land to the west of Deep Water Cottage, 16 Whitepits, Kingston Deverill,

Wiltshire, as referred to in the notice.

Town/Parish Precepts 2015/2016

Resolved: Council noted that Wiltshire Council had reported that the top up grant will be £47.94.
