11/113 Chairman’s announcements - Review of Polling Districts and Stations

11/114 Parishioner’s letter – re Wessex Water




Discussions took place on the information that has come to light at present. The Clerk highlighted the contact she had had from Davin Eversett the Project Manager for Wessex Water asking if they could come and address Council on this project. Council instructed the Clerk to ask Davin Eversett if he could come on the 2nd May 2012, 16th May 2012 or 23rd May 2012. The Clerk would contact him the next day and get back to Councillors on his preferred date along with confirmation that the Village Hall was also available. 11/115 Drought Consultation






Council discussed the Drought consultation that mentioned Brixton Deverill. Council instructed the Clerk to write to Wessex Water or the named person in the drought plan and ask for clarification of the implications for the community and the river in terms of infrastructure and the potential increase in pumping.  The letter was to be drafted and sent around the Councillors for discussion.

11/117 Parish Steward – tasks to be undertaken




Dark Lane that goes down towards the Ford from the Maiden Bradley road requires sweeping, it has not been actioned for 18 months; the mud has come down onto the lane.


Opposite Wind Whistle Cottage on the Hindon Lane there is a telephone pole on the left hand side if you’re driving out of the village that is being under mined by rabbit’s it required urgent attention as it is a very big hole. The Clerk informed Council that she would pass on the items to the Parish Steward.

Councillor Blue mentioned that he has been monitoring the traffic and there has been a marked increase in the early evening. The road surface has been improved by the Parish Steward but the verges are bad, Councillor Blue said he will speak with the Parish Steward as to how this can be addressed. He will speak about the possibility of putting kerbing in the relevant places.  Dumping of cuttings on the Hindon Road has been an issue; people have had to drive around it. Councillor Cousens had reported this action and it had been removed. The Chairman thanked Councillor Blue for his report.

11/126 Clerk’s Report
Internal Auditor – Alan Rymell has agreed to action the Internal Audit. The Clerk will arrange for a gift voucher as a goodwill gesture.
Asset Register Review- Council discussed the Asset Register and the Chairman signed the Asset Register
Insurance Review – The Clerk was instructed to obtain quotations from other companies.
Risk Assessments/ Clerks Personnel Risk Assessment- 

The Clerk reported that she has had her Risk Assessment actioned by Caroline Sawyer IOSH Technician Member 040189. The report highlights the following items: Laptop stand required, wrist support in use very worn and needs replacing, mouse mat in use very worn and needs replacing, chair not suitable for the individual or work space, requires replacing. Additional information: Sarah has had her eyes tested in the last two years; the screen and chair are not fully adjustable. Sarah is suffering with pain in her back and the poor quality and lack of adjustability of her chair is definitely a contributing factor. Council noted that the Clerk has contacted the recommended company for a quotation for the equipment she requires and has booked a visit for the 27th March 2012 where a quotation will be prepared. The Clerk explained that the cost of the chair would need to be shared between the parish councils she served. Maiden Bradley obviously pays for any IT equipment and accessories she used but the chair would need a contribution. Council agreed and would await the Clerks report.
Noticeboards- on the risk assessments it has been highlighted that the noticeboards need oiling again. The Clerk requested permission to purchase some Tung oil. Council resolved that the Clerk could purchase some for Alan Rymell and reclaim the cost.
Training

The Clerk reported back on the WALC & SLCC Joint Clerks Training Day. Warminster Community Radio were there and following the training day they have ask the Clerk to see if the local villages would like to give a news item possibly once a month. The Clerk suggested that Broadband issue could be debated with phone in. The litter pick could be mentioned etc. The Clerk was instructed to phone Richard Kitson re getting the broadband issue on the radio.
