Local Transport Plan Car Parking Strategy

The Town and Country Planning (Local Development) (England) Regulations 2012 (Regulation 18) Notice of Intention to Consult on the Scope and Content of the Draft Gypsy and Traveller Development Plan Document (DPD)

Council is asked to discuss if it wishes to comment on the below consultation.

Wiltshire Council is preparing a Gypsy and Traveller Development Plan Document (DPD). The Council is required to notify specified bodies and persons of the subject of the DPD which it proposes to prepare and invite each of them to make representations to the Council about what the DPD ought to contain. The Council’s proposals are set out below.

The scope of this document is to set out site allocations to provide for the accommodation needs of Gypsies and Travellers in Wiltshire and include a review of overall pitch requirements based on an up to date Gypsy and Traveller Accommodation Needs Assessment. The document will present proposals and associated policies designed to be in general conformity with the emerging Wiltshire Core Strategy, and to comply with the National Planning Policy Framework and Planning Policy for Traveller Sites. The plan will relate to the geographic area of Wiltshire. Details in terms of the timetable for the production of the DPD are set out in the Council’s latest Local Development Scheme.

The Council will take into account any representations made to them in response to this invitation.

Environmental Assessment of Plans and Programmes Regulations 2004

Gypsy and Traveller Development Plan Document (DPD) Draft Sustainability Appraisal Scoping Report Addendum Sustainability Appraisal (SA) is a legal requirement of the Planning and Compulsory Purchase Act 2004 for all Development Plan Documents (DPDs). It incorporates Strategic Environmental Assessment, which is a requirement of the Environmental Assessment of Plans and Programmes Regulations 2004. The purpose of Sustainability Appraisal is to promote the achievement of sustainable development within planning policy.

At this stage, Wiltshire Council are legally required to consult statutory consultees on the scope and level of information to be included in the SA – but have widened the consultation to include other consultees. Paths Improvement Grant Scheme 2014

The Paths Improvement Grants Scheme (PIGS) aims to help people make innovative improvements to countryside access and the rights of way network in their area. The scheme is a partnership between Wiltshire Council’s Rights of Way and Countryside section and the Wiltshire and Swindon Countryside Access Forum. Parishes can bid for up to 50% match funding, if their proposal is approved they then undertake the schemes themselves.

•materials for promoting countryside access

St Johns Ambulance

As the nation’s leading first aid charity, St John Ambulance believes that nobody should die because they needed first aid and didn’t get it. Yet every year people die in situations where first aid could have given them a chance to live. St John Ambulance teaches people first aid, so that they can be the difference between a life lost and life saved.

Our research shows that fewer than one in five people (18%) in the South West would know what to do when faced with a medical emergency [1]. This is why we are dedicated to raising awareness of the importance of life saving skills and teaching first aid to thousands of young people in schools and communities across the country.

In 2013, St John Ambulance trained 7,300 children and adults with First Aid skills in the South West. With your help we can continue to save lives.

St John Ambulance provided first aid cover at nearly 7000 events, treating 6800 people. If we were to use a different volunteer for each event, we would have deployed a first aider 20,850 times over the course of the year, and 5001 vehicles.

As a charitable organisation we rely on the generous support of others to continue our work in schools and training as well as our Community First Responder units, who support the Ambulance Service in attending 999 calls providing lifesaving care. With nearly 300 units, including our youth volunteers, across the South West St John Ambulance remains a key part of the community.
