Maps with a person present in the Village Hall directing the litter pick was a more proactive approach when organisation of the areas that needed clearing. The Clerk was instructed to note the requirements for next year.
13/018 Traffic Action Group Report/Parish Steward

Resolved: Traffic Flow on B3095.  Councillor Ranald Blue spoke to Council on Traffic Flow Figures he had obtained from Wilts Council covering the period 2004 - 2012.  According to the Council’s figures there had been an overall increase in traffic of approximately 16% over this period. 

Resolved: 7.5t Weight Restriction on B3095.  The Traffic Regulation Orders for a 7.5t weight restriction to be imposed on the B3095 has been approved by Wilts County, however this will not be implemented until the junction of the A303 and A350 has been improved.  This will involve building a clover leaf junction in order to prevent vehicles joining the A303 having to cross traffic lanes, which is the current situation.  Unfortunately, the Highway Agency, who is responsible for the construction of the junction, currently has no funding for the project.  In order to try and progress this situation the Clerk has been tasked to contact Wilts Council Highways Representative (Cllr Fleur de Rhe’Philipe), and to report back to the Parish Council.

Resolved:  The Clerk gave Councillor Ranald Blue Tracy Myers contact details as he is the new Warminster Area co-ordinator instead of the Parish Steward.

The Clerk was as to contact Tracy Myers to ask if the  grass at the Hindon road and A350 junction could be cut back 1 meter only due to the issues had last year, as visibility was a cause for concern when exiting.
