10/044 Open Session for members of the public –  

No public were present, Community Support Officer Caroline Wright addressed Council. She reported a burglary and informed Council that they had received information on the vehicle and are taking action. She informed Council that the valley is quiet at this time of year. Councillors asked about the Camera Safety Unit and were informed that the new spending review would confirm what would be in place for the future. As the Camera Safety Unit has been closed down there will be fewer police bikes coming into the area, but they will cover where they can as much as they can subject to available resources, primarily in areas that show the highest speeding percentage. The TAG informed Council that they were liaising with Sutton Veny and Crockerton as to how the Community Speed Watch was progressing. Chairman Felicity Wheeler thanked Caroline Wright for coming.

10/051 Replacement of seat by Kingston Deverill Bridge
Councillor Stratton was asked if help could be sought to build up the land on which to place the log. Council asked for the seat to be set at right angles to the road. The Clerk was instructed to contact Martin Osborne and ask for advice on how to secure the log from theft or flood. The Chairman signed the grant form to be returned to the AONB. The Clerk was instructed to arrange for publicity in the press mentioning the AONBs involvement nearer the time.

10/052 Broadband –Update from the BAG
Councillor Greenwood informed Council that 2 new members have been recruited to the BAG. One works with professional communications, and the other with a business working from home. The BAG would like more up-to-date information from parishioners as some work has been carried out in Monkton Deverill by BT and several parishioners have had work done on internal wiring, so they have put together another consultation questionnaire for circulation in the Parish News to the Upper Deverills residents only. Replies are requested by mid-October for analysis and the BAG will then take it forward. Maiden Bradley and Longbridge Deverill have stated that there are no issues on receiving broadband as they are near the exchanges.

Councillor Greenwood approached the Council for funds to pay for the printing of the questionnaires and Council resolved £30.60 could be spent from the stationery budget. The Chairman thanked Councillor Greenwood.

Councillor Blue informed Council that he would put an article in the Parish News asking parishioners to let him know of any non-reportable incidents that the police would not be aware of, e.g. wing mirrors taken off, lorries pushing people off the road. Councillors reported that the buses are driving erratically and not observing the speed limits. The Clerk was instructed to find out if Wiltshire Council would inform the bus companies using this area to be more responsible.
