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The Rector writes: 

In the middle of June, we welcomed the Bishop of Ramsbury, 

Edward Condry on a formal ‘visitation’ to our Deanery. This gave 

the opportunity for him to see what was going on and to hear about 

some of the issues faced in both urban and rural settings. His tour 

began in Westbury, at Cross-point, (a centre run by Christians) in the Market Place 

where information and help is dispensed in a wide variety of situations. From there, 

he visited the Warminster MS Centre and the Food Bank. He heard about Street   

Pastors and the Link Scheme and then had an opportunity to converse with people 

engaged in farming and related industries. The day ended with a meeting of the 

Deanery Synod at which the Bishop was the key-note speaker.   

He spoke about patterns of ministry and the importance of ‘parish churches’ in 

local communities. He defined ministry as participation in the work of God. He was 

positive about the contribution of the church as the biggest provider of volunteers in 

the country. He assured the meeting that he and his fellow bishops had no interest in 

closing churches. He encouraged us to be positive and not negative; to recognise the 

potential that exists, to celebrate all that is good especially links with church schools. 

It is really good to have one of our bishops living locally. There often seems to 

be a divide between the Diocese and senior staff on the one hand and local parishes 

on the other. The visitation was a welcome opportunity to bridge that gap, to share 

the wealth of experience and good practice which happens in this area and also to 

celebrate the place that the church has in the lives of many. Praying and studying  

individually and together will be a source of continuing inspiration and growth. The 

day produced much food for thought! Every blessing.

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Nature Notes 

Summer appears to have been put on hold again. It has been unseasonably windy, 

blowing blossom and young leaves from the trees before their time, and buffeting 

flowers as they open. The birds are having a hard time, it is colder than normal for 

this time of year so there are fewer insects on which to feed their young and the 

windy conditions require a greater effort to catch them. There is also the dilemma 

when it is cold of whether to look for food or to stay in the nest to keep the young 

warm. The female will often brood the young while the male goes looking for food, 

however, if a parent is lost or if it is up to one of the parents to do the feeding,     

normally the female, then chicks will be lost. With strong winds nests can become 

dislodged from the tree or even blow youngsters out before they are ready to fly; 

most vulnerable would be rooks and crows.  

It is not all doom and gloom. We have had three nest boxes used, one producing 

great tits, another blue tits and, I think, the third coal tits. We have got a family of 

coal tits that frequent the area around the bird feeders near one of the boxes. The 

young coal tits are really cute. I often see them on the fat ball feeder and when I  

approach slowly I can get quite close to them before they decide to fly up into the 

tree. They are continually chattering to each other, keeping in contact and ensuring 

that the parent birds know where they are. All the tits seem to do this when they 

come out of the nest. One morning I was woken by a bang on the bedroom window. 

Looking out I located the reason, on the conservatory roof below there was one of 

the young coal tits sitting up with a rather confused look on its face. It had just had a 

lesson about windows! I noticed it had stopped cheeping, possibly due to shock, but 

being in an open vulnerable position on its own it wouldn’t want to attract a     

predator. It flew off and I could hear it calling again from the nearby hedge. There 

are predators about too, I have seen a sparrowhawk on several occasions and visiting 

cats. We were pleased to see a kestrel hovering over the field behind us the other 

day. According to Springwatch they have suffered badly over the winter. 

The garden here is well stocked with ant nests. I don’t like disturbing them and 

quite admire their organised way of life in the colony. They keep the nest at a     

constant temperature for the optimum development of the eggs, they remove dead 

ants and take them to the ‘cemetery’, an area outside the nest. They also have a     

hierarchy within the colony. I wondered how I could reduce the ant activity and then 

the answer came, a male green woodpecker. Green woodpeckers love ants and use 

their long tongue to pick them up. I could see that this was a male as it had a red 

moustache and red patches either side of its lower bill. Hopefully now the ant    

numbers will be controlled. 

Our double house martin box appears to have occupants in both sides. The swift 

box and the CD of swift calls attracted one swift to come and have a look. Swifts 

have been flying over the village today, some have even come near us, but they were 

concentrating on feeding rather than looking for potential nest sites. Because the 

season is late I think there may still be time for our box to be used!

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Recipe of the month - Hot Swiss Trifle 
Sponsored by Maiden Bradley Community Shop 

Allegedly, it is now summer and we should be having summery      

puddings with lashings of ice cream to celebrate the warmth! But the   

reality is chilly weather so here is a slightly different summer pudding. 

Ingredients  

1 swiss roll    1 tablespoon granulated sugar 

1 can of apricots, drained (approx 12 ozs) 1 pint milk 

2 tablespoons custard powder  4 oz caster sugar 

2 eggs separated    1 oz blanched almonds 

Method 

Slice the swiss roll and arrange with the apricots in a 1½ pt ovenproof dish. Blend 

the custard powder, egg yolks and granulated sugar together with a little of the milk. 

Heat the remainder of the milk and when nearly boiling pour over the custard mix. 

Return to the pan and bring to the boil, stirring continuously and when thick, pour 

over the apricots. Whisk the egg whites until stiff and fold in the caster sugar. Pile 

the meringue on top of the custard and stud with blanched almonds. Bake at Mark 

4/350F/180C for about 20 minutes. Serves 4.

Broadband in the Upper Deverills 
In April’s Parish News we said that Wiltshire Council had   

selected BT to provide broadband upgrading throughout the 

county. Under this programme Wiltshire Council is aiming to 

ensure that a minimum of 91% of all premises should be able 

to access superfast broadband by 2016. This is defined as a download speed of a 

minimum of 24 megabits per second (mbps). By then the remaining 9% of      

premises will be provided with a minimum speed of 2mbps. (Currently speeds in 

the Upper Deverills range from around 0.3 to 1.5mbps). So whilst this may be a 

small improvement and probably provide greater reliability, unlike superfast broad-

band it will not enable video streaming, easier transmission of large files etc. 

The Government has just been inviting bids for grants from the Rural            

Community Broadband Fund (RCBF) which can assist a few communities who 

will not be getting Faster Broadband to get that provided. So we pressed Wiltshire 

Council as to which side of the line the Upper Deverills was likely to fall. This  

produced good news and bad news. The good news is for Brixton Deverill who 

will probably get faster broadband (though speeds for each premise are not yet cer-

tain) through a link back to their exchange at Sutton Veny. At the moment this is 

planned for early 2015. The bad news is that Kingston and Monkton Deverill “are 

more challenging for BT” due to the distance to the exchange at Maiden Bradley. 

So at very short notice we have submitted an RCBF application. Special thanks to 

some residents who run businesses who kindly added to our case by providing   

letters of support. We will let you know when we hear further.

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Neighbourhood Watch 

There have been a series of non dwelling burglaries in the Heytesbury 

area. Several sheds and outbuildings were broken into and gardening tools 

and other items were taken. This again followed reports of ‘Nottingham 

Knockers’ in the area a few days before and other reports of men in a van seen  

around local properties. This may be a co-incidence but highlights the need to be  

aware of any strangers and record relevant information; vehicle registration can be 

vitally important to identify potential offenders. Nottingham Knockers are often 

working without the correct paperwork, i.e. Pedlars Certificate, and are therefore    

committing offences, so please call the police if these people are in your area. Try to 

keep sheds and outbuildings secure during the day. Leaving doors open while     

working in the garden acts as a shop window if criminals are looking for items worth 

stealing, returning at night to take them. Sheds and other outbuildings should be    

secured with good quality locks or padlocks (with a short shank to prevent them being 

cut with bolt croppers), fixtures or fittings to the doors and locks should be fixed with 

coach bolts so they cannot be unscrewed from the outside. Garden equipment or 

power tools can be marked with your name and postcode. Household gloss paint can 

be used, once dry it is difficult to remove making it harder for criminals to dispose of 

items so they become less valuable. Check your household insurance to ensure you 

have the correct cover and you are complying with any conditions  imposed.

Police & Crime Commissioner for Wiltshire & Swindon  
PCC, Angus Macpherson, launched a £1 million Innovation Fund on 

Friday 7th June. The Commissioner is looking to fund community and 

voluntary initiatives throughout Wiltshire and Swindon which will help 

towards achieving his six main priorities set out in his Police and Crime Plan. They 

are: Reduce crime and anti-social behaviour; protect the vulnerable in society; put 

victims and witnesses first; reduce offending and re-offending; drive up standards of 

customer service; ensure unfailing and timely response to calls for assistance.          

Mr Macpherson said: "This fund is about supporting innovative new ideas which will 

make a lasting difference to community safety particularly in projects that help to 

break cycles of crime and anti-social behaviour, including supporting repeat          

offenders." The funding will be awarded in three tranches: £400,000 by 31st July 

2013 in respect of applications received by 15th July 2013; £300,000 by 30th        

November 2013 in respect of applications received by 15th November 2013; 

£300,000 by 31st March 2014 in respect of applications received by 15th March 

2014. Any organisation with aims and activities that meet the criteria can apply for 

funding. Funds not awarded in one tranche will be 'rolled-over' to the next. The £1 

million Innovation Fund comes from the Office of the PCC reserves. The             

Commissioner will consult with an advisory panel, representatives from Wiltshire 

Police, Wiltshire Council, Swindon Borough Council and The Community          

Foundation for Wiltshire & Swindon. See www.wiltshire-pcc.gov.uk for information,
