The Gallery template is available as one of the nine different templates that you can
choose from to build your WCW pages.

You can add up to 20 pictures that will be displayed as thumbnails which can be
enlarged by your site visitors at a click of the mouse. You can also change the sequence
of the pictures after upload.

The total size of all the images to be uploaded should not exceed 4Mb, but you can
upload some images and then go back and upload more to the same page later.
